CHAPTER 34. 

AN ACT to amend section 12 (1) of chapter 43, laws of 1935, 
relating to the municipal court of the city of Oshkosh and 
county of Winnebago. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sena.te and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 12 (1) of chapter 43, laws of 1935, is amended to 
read: 

(CHAPTER 43, LAWS OF 1935) SECTION 12 (1) The provi­
sions of law applicable to change of venue in the circuit courts 
of this state shall be applicable to all actions and proceedings 
in said municipal court not within the jurisdiction of a justice 
of the peace, except that when the venue of any such action 
shall be so changed, it shall be changed to the circuit court 
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of Winnebago county, and such change of venue shall not pre­
vent the granting by said circuit court of a further change of 
venue as provided in section 261.04 of the statutes. Nothing 
herein contained shall be construed as abrogating the right 
to the change of venue provided for by section 261.03 of the 
statutes, and when such change of venue shall be made it shall 
be by said municipal court direct to the proper county for trial 
of the action, and section 261.08 of the statutes so far as ap­
plicable shall apply to said municipal court. The judge of said 
court may call upon a circuit judge or any municipal judge 
of amy county, who is a judge of a court of rec01·d, to attend, 
hold court, and try such action, or any other' adion pending 
in said court, and while so doing such circuit judge or munic­
ipal judge shall have the same powers as if elected judge of 
said municipal court. Such judge shall have paid to him his 
traveling and other necessary expenses incident to his at­
tendance, upoen the same being oertified to· the treasurer of 
Winenebago county by the judge of said municipal court.
