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ing heat, light, power or water to. its members only shall be 
deemed a public utility under this definition. 

(2) "Municipal council" means and embraces the common 
councilor the sanitary commission or the town or village board 
of any town, village or city wherein the property of the public 
utility or any part thereof is located.

CHAPTER 381. 

AN AOT to appropriate certain funds to the state department of 
public welfare for the purchase of lands in Winnebago county. 

The peopZe of the state of Wisconsin, 1"epresented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

There is appropriated from the general fund to the state de­
partment of public welfare a sum not to exceed $25,146 for the 
purchase of 221Y2 acres (more or less) of lands commonly known 
as the "Hotz farm" in Winnebago county, which farm adjoins 
the Winnebago state hospital farm and is now leased by the state 
for an annual rental of $1,221. Such purchase shall be subject 
to the approval of the governor.
