74.03 (10) (d) The governing body of any city which retains
and collects its delinquent real estate taxes may authorize its
treasurer, at the request of the taxpayer, to extend the time for
the payment of taxes on personal property up to and including
July 31 and with such interest and upon such conditions as it
shall determine. ‘

Secrion 2. All acts or parts of acts, including the provisions
of any city charter, which are contrary to the provisions of this
act are repealed. ,

~ $50,000 to provide relief for victims of the flood of September
