In this sec-
tion ‘‘slaughterhouse’ means a place where cattle, swine, sheep,
goats or horses are killed or dressed for human eonsumption, ex-
cept the following: slaughterhouses undeér federal inspeection
unless included in the context, and occasional killing by individ-
uals for their own use; ‘‘board’’ means the state board of health.
The jurisdiction of the board does not include premises or parts
-of premises used exclusively for the storage or processing of meat
or other food or sale of the same at wholesale or retail and regu-
lated or inspected by the department of agriculture.
