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treasurer, shall be ~'eturnecl delinquent together with original 
individual affidavits, and, unless paid before J u7y 31 thereafter, 
the lands covered thereby shall be aclvertisecl for Rale and sold 
at the same time and in the same manner ancl treated in all 
respects as other delinquent taxes, except that the owners of 
such lands shall be entitled to pay such taxes at the amount 
extended upon the local tax roll without penalty, interest or 
other charges at any time on or before hily 31, 1943. If the 
owner shall pay such taxes as herein provided to the local 
treasurer before delinquent return or to the county treasurer 
after that date and on or before the J1ily 31 following, the treas­
urer to whom such payment is made in each case shall issue a tax 
receipt in full fer the payment thereof, ~whjch shall 1:a \'e the 
same force and effect as if such payment had been made at the 
regular time for payment of taxes. But if such taxes shall not 
have been paid on or before J'llly 31, 1943, they s~lall be ell forced 
by tax sale and shall be subject to the same interest, penalties and 
charges as other delinquent taxes except that interest shall run 
from the said January 1. 

(2) Of any taxes on ~which affidavits for extension of time of 
payment have been filed pursuant to this section that are paid 
to any county treasurer up to am1 including J1tiy 31,1913, such 
county trea:mrer, out of each individual payment of taxes, shall 
cZispose of said payments as pr01!'ided by section 74.03 (8). Such 
return shall be made by the county tremrcrer to the tOl:1"11 , city 
or village treasurer on or before A1igust 15, 1943.

AN ACT to create 97.02 (10) (j) of the statutes, relating to 
the modification of milk fat content of ice cream during the 
present war emergency.

97.02 (10) (j) The issuance by the United States secretary of 

agriculture of food distribution order number 8, effective 
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February 1, 1943, ,~·hich limits the amount of total milk Holids 
that may be u;,;ed in frozen dairy foods to not more than 65 
per cent of the milk Rolids used for such purposes during the 
previous year, and the probable imposition of further re­
strictions by the federal government affecting ~mch fcods and 
the dairy industry during the war emergency, have rendered 
it urgently imperative to modify the minimum milk fat content 
of ice cream as specified in this subsection, in order to keep 
available as large a supply of ice cream as possible for the 
consuming public. Because of this emergency the minimum 
percentages of milk fat specified in this :mbsection for the variors 
types of ice cream are modified in the respective paragraphs 
as follows: 111 (a) from 13 to 10 per cent; in (b) from 11 to 
8 per cent; 111 (c) from 11 to 8 per cent; in (d) from 11 to 
S per cent; m (e) from 13 to 10 per cent; in (f) from 11 to 
8 per cent; in (g) from 13 to 10 per cent; in (h) from 11 to 
8 per cent; and in (i) from 18 to 10 per cent and frow 11 to 
8 per cent reflpectively, but in no case shall ices and sherbet 
be mixed with the forms of ice cream above specified flO that 
the milk fat content is le:-;s than herein prescribed. The modi­
fications made by this paragraph shall be in effect until the 
present war is terminated, as proclaimed by the President or 
the Congress of the U l1ited States, and for a period of 6 months 
thereafter, unless sooner repealed.
