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CHAPTER 554. 

AN ACT to amend 306.02 of the statutes, relating to appeals from 
judgments of justices of the peace. 

The people of the state of l¥isconsin, rep1'esented in senate and 
"assembly, do enact as follows: 

306.02 of the statutes is amended to read: 
306.02 (a) The appellant or some person authorized by him 

must, 'x' ,,(, 'x' within 20 days after ". *) ,~ being served with 
written notice that judgment has been rendered, make and pre­
sent to the justice before whom the action was tried, or his suc­
cessor in office, or any other justice then lawfully having custody 
of the docket containing such judgment, a notice of appeal, to­
gether with an affidavit that the appeal is made in good faith and 
not for the purpose of delay; and the appellant must, at the time 
of presenting such notice and affidavit to the justice, pay him his 
fees in the action, together with $1 for his return and $1 for state 
tax and $2 for clerk's fees for the clerk of the court appealed to. 
In no case shall an appeal be taken after the expiration of 2 years 
after the entry of the judgment, and in no case where the judg­
ment is rendm'ed by defauZt shall an appeal be taken afteT the 
expimtion of 20 days after the entry of such default judgment. 

(b) Service of s1wh written notice that judgment has been Ten­
dm'ed shall, when a party shall have appea1'ed by an attorney, be 
made 1~pon s1~ch attorney in the manner p1'ovided in section 
269.34 (2) f01' service of otheT papers, otherwise service theTeof 
shall be made t~pon the party in the mannel' presc1'ibed in sections 
262.08 a,nd 262.09 for the service of a circt£it CotLrt summons, or, 
if the add1'ess of the pady to be served is known, by mailing a 
copy of the notice to stich party by registered mail. When SM'V­

ice is made by 1'egistered mail the copy of the notice to be served 
m1ist be properly inclosed in a postpaid wrapper (which may 
beaT the sender's name and address) cLcZdl'essed to the pady on 
whom it is to be servecl at his proper post-office address. Such 
'notice shall state the title of the action, the name of the justice of 
the pULee rendering the judgment, the time and place of 1'ende1'­
ing the judgment, the am01int of damages and costs and other 
l'edress fOl' which judgment was rendered and the names of the 
parties in favor and against whom the judgment was rendered.
