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tllereof as the fulltime public schools in tbe district are in session 
in excess of 8 months during t4e regular school year, some pub­
lic, private, parochial or vocational and adult education school, 
half time from the cnd of the pcriod of full time compulsory 
education to the end of the school term, quarter, semester or 
other division of the school year'in which he is 16 years of age, 
and after that for at Icast 8 hours a iveek if r~gularly, lawfully 
and gainfully employed, half time if employed at homc, and full 
time if lluemployed, until * * * he is 18 years of age; and 
the parents of such minors shall compel sl10h school attendance. 
In cases 1Yhc~'e there are no parmlts or not more than one p.arent 
living at home in which there is at least one child, a.nd it is 
necessary for one of the childi'cn who is over 16 and under 18 
years of age to be employed at home in order to ma.inta.in the 
housrhold, such child, for the purpose of school attendance under 
the provisions of this subsection, shall be deemed to be regularly, 
la:wfully and gainfully. employed.

39.03 (g) Certify to joint district dei·ks thc full valnations 

of the various parts of a joint school district as provided in sec­
tion 40.11 (9). 

SECTION 2. 40.11 (9) of tbe statntes is amended to read: 
40.11 (9) ITe shall deliver to the town clerk, before Septem­

ber 1 in each year, a certified statement showing the amount of 
taxes voted and not ,before reported, and also the amount of tax 
to be collected in such year, if any, for the annual payment of 
any loan.
