21.025 (3) Tor the use of such forces, the governor may
1equlslt10n from the secretary of war such arms and equipment
as ‘may be in possession of and can be Spaled by the war de-
partment, and he may make available to such forces the facilities
of state armories and their equipment and such other state prem-
ises and property as may be available and may, through the
