Employes have heen attracted to and have
remained in the publie service in counties of more than 500,000
population despite the prevailing higher wages in other employ-
ments beeause of the deferred compensation for their.services
promised to them in the form of retirement annuities and death
benefits in the retirement system to which they have been ad-
mitied as eontributing members. 'The purpose of this act is fo
strengthen the public serviece in the most populous eounties of
‘the staté by establishiig the security of such retirement and
death benefits. - '

(2) CONTRACTS T0 ASSURE BENEFITS The benefits
of members whether employes in setvice or retired as beneficiar-
ies, and of beneficiaries of deeeased members in the retirement
system created by chapter 201, laws of 1937, ag amended, shall .
