The people of the state of Wisconsin, "epresented in senate and 
assembly, do enact "" follows: 
SECTION 1. 59.21 (8) (cm) of the statutes is created to read: 
59.21 (8) (em) Any county board may, by a majority vote, 

establish by ordinance in connection with the adoption of an 
o-rdinance providing for civil service selectioil and tenure of 
deputy sheriffs under paragraphs (a) and (b) or by amendment 
to such an ordinance previously a.dopted, ~a traffic division of the 
sheriff's department and fix the number of deputy sheriffs as 
t~affic patrolmen aud other employes in said division in which 
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case the provisions of section 83.016 shall become inoperative as 
to that county. The board in such ordinance shall further pro­
