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withstauchng that such subsequent assignce shan have notified 
the obligor of his claim thereto. 

(3) PAYMENTS BY OBLIGOR; LIABILITY OF PAYEE. 
In any case where the, obligor, not knowing or not being notified 
of such assignment and acting in good faith, makes payment ·of 
such account in whole '91' in part to the assignor, or to a subse­
quent purchaser or transferee -of such accotlnt who shall have 
notified the oblig'or of such purchase or transfer to such subse­
quent purchaser or transferee, then the obligor shan to the extent 
of such payment be exonerated of liability to make payment to 
the first assigJ,lee of the account, but the person to whom such 
payment is made shall be accountable. and liable to the assignee 
for such sums received by him. 

(4) APPLICA1'ION. This section shan not be construed td 
alter" or affect all~r existing' law with respect to the negotiation of 
or the riglJts of the holders of negotiable instruments.

mitting *'~ * -* said proposal or bid to the municipality, board, 
department, or officer charg'cd with the letting of bids, and also 
at the same time as a part of ,:~ * * said proposal, submit a 
full and complete list of all the P"olJOsed subcontractors and the 
class of work to be performed by each, which list shall not be 
acZelecZ to n01' altC1'ed withmd the 'written consent of the munici­
pality.
