236.143 SUBDIVISION OONTROL; IN POPULOUS COUNTIES. (1) 

DECLARATION OF TJEGISLA,['IVE INTENT. The purpose 
of this section is to promote the public health, safety and the 
gelle~'a.l welfa.re of t.he community and the regula.tions authorized 
to be made are designed to lessen congestion in the streets and 
highways and further the orderly layout and use of land; to 
secure safety from fire, panic and other dangers; to promote 
health and the general welfare ;to provide adequate light and 
air; to prevent the overcrowding of land; to avoid undue con­
centration of population; to facilitate adequate provision for 
transporta.tion, water, sewerage, schools, pa.l'ks, playg~'ounds and 
oth81' public requirements; to facilitate the further l'csubdivision 
of larger tracts into smaller 'parcels of land. The regulations 
provided for by this section shall be made with reasonable con­
sideration, among other things, of the character. of the county 
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with a view of conserving the value of buildings placed upon 
land, providing the best possible envirOllment for hum(!,n habi­
tation, and for encouraging the most appropriate use of land 
throughout the county. , 

(2) GRANT OF POWER. The county board of any county 
having a population of 500,000 01' more m'ay by ordinance reg'u­
late, restrict, and in specific areas prohibit the _ division oi' sub­
division of land within the county outside the limits of incor­
porated cities or villages. This ,section, and any ordinance, reso­
lution or regUlation hereafter enacted 01' adopted pursuant there­
to, shall be liberally construed in favor of the county and as 
minimum requirements adopted for the purposes stated in sub­
section (1). It shall not be deemed a limitation or repeal of any 
power elsewhere granted 01' appeari,;,g in chapter 236 relating 
to the platting of lands, except where the regulations adopted 
pursuant to authority contained in this se~tion are more restric­
tive than such othcr provisions of chapter 236. 

(3) PROOEDURE. The rural planning bOal;d or county park 
commission of such county shall prepal~e a draft of sli.itable rules, 
regulations or ordinances, hold public hearings on such tentative 
dl'aft, and thereafter submit a final draft thereof to the county 
board which shall proceed to consider the draft and ~vhi~h may 
adopt rules, regulations or ordinances with respect thereto, pro­

'after be adopted by the county bOal'd aud be in effect in 'the 
town or towns whose town boards shall have given their approval 
thereto. At any time thereafter, the county board may amend
