Such summons shall be
served at least 8 days before the time at which such person ig

commanded to appear, and may be served either personally or

upon the person in chalge of the place to which such license

relates. :

The peoplc of the state of Wisconsin, 7610? esented in senate and

assembly, do enact as follows:

- 15.33 (6) of the statutes is ereated to read:

15.33 (6) Until the termination of the present war (World
‘War 1I) as proclaimed by the:President or Congress and for 2
. years thereafter, the provisions of subseetions (1) to (5), ex-
cept as to their requirements in connection with printing and sta-
tionery, shall not be deemed to apply to the purchase of sup-
plies, materials or equipment from the federal government or
any agency thereof and, with the approval of the governor, may
be waived with respect fo similar purchases from private sources
when such action is deemed to be in the best interests of the state.
