shall be computed at the rate of * * * 2540 per week, and
the expense of the maintenance, care and treatment of each
inmate and the expense of any confinement for medical cbhserva-
tion.or for public safety in-any county hospital or asylum for the
insane shall be computed at the raie of $5 per weck. Tor each
gueh inmate maintained at publie charge elsewhere than in the
county of his legal settlement the whole rate shall be chargeable
to the state and one-half thereof chargeable over by the state
against the county, if any, in which sueh inmate has a legal sef-
tlement.
