352.50 (1) Any person who shall, by himself, his sexrvant or
agent, or as the servant or agent of any other person, directly or
"indireetly, or upon any pretense, or by any device, sell, give
away or otherwise dispose of to any * * % gperson under
the age of 18 years any cigavettes, cigavetfe paper or cigarette
wrappers, or any substitute thevefor, or any paper made or
prepared for the purpose of making cig'arett_és or any substitute
therefor, or for the purpose of being filled with tobacco for
smoking shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon convietion

“thercof shall be punished in the manner hereinafter provided.
