mitted to the assessor setting forth the total number of acres
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in his farm, the number of acres of wood Iot, the number of acres
of slope and the other facts upon which he bases hig claim for
exemption. No elaim for exemption shall be granted unless the
assesgor shall file with the town eclerk the claimant’s statement
" together with his own sworn statement to the effeet that he has
personally inspected the lands for which exemption is claimed
and that the elaim meets with all the requirements of paragraph
{a). The assessor who is paid a salary for his services as as-
gessor ghall receive in addition to all other compensation pro-
vided by law, a fee of 50 cents for each elaim for exemption
he shall investigate, except that his fee shall not be more than
50 cents for inspecting any farm for which both a wood lot and
slope exemption are elaimed., Assessors frho'receive a per diem
for their services shall not receive an additional fee for ahy
claim for exemption he may investigate.

land which shall indicate the land intended with ordinary and
reasonable ecertainty and which would be sufficient hetween
grantor and grantee in an ordinary conveyance shall be suf-
“fieient ; nor shall any deseription of land aceording to the United
States survey be deemed insufficient by reagon of the omission
