AN AC,[' to create 59.903 of the statutes, relating t? the disposi­
tion of unclaimed personal property other tha.n money or se­
curities of certain deceaRed persons. I \ 

l'he PeolJZe of the stute of l'V'isoollsim'J represented in senate and 
assem~ly, do enact 'as follows: ' 

59.903 of the statutes is created to read: 
59.903 DISPOSITION OF UNCLAIMED PERSONAL PROPERTY OTHER 

THAN l\iONEY OR SECURITIES OF CERTAIN DECEASED PERSONS. 'All 
personal property oth,el' than money 01' securities of deceased 
persons who at the time of their .death are patients at any county 
institution 01' whose body is taken in charge by the coroner, shall 
be preserved by the superintendent of such institution or the 
COrOnel' or medical examiner for on8 year unless sooner claimed 
by aperson having the legal right thereto. Annually on July 1 
such superjntend~nt 01' coronel' or medical examiner shall fuake 
a verified written report listing an such personal property which 
l1US remained in his custody for one year wHhout being claimed 
and giving such facts as to ownership thereot as his records con­
tain .. He shall file such report with the sheriff of the county and 
deliver SllOll property to the sheriff, who shall receipt therefor. 
Thereupon such superintendent 01' .c~roner or medicai examiner 
shan be discharged from further liability for sucb property, title 
to which shall then vest in the county. The sheriff shall, on or· 
before August 1 annually, post a notice in 3 public places in the 
county, briefly ilescribing such property and stating that .he 
'fill sell the same at public auction on a certain date and at a 
named place, which auction shall be held accordingly. Any of 
snch pro'peI'ty which shall not be dIsposed of at such-auction shall 
be solel for the best price obtainable, and if the same cannot be 
disposed of by sale, shall he dcstroyed in the presence of the 
sheriff. The sheriff shaJl, on or before Septembcr 1 annnally,
