95.51 VETERINARY PRALTIOD (1) A person shall be deemed

to be engaged in "the practice of veterinary medicine and surgery
who shall ask or receive directly or indirectly any pay or com-
pensation for the treatment of any domestic animals, also me-
nagerie animals, or any person who shall advertise or held him-
self out to the public as a veterinary physicidn,' surgeon or spe-
“eialist, or who shall use the title f‘doctor”’, or who shalI append
to his name the letters V.5, M.I),, D.V.S,, or M.D.V. '
(2) Except as hereinafter plovlded no person shall plactlce
veterinary medicine or surgery or any branch thereof swithout a
license so to do and a valid certifieate of registration issuned by
- the department. Fvery form of violation shall constitute a ‘sep-
" arate offense ag to each patient treated.

(3) A bona fide student in regular attendanee at any veter- -
inary college approved by the department may practice veterin-
ary medicine and surgery tnder the diveet supervision of a reg-
istered, licensed graduate veterinarian, but such practice shall
be limited to a tofal of not more than 18 months.

{4) No person is prohibited hy this section from castrating
domestic animals, except horgses and mules, from dehorning eat-
tle, from treating sprains, euts or other ordinary minor injuries;
nor shall this section be eonstrued to prohibit any person from
treating diseases of domestic animals for compensation at any
