204,31 (14) of the statutes is ercated to read:

204.31 (14) BERANCHISE GROUP ACCIDENT AND
HEALTH INSURANCE. Franchise group aceident and health
insurance is declared to be that form of accident and health in-

- surance eovering 3 or mrore employes or members of any govern-
mental eorporation, wnit, ageney or department thereof, or of
any eorporation, co-partnership or invididual employer, or of
any association, inending a labor union, having a eonstitution
or by-lawws, and formed in good faith for purposes other than
that of ohtaining insurance, where such employes or members and
their depeudm’rb are eovered nuder individual policies of insur-
ance, wnder an arvangement wheveby the premiums on such
policies are to be paid to the insurer periodically by the em-
ployer, with or without payroll deductions, or by the association,
as the case may be, o1 by some designated person acting on be-
half of such employer or association or of such employes or mem-
bers. Any insurance company anthorized to write accident and
health insurance in this state shall have power to issue franchise
group accident and health policies. Notwithstanding any pro-
vision contained in the statytes of this state, insurers may he
permitted to file, for use in connection with franchise group health
and aceident insurance, rate schedules whieh reflect a differen-
tial from the rates charged for identical policies issued on the
mndividual. hasts, plonded the rates charged under such’ late
schednles do not dlseummflfe betweeu fr aneluse groups.
