are open, for the purpose of voting. The voter shall notify his
employer before the day of eleetion of such intended absence and
the employer may designate the time of day for such ahsence. .
No penalty, other than a deduction for time lost, shall be im-

. posed upon him by his employer by rveason of sueh absence.- This
section shall be deemed to include all political subdivisions of
the state and emploves thereof, but shall not affect sueh em-
ploye’s right to holidays now provided for or to be hereafter
provided for.
