AN ACT to amend 65.90 (.J) of the statutes, rvelating to mu-
nicipal budgets. '

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

65.90 (b)) The amount of tax to be levied or certified, the
amounts of the various appropriations and the purposes for such.
appropriations stated in sueh budget, after any alterations
therein made pursnant to the hearing required by this section,

" shall not-be changed thereafter unless authorized by a vote of two-

thirds of the enfire membership of the governing body of such
‘municipality, except that in the case of city boards fransfers
may be quthorized by o two-thirds vote of such boards for funds
under their control. Any municipality, excepting towns and
one-room school districts, which makes sueh ehanges shall ‘give
notice thereof hy publication, within 8 days thereaffer, in a
newspaper mm general cireulation in sueh municipality.

AN ACT to repeal 25.23 (2), (3) and (4), 39.03 (6), 39.11
(2), 4013 (2) and 40.72 (2); to amend 25.23 (1) and
4317 (2); to repeal and recreate 43.19 (1), (2), (3) and
(4) and 43.21 and to create 43.19 (5), (6) and (7) and
43.21 (8) of the statutes, relating to the distribution of com-
mon school aids.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenied i senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Seerion 1. 2523 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

25.23 (1) Pursuant to seetion 5 of article X of the constitu-
tion, the common school fund income shall be distributed to the
school districls among the several towns, villages, and cities of
the state for the support of common schools therein, as provided

a free publie librarvy, whenever the board of said free public
library during the year ending June 30 next preceding the date
of the application for suspension, has expended in the purchase
of library books suitable for children in the elementary sehool
erades a sum eqnal to the sun which would be released by the
suspension of the sehool library law, as certified by the secretary
of the free library commission; but the amount so expended by
the said hoard of the free public library for any one year shall
not be made the basis of such suspension for more than one year.

4821 Mermop or PURCIASE AND DISTRIBUTION 0oF BoOKS.
(1) Bach county or distriet supevintendent and superintendent
of cities of the fourth class shall keep on file in his office a list
of hooks in the library of each school district, the schoolbouse of
which is loeated in his superinfendent distriet, and arrange such
lists by distriets and towns In numerieal and alphabetical order.

Guided by such lists and other information ohtained regarding )

said libraries, each gaid superintendent shall seleet, from the
school library list and make lists of books fo be purchased for

each such lihrary. Tle shall furnish 2 copies of each such list fo

each school distriet elerk; and shall certify to the state super-

intendent on a duplicate list the total cost of the books selected

for cach school distriet, Haecl city superintendent of any city of
the fourth class shall be governed by the provisions of this sub-
section so far as applicable.

(2) A copy of each sueh list-shall be furnished by the super-
intendent to the contract dealer, who shall deliver said books

prepaid in accordance with said lists, to the elerk of each school

district and city respeeﬁvely. The contract dealer shall notify
the proper school distriet clexk of such shipment stating the
number of books shipped and periodieals for which subseriptions
hawve heen entered with the pnblishers, the manner of shipment
and the total contract price thereof, and shall furnish a copy of
guch notice'to the county or district superintendent in whose

marized veport, itemized by districts, of all shipments made with-'
in any 30-day period may De made to the county superintend-

ment of veceipt of such shipment or shipments..

{8) Immediately upon receipt of such shipment of books the
school distriet clerk shall determine the number of books received
and acknowledge sueh number to the eontract dealer on the pre-
pared form. Within 10 days after such delivery each school

~district clerk shall compare the same with his list and file with
the county superintendent of schools one copy of said list in-
dicating plainly which of the listed books have heen received in
good condition, or shall report to said connty superintendent by
separate writing whieh of said hooks have been received in good
condition.

(4) The county superintendent shall keep a record of each
of the distriets wmder his supervision aecording te the census
eertification made to the state superintendent provided in section

14319 (1) and the amount allotted to each distriet pro rata ac-
eording to the state superintendent’s certification to him made
according to section 43.19 (3}, He shall charge against the
account of each school district the amormt certified to him by
the district clerk which represents the amount chavged for books -
reeeived as ordered and periodicals for. which subscriptions are
entered. - He shall forthwith certify to the state superintendent a
 summary report listing each school distriet under his super-
‘vigion sharing in the commen school fund income, showing
amount allotted, chdarges entered against each for shipments re-
ceived and subscriptions entered, and the balanee remaining to
the eredit of each distriet, and shall send a eopy of such certifica-
tion to the contraet dealer. On the basig of thig report the state
superintendent. shall cortify to the secretary of staté and to the
state treasurer the amount due the contract dealer for the re-
spective connty and the state treasurer shall forthwith jssue a
check to the contract dealer in the amount certified.

(5) If any error or irregularity shall have ocenrred in such
.delivery, the school district elerk or city eclevk, respeetively,
shall within 10 days thercafter notify the contract dealer thereof
in writing, and send. a ecopy of said notice to the county, distriet
or city superintendent, respeetively; and the econtract dealer
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shall forthwith take steps to 1ect1fy sueh 61101 or irregularity.

CHAPTER 368.

AN ACT to amend 6213 (4) (d4) of the statutes, 1ehting to
the provision that the board of, pohoe and fire commissioners
may grant veterans preference, )

The peaple of the state of Wiscansin, vepresented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

62.13 (4} (d) of the statutes is amended to read:

62.13 (4) (d) The examination shall be free for all citizens
of the United States over 21 and under 55 years of age, with
proper limitations as to residenece, health, habits and character.
They shall be praetical in their character, and velate to those .
matters which will fairly test the capacity of the candidates for
the positions they seek, and may include tests of manual slkill
and physical strength. The board shall control examinations
and may designate and change examiners, who may or may not
be otherwise in the official service of the city, and whose compen-
sation shall be fixed by the board and paid by the city. In the
case of veleruns, olher condilions Deing equal, @ preference shall
be gwen wn favor of veterams of any of the wars of the United
States. Preference is defined to mean that whenever an honor-
ably discharged veteran competes wn gy examination he shall
be accorded 5 points, gnd if such veleran has o disability which
is directly or indirectly traceable to war service, he shall be ac-
