CHAPTER 371.

AN ACT to amend 4047 (5) of the statutes, relating to non-

resident high sehool trition.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and

assembly, do enact as follows:

40.47 . {B) of the statutes (as amended by chapter 570, laws
of 1943) is amended to read: :

40.47 (5) (@) The tuition for any given year for nonresi-
dent pupils who have pursued high school work “shall be de-
termined as follows: From the sum total of money expended by
the school distriet in operating and maintaining the high school,
ineluding an item for building and equnipment costs equal to 2
per cent of the original expenditures by the distriets for build-
ings and equipment thereof as certified by the state superintend-
ent of public Instruetion, such eharge not to apply for a greater
period of time than 50 years in tlie ease of a new building or for
the unexpired portion of 50 years of life of an old building, ex-
-eluding land costs, and nol to exceed 30 cents per week per
puptl, there shall be subtracted an amount equal to the sum of the
state and federal aids, the cost of transportation and money ex-
" pended for the payment of principal and interest of honded in-
debtedness or other building leans, and the difference so deter-
mined shall be divided by -the average daily attendance for the
given year, but in no case shall the amount of the claim per
week exceed the differencc between fhe amount of state aid
per week and $3 per week, exeept that for the duration of the
present war between the United States and her enemies and for
one full school year thereafter the amount of the claim per
week shall not exceed the difference hetween the amount of state
aid per week and §4 per week, :

(b) Before * * % Awgust 15 in each year the school clerk
shall file with the clexk of each mumicipality from which any
tuition pupil was- admitted, exeept pupils defined by section
40.21 (2} and (2a), the elaim for whieh indigent pupils shall
be filed as provided for nnder those subsections, a sworn state-
ment of elaim against the municipality setting forth the residence,
nanie, age, date of entrance and the number of weeks’ attendance,
during the preceding school year, of each person admitfed from
such municipality, the average daily aftendanece of the high
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school for the year, the statement of the cost of operation and
maintenance of the high school as computed in aceordanee with
the provisions of this secfion, the amount of tuition which the
district is entitled to for cach pupil, and the aggregate stun for
tuition due’ the distriet from the municipality., This state-
ment shall be rendered on a form pr eseribed by the state supeb
intendent of public instruction. '
(¢) The school district elerk shall file cerfified eopies of all
tuition hills with the state superintendent of publie’ instruction
before * * *  August 15 of each year, '

CHAPTER 372.

AN ACT to amend 181.03.and 181.04 (1) of the statutes, re-
lating to title to property after dissolution of a eorporation.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, repr eseazted in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows: '

Sperton 1. 18108 of the statutes is amended to vead:

181.03 Any corporation may dissolve by the adeption of a
written resolution to that effect, at a meeting of -its members
catled for that purpose, by a vote of two-thirds of the stock,
entitled to vote, in the ease of stock corporations, and of one-half
the members in other ecorporations; but when a mode of dissolu-
tion shall have been provided in the articles of organization, it
shall be conducted aceordingly. No corporation owning or operat-
ing a publie utility shall be disselved, except nupon consent of the
public serviee commission to be issued only after hearing by the
commission, on at least 30 days’ notice given to each munici-
pality in which such ntility is operated, and an opportunity to'
be heard is furnished to all such municipalities and stockholders.
in sueh eorporation. Duplicate eopies of sueh resolution, with
a gertificate thereto affixed, signed by the president and secretary,
. or the ecorresponding officers, and sealed with the corporate seal,
stating the fact and date of the adoption of such reselution ; that
such is a true copy of the original, the whole number of shares
of stoek, and of members of such corporation, and the number of
members who, or of the shares of stock whose owners, voted for
