AN ACT to repeal and recreate 84.13 of the statutes, relating to 
tJle acquisition of toll hl'idg'es for the purpose of making' them 
free bridges. 

'1!he people of the state of lVisconslin, 'represented in senate a·ncl 
(lsse-Inbly, do enact as follows: 

84.13 of the statutes is repealed 1-md recreated to read: 
84.13 PURCHASE OF TOLL J;lRJDGES. Any toll bridge eligible to 

be reconstructed as a free bridge under thc provisions of section 
84.11 or 84.12, may be purchased Ul1cler such section and made a 
£ree bridge, and the procedure in such oasc, so far as applicable, 
shall be -the same as for thc construction or reeollstrnction of 
hridges. If the state highway commission is unable to agree with 
the owners of such toll lll'idgc as to purchase price, the said 
ton bridge may be condemned, by exercising the right of 
eminent domain, in the following manner: 

(1) The state 4ighway cOlluuission may petition the public 
service commission to fix a time and place for public hearing 
in the matter of just compensation to be paid for the taking of 
said toll bridge, as provided by section 197.05, and the subse­
quent procedure, so far. as a.pplicable, shall be as provided by 
sections 197.05 to 197.09. 'Ehe ,vord ('municipality" as used in, 
such sections means the state high-way commission in all pro~ 
ceecli'ngs brought under this section. .Any toll bridge so pl1l'~ 
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chased or acquired ma.y be later reconstrncted uucler the pro-' 
visions of this chapter in the ~HlllC ma.ntler as other free bridges 
may be rcconstrnctcc1. 

(2). rhe state highway commission may enter into and con­
summate agreements with the United States for the acquisition 
by the United States and subsequent transfer to this state of 
sneh toll bridge in the mannel' provided by the Act of Congress 
approved August 14, 1937, Public Law No. 286, Chapter 626, 
75th Congress, first session, as snbRcqucntly amended or sup­
plemented from time to time. Any toll bridge so acquired may 
be latcr -reconstructed uncleI' the provisions of this chapter hl 
the same manncr as other free bridges may be reconstructed.

(4) The consent. of the father of a child not born in lawful
