) The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

40.07 (8) of the statutes is amended to read:

- 40, 07 (8} In counties having a population of 500,000 or more,
any school distriet, the boundaries of which are co-extensive with
those of a village, may at any election called and held as pro-
vided in the pertinént provisions of subsections (2), (3), (4),
(4a), (5), (6) and {(7) of this seetion by resolutton, adopted by
a majority of the votes cast in favor thereof, detetning to eleet
" its officers on any date, except Sundays, between the first Tues-
day of April and the second Monday of July, both days inelu-
sive. In the event of such determination such election shall be
© lteld annually thereafter on the date so fixed and until the elee-
tors shall determine otherwise. All of the pertinent provisions
of subsections (2), (8), (4), (4a), (5), (6) and (7} of this
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section shall apply to such eleetions; but if the date of election
is fixed for the first Tuesday of April, the hours of opening and-
closing of the polls, the polling places and the officers of election
shall be the same ag for the village eléction held on said day and
the eleetion officers shall serve without compensation additional
to that provided by the village. The term of office of officers so
elected prior to the second Monday of July shall begin on the
seeond Monday of July following said election. However elec-
tions héld pursuant to the provisions of this subsection shall not
be s*ubgect to the provisions of section 40.07 (da) relating to a
primary election.
