166.08 The distriet attorney shall appear and prosecute all
illegitimaey proceedings including both the preliminary examina-
tion in justice court and the proceedings in-the trial court and
all subsequent proceedings brought to modify the original judg-
ment or agreement. Private counsel in behalf of the ecomplainant
may appear with the distriet attorney, and reasonable attorneys’
fees may be allowed and taxed against the defendant. The dis
frict attorney shall draft all agreements referred to in section
166.07. After the effective date of this amendment in connties
having ¢ population of 500,600 or more ihe corporation counsel
of such county or an assistant corporation counsel shall have all
the powers and perform ¢ll the duties conferred ov dmposed
upon the district attorney by this chapter ex chzsrpe}'J aaed i Hew
of such district atiorney.
