The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows: '
Smerron 1. 61.38 of the statutes is amended to read:

61.38 (o) The whole or any part of any road, street, slip,

pier, lane or alley, in any lawfully incorporated village, may be
discontinued by the board of trustees of such village, npon the
written petition of the owners of all the frontage of the lots and
lands abutting upon the porticn thereof sought to he cdiscon-
tinued, and of the owners of more than one-half of the frontage
of the lots and lands abutting on that portion of the remainder
thereof, which lies within 2,650 fect from the ends of the portion
proposed to be discontinued, or which lies within so much of said
2,650 feet as shall be within the corporale linils of said village.
The beginning and ending of an alley shall be deemed to he
within the bloek in which it is located. _
" (b) Whenever any of the lots or lands aforesaid is owned
by the state, county, city or village, or by a minor or incompetent’
person,.or the title thereof is held in frust, as to all lots and -
lands so owned or held, said petition may be sighed by the gov-
ernor, chairman of the board of supervisors of the county, mayor
of the city, president of the board of trustees of the village,
guardian of the minor or incompetent persen, or the trustee,
respectively, and the signature of any private corporation may be
made by its president, seeretary or other principal officer or man-
aging agent. '

{c) Written notice stating when and where the petition will
be acted upon, and stating what road, street, slip, pier, lane or .
alley, or part thereof, is proposed to be diseontinued, shall be
given by the board of trustees as follows: By posting copies

upon the written petition of the owners of all the frontage of the
jots and lands abutting upen the portion therveof sought to be
discontinued, and of the owners of more than one-third of the
frontage of the lots and lands abutting on that portion of the
remainder thereof, which lies within 2,650 feet from the ends of
the portion proposed to be discontinued, or which lies within so
saech of said 2,650 feet as shall be within the corporate limils of
saad eity.

88.06 (6) {e) Whether the public health or public welfare
will be promoted by the proposed work the board in determining
whether public health and welfare will be promoted shall include
in their consideration whether the cumulatvie effect of such -
drainage over a period of yeavs will lower the water levels of
lakes, or streains, or the sublerranean sources that supply farm
and city water systems ond whether the geneval need for the type
of land thet will be made avaslable for cultivation or other pus-
poses by such draimage 1s sufficiently great to warrant the -pos-
sible lowering of sueh water levels;
