be itemized • * • and file,cl with the clerk, who shall 
d~livel' the same to the comptroller for examination.

villageJ- 0'1' 1:[ there be none'then '~n a newspape?' having a general 
ci"en/ation in the city 01' village, shall be recorded by the clerk 
in a permanent book kept for that purpose, with a statement of ' 
the manne!' of its adoption, and a certified copy thereof shall 
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be filed by said clerk ·with the secretary of state. The secretary 
of state shall keep a separate index of all charter ol'clinances 
and shall on August 1, 1981, issue a cumulative list of all charter 
ordinances filed prior to July 1, 1931, arranged alphabetically 
by city and village and summarizing each ordinance, and annual­
ly thereafter shall issue such a list of charter ordinances filed 
during the 12 months prior to July 1. 

SEOTION 2. 66.01 (3a) of. the statutes is created to read: 
66.01 (3a) Every charter ordinance enacted pursuant to 

section 66.01, which charter ordhiance was adopted by the 
governing body prior to December 31, 1944, a,ndwhich has also 
been published prior to such date in the official newspaper of 
such city or -Village, 01' if there be none in: a newspaper having 

. general circulation therein, shall be valid as of the date of such 
original pUblication notwithstanding thc failure to publish such 
ordinance as provided in section 10.43 (5).
