mission to be applied toward the completion and equipment of
the state office building project in aceordance with the original
design and intent and such incideplal services in conneclion with
the completion of the state office building project as the com-
midssion may deem proper and for the best interest of the state
and for which it may contract with the approval of the governor,

The used portion of this appropriation, together with the used

portion of any subsequent appropriation for the completion and

equipment of said project, shall be amortized to reimburse the
state insurance fund i a period of not to exeeed 20 years, with
simple interest of 3 per cent per annum to begin from dates of

withdrawals, Said amortization ghall begin when the pm]ect 18

completed, oceupied and income-producing.
