for the dnsane at Winnebago. The diagnostic center and its
services shall be administered by the state department of publie
welfare and shall be staffed in its diagnostie services hy profes-
stonally qualified persens appointed from the teaching staff of
" the medical sehool of the university by the dean of the medical
school of the university.
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_(2) The diagnostic center shall be so administered ag to fur-

the husband of a daughtel of the decedent, or any child legally
adopted * # ¥ or any child to whom sneh decedent for not
less than 10 years prior to such transfer stood in the mutually
acknowledged relation of a pavent, provided, however; such re-
lationship began at or before the child’s fifteenth hirthday, and
was eontinunous for satd 10 years thereafter, or any lineal issue
of such adopted or mutually acknowledged child, at the rate of
2 per centum of the clear value of such interest in such property.
The terms lineal issue, lineal ancestor, brother, sister, descendant,
son and daughter shall include such relationship estabhshed
through such legal adoption,
