MENT OF SUBORDINATES. Except as expressly provided by

law, the governor, secretary of state, state fredsurer, attorney-

general, state superintendent, commissioner of insurance, state
fire marshal, direetor of purchases, public service commission,
industrial commission, adjuiant general, grain and warehouse
commission, director of personnel, department of taxation, board
~of tax appeals, commissioners of public lands, state conservation
commission, state supervisor of inspectors, banking commission,
banking review board, free library commission, state chiel en-
gineer, director of agriculture, director of the budget, geological
and natural history survey, state board of health, state highway
commigsion, state planring board, state board of medieal exam-
iners, state board of dental examiners, state board of pharmacy,

Wiseonsin teal estate brokers beoard, state board of, vocational

and adult education, Wisconsin employmment relations board,

commissioner of the motor vehicle department, director of public
welfave, state aerongutics commission, and state athletic com-
mission are each authorized to appoint such deputies, assistants,

SEoTIoN 8. 114.30 to 114.33 of the statutes ave created to read:

114.30 Apmrowavmics Coanossion., (1) MEMBRERSHIP..
There is hereby created a state aevonantics commission consisting
of 5 members to be appointed by the governor with the advice and

congent of the senate. The metbers of the said comimission shall
" be men qualified by their knowledge of, cxperience in or interest
in aeronautics. Of the members first appointed, 2 shall serve
for terms ending April 30, 1947 ; 2 for terms ending on Aprﬂ a0,
1949 ; and one for a term ending on April 80, 1951. Successive
members shall be appointed for terms of 6 years each. Members
shall continue to serve until their suceessor is appointed and
qualified.

" The commission shall have general supervision of aeronautics in
the state and promote and foster a sound development of aviation
in this state, promote aviation edueation and training programs;

fmmulate and reecommend and premote reasonable regulations
