tion of it funetions under section 94.665.

94.665 SALE oF AGRICULAURAL L1vE; LIcENSE; PENALTY, (1)

Unless the context requires otherwise:
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(a) ¢ Agricultural Iime’’ for the purposes of this section, in-
cludes and means ground, erushed, or pulverized limestone used
for liming soils, which limestone eontaing all of the finer material
produced in the grinding proeess. Quick lime, hydrated lime,
marl, wood ashes, paper mill sludge, heet sugar factory waste,
mine tailings, lintestone sereenings, gypsum and other industrial
by-products are not included in the definition of ‘‘agvieultural
lime.”’ »

(b) ““‘Person’’ means an individual, firm, assOmatlon, gorpora- -
tiom, or county.

(2) No person shall engage in the business of selling or chstllb-
uting agiijenltural lime in this state.without -first obtaining a
license therefor from the depariment' of agriculture unless he is
engaged in the business of selling or distributing such product
produced by another aheady licensed to do business under this

{3) Application for licenge shall be made upon blanks fur-
nished upon request by the department and shall state the ap-
plicant’s name and business address, the exact location of places

ten notice from the applicant.

(4) Each application shall be accompanied by a fee of $10.

(5) Licenses to engage in the selling or distribution of agrieul-
tural hme shall expne ‘on December 81 next following date of
issue.

(6) {a) Every person engaged in the business1 of -selling or
digtributing agrienltural lime, shall furnish each purchaser on
final delivery of a lot or order of agricultural lime a writien state-
ment showing total amount delivered in tons and the grade there-
of as defined in paragraph (b).

cent passes a standard 60 mesh sieve or at least 20 per cent passes

“a standard 100 mesh sieve and has a minimum neutralizing vale

of 80 per cent and gives a figure equal to or in eXcess of 0.72
when the percentage ncutralizing value expressed decimally is
multiplied by the percentage, expressed decimally, passing an 8
mesh sieve. ‘‘Substandard grade agricultural lime’’ designates
a product which does not meet the minimum specifications of

ing value means.the percentage calcmm carbonate equivalent
expressed on the oven dry Dasis. Tn addition to the grade des-
ignation, the actual sereen analysis and neutrahzmg value may
be given. Any misleading répresentation on the written state-
meént of gnarantee is nnlawful,
