_on the Qreat Lakes, Of those members initially appointed the

terms of 2 shall expire July 1, 1947 and 2'on July 1, 1949,
Thereafter all membezs shall be appointéd for terms of 4 years,
(2) DUTIES. It shall be the duty of the commission to in-
vestigate the. project of connecting the Great Tiakes with the
Atlantie Ocean by means of the Welland Canal, and the Saint
Lawrence River, to urge npon Congress the enactment of suit-
able legislation to enable the development of such waterway, the
commission to work in eonjunciion with similar commissions ap-
pointed by other states and with other inferested groups and
agencies in. the promotion of sueh project. The ecommission shall
report annually to the governor and biennially to the legislature
and shall make such other reports as the governor may require,
