a paid fire department shall have a firemen '8 pension fund. 
There shall'bc paid into svch fund the following: ReceiptB from 
taxation of £1'e insurance companies or agents; 3% pel'cent of t,he 
salary of each member of the department; fines imposed on 
members for violation of department rules; deductions from 
salaries for time lost on account of sickness; rewards in moneys; 
fees, gifts or emoluments that may be paid 'or given for or on 
account of any service of the department. or any member thereof, 
except when allowed to be retained by said member by resolution 
of the board of trustees of said fund, oi- given to endow a medal 
or other permanent competitive award; and earning's upon the 
deposit, loan 01' "investment of said .fund. 

SEOTION 2. 62.13 (10) (f) of the statutes is amended ,to read: 
62.13 (10) (f) Eaeh city of the fourth class shall instal! a 

pension system for full-time firemen pursuant to thi~ sub­

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and thereupon such fireman shall be credited, as of the effective 
date with such prior service credits, if "any, as would normally 
have been credite,d to him.
