AN ACT to create 20.41 (20) of the statut.es, relat.ing to an in­
vestigation of 'the underground wate!' resources of the state and 
the present use and depletion of the same, and -making an ap~ 
pl'opriatioll. 

lIke people of the state of lY~'sconsin, 1'cp'resented in -senate and 
assmnbly, do enact as follows: 

20.41 (20) of the statutes is created to read: 
20.41 (20) UNDERGROUND WATER RESOURCES. 

There is appropriated on July 1, 1945, $10,000, and annually 
beginning July 1, 1946, $15,000 as a nonlapsible appropriation 
for the PUl'POSC of investigating the underground ,vater re­
sources of the s,~ate, c1etCl'lllining the prese:nt nse and depletion 
tlH~l'eof and recommending to the legislature such action as may 
be deemed necessary to' conserve these underground water sup-, 
plies as a public resourCe. The funds made available by this 
appropriation may be expended for the employment of technical 
personnel, travel, purchase of equipment, publication of findings 
and in any way necessary to carry out the, purpose of this sub­
section. The university is authorized to co-operate with the 
appropriate agenCies of tho federal government in conducting 
such st,utly. All divisions, officials and employes of state and 
local government, as well as private agencies, are requested to 
co-operate with the university in this investigation by making 
available pertinent information and data 1;0- their possession,'

ThepeolJle of the state of .Wiseonsin, "ep"esented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows:
