20.41 (20} of the statutes is created to read: ‘
20.41 (20) UNDERGROUND WATER RESOURCES.

There is appropriated om July 1, 1945, $10,000, and annually
beginning July 1, 1946, $15,000 as a nonlapsible appropriation
for the purpose of investigating the underground water re-
sources of the state, determining the present use and depletion
thereof and recommending to the legislature such action as may
. be deemed neeessary to conserve these underground water sup-.
plies ag a public resouree. The funds made available by this
appropriation may be expended for the employment of technical
personnel, travel, purchase of equipment, publication of findings
and in any way necessary to earry out the purpose of this sub-
seetion, The university is authorized to co-operate with the
appropriate agencies of the federal government in conducting
sueh study. All divisions, officials and employes of state and
local government, as well as private agenecies, are requested to
co-operate with the university in this 1nvestlgatlon by makmg
available pertinent information and data in their possession.

AN ACT fo'repeal and reereate 180.32 (2), (3) (a) and (e), (7)
and to ereate 180.82 (3) (d) of the statutes, rclating to hospi-
tal service eorporations, -

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, 1‘epv'esented i senate end

- assembly, do enact as follows:

Smorrow 1. 180.32 (2) and (3) (a) and {c} of the statutes are
repealed and reereated to read:
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180.32 (2) (a) Nonprofit corporations, that is corporations

formed without capital stock, operated not for prefit and exdlu-
gively for the purposes in this section set forth, and which declare
no dividend, benefit or peguniary profit, to be paid to or received
by any of their members, directors or officers, may be organized,
mder this seetion for fhe purpose of establishing, maintaining
and operating service ‘plans, whereby hodpital services may be
provided to persons or groups of persons, subseribers to such
plans, and their respeetive dependents, by hospitals with which
guch corporations may make a contract therefor, !

{(b) 8uch coniracts shall be with participating hospitals or
with serviece hospitals, hereinafter defined. ‘Whenever their
boards of directors may order, such corporations may pay other
ltogpitals, in Wisconsin or elsewhere, with which they may not
.. have contractual relations, for services to a subseriber or his
dependents, sueh amounts and under the terms, Gonditions and
regulations as the said boards may preseribe.

(e) ‘The boards of directors shall have eontrol of all of the
management and business of such eorporations, and they may do

all things necessary, proper or incidental to the exercise »of the

' powels granted to such corporations in thig section.

(d) Such hospitals shall be participating hospitals or serviee
hospitals. The term ‘‘participating hospital,”’ as used in this
section, is defined to mean a voluntary nonprofit hospital, ae-
ceptable to the corporation, and acceptéd by aetion of its hoard
of directors, which may contract with the corporation undér the
terms, conditions,, provisions and regulitions ag the board of

directors may preseribe, qualifying it to designate members of .

the . corporation as hereinafter provided. The term ‘‘service
hospital,’”’ as used in this section, is defined to mean a voluntary
nonprofit hospital, or a hospital owned, operated and maintained
by -the state or any politieal subdivision thereof, acceptable to
the corporation and accepted by action of its board of directors,
which may contract with it under the terms, conditions,. pro-
visions and regulations that the board of directors may pre-

seribe, but which will grant no vight to such service hospital to

designﬂte members-of the corporation ag aforesaid. The term

“subscriber,”’ as used herein, is defined to mean any person
to whom the corporation shall issue a service contract, entitling
such person or his depencents to hospital services as provided
therein. ' '
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{e) Sueh hospital service corpovations may eunter infe con-
traets with the state medical socioty of Wiseonsin or with county
medical socicties of this state, operating plans uncder chapter

148, or with medieal or surgical indemnity corperations licensed

to transact business in this state, to act as enrolling and blllhng
agent to such extent as may be agreed.

(3) (a) That the members of the corporation shall be: 1,
Three non-medical persons, excepting medical administrators,
designated by each participating hospital, at least 2 of whom

shal! be directors or be active in the operation of such par- -
ticipating hospital; and 2. A number of persons equal. to’

the numwber of participating hospitals, each of whom shall be
a physieian and surgeon and shall be appointed by the med-
ical staff of the hospital from its own members, In case there

should be no such staff, or in cage of the failure of the staff .

$0 to appoint, then such appointment shall be made by the
governing board of the hospital, but in either easc the physicians
and surgeons so appointed shall be approved by the state medieal

society of Wiseonsin. The members shdll be appointed anniwally -

for terms of one year cach and shall be such members until their
suecessors are appointed and qualified and vacancies shall be
filled by the same method of appointment for unexpired terms,

{¢) That all eontracts bétween such corporations and a sub- |

seriber shall provide for hospital services only and shall not
embrace -medical services. Such contract shall not be interpreted
to place mpen the subscriber the obligation .of -choosing for
hospital services any partienlay participating or service hospital
among the contracting hospitals, or give the corporation the
right to designate or require the choiee of any partieular. par-
ticipating or servige hospital.
