CHAPTER 561. 

AN ACT to create 47.02 (4), (5), (6), and (7) of the statutes, 
relating to the' education of handicapped children. 

The peol,le of the state of W weonsin, ,-ep,-esented in senate and 
assembly, do enad as follows: 
47.02 (4), (5), (6) and (7) of the statutes are created,to read: 
47.02 (4) The state superintendent lllay arrang'e for voea-
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tional or trade training for any enrolled pupil qualified to pursue 
such training advantag'eol1sly ill either the state school .:for the 
deaf or the state school for the blin~1, with the high school or the 
vocational school or a private business establishment in the cities 
of Janesville· or Delavan. 'l'he high school and the vocational 
school shall be paid the reg'ular tuition for full-time attendance 
and_'an apportionate rate for part-time attendance. The tuition 
for said trade or vocational training shall be paid for .out of the - . , 
funds appropriated for the operation of the state school for the 
deaf and the statc school for the blind in section 20.21 (9a). 

(5) The state superintendent may arrange for Qtolog'ical 01' 

ophthalmic examination of any pupil or prospective pupil of the 
state school for the deaf or the state school for the bliue1 and said 
examination shall be paid for out of funds appropriated for the 
operation of said schools. 

(6) The state superintendent may make application to the 
board of regents of the university for the admission to the Wis­
consin g'eneral hospital of any pupil enrolled in either the Wis­
consin school for the deaf or the Wisconsin school for the blind. 
Said application shall be accompanied by a'report of a physician 
appointed by the superintendent of the school in the same form 
as reports of other physicians for admission of patients to said 
hospitals. 

(7) The net cost of such treatment s!iall be at the same rate 
charged the county for county patients, and shall be chargeable 
olle~half to the appropriation for operation of the school, from 
which the said patient is sent, and one-half to the state. The 
state superintendent may likewise al1thol'ize the payment of ex­
penses incidental to tlie transportation of patients to and from 
said hospital. Payments for the treatment of such patients are 
to be made by the state superintendent to the regents of the 
linivcrsity,· for such portion as is chargeable to the oporation. 
fund of the school, and such portion as is chargeable to the state 
shall be certified and paid as provided in section 142.08 (1). 
Any funds collected by the superintendents of the schools from 
parents or guardians on account of the hospitalization of children 
shall be deposited in the gene,;al fund of the state.
