AN AQT to create 20.18 (5a) and 49.26 (8) of the statutes, re-
lating te old-age assistance and to matters after death of re-
cipients of such assistance, and making an appropria’_cion._

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assemdbly, do enact as follows: .

Sperion 1. 49.26 (8) of the statutes is created to read:
49.26 (8) (a) When a person receiving such assistance shall
die not having cashed his old-age assistance checks issued im-
mediately prior to death, the director or employe of the pension
department shall have authority to do so upon being appointed
special administrator for the sole purpose fo dishurse the pro-
eceds of such checks without bond as herein pr ovided upon order
of the county eourt of his county: Such money shall be used to
pay for expenses incmrred by such- old-age recipient for his
room, board, lodging, ecare, medical service, nursing home care,
hospitalization or necessities during the period for which such
checls were issued. All persons having such claims shall file
same, upon the usual claim form, with sueh ecounty ecourt within
2 months of the date of the order for the hereinafter provided -
notice of the date or forfeit any claim to the proceeds of such
checks. Such notice shall contain the name of the recipient as
shown on such old-age assistance checks, and reguire all persons
having such claims to file same within 2 months of the date of the
order therefor. Stueh notice may be published once in some news-

paper published or cireculated in such county or be posted in 2~

public places in such county as the court shall direet, within 15
days of the date of such order. From the proceeds of such checks
the cost of such publication, if any, shall first be paid; if the re-
mainder is not sufficient to pay all of the above enumerated
claims then nursing home care shall next be paid and the balance
prorated among the othier claimants. Any such unpaid elaimant
ghall have the right otherwise provided by law to file a elaim for
any tnpaid balance against the estate of such deceased person.
The unclaimed portion of the proceeds of such checks shall be
refunded to such county, except that where there is probate,
general or special administration proceedings pending then such
halance shall be paid. to the administrator or exeeutor. Such

fare, provided such prorated amount is $10 or more, 50 as to
pay the claims in the manuer provided in this seetion.
