AN ACT to create 330.21 (5) of the statutes, relating to Jimita-
tions upon actiong on claimy and causes of action ariging under
federal statutes and regulations.

The ‘people of the state of Wisconsin, repr esefnted in senate rmd
assemdly, do enact as follows:

330.21 (5) of the statute_s I8 created to read:

330.21 (8) Any action brought on a claim or cause of action
which hag arisen or may arise under the provisions of any fedaral
statute or ag a result of orders, rules and regulations preseribed
by authority of federal statute or rights ereated or established
by any sueh statute when no period of limitation has been pre-
seribed by any federal act applicable in either of such ecases,
whether the elaim or cause of aetion be penal or contraetual in
nature, provided that aetions on such claims or causes of action
which on the effective date of this subseetion are in existence and
are more than 2 years old shall be commenced hefore January
1, 1946.
