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be reported by the credit union with which it has consolidatcd, 
and all the rights, franchises and interests of said credit uiIion 
so consolidated in and to any species or property, persqnal and 
mixed, and choses in action thereto belonging, shall.-be deemed to 
be transferred, and the said consolidated credit union shall hold 
and enjoy the same and all rights of property, franchises and 
interest in the same manller and to the same extent as was held 
and enjoyed by the credit union so consolidated therewith; and 
the members or shareholders of such absorbed credit union shall 
WIthout any further act on their part be members and share­
holders of .such consolidated credit union and be subject to all 
rights, lirivileges and duties as'IJl'ovided for in the by-laws of the 
credit union '"hieh has so absorbed their credit union.
