CHAPTER 97.

AN ACT to ameénd 176.62 (2) of the statutes, relating to the
confiscation of intoxicating liquor or fermented malt beverage.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

176.62 (2) of the statutes is amended to read:

176.62 (2) The court, upon the conviction of any person for
owhing, possessing,. keeping, storing, manufacturing, selling,
distributing or transperting intoxicating lignor or fermented
malt beverages in violation of this chapter or chapter 66 or
chapter 139, shall, in case the person convicted be the owner
thereof, order such intoxicating liquor or fermented malt bever-
ages which was seized in connection with suech violation to be
destroyed, ezcept as heretnafter provided, and in such ease, shall
order the personal property” which was seized in connection
with the,viclation to be sold at public avetion, or if a sale is not
practicable, to be destroyed by the state treasurer or his duly
authorized agents. The state treasurer or. suech agent, after
dedueting the expense of keeping the property and the costs of
the sale, shall pay all liens aceording to their priorities, which
are established, by intervention or otherwise, in the proceedings
for conviction as being hona fide and as having been ecreated
without the lienor having notice that stuch property was being
nsed or was to be used in cwneetion with such violation, and
shall pay the balance of the procecds into the state treasury
where said balanee shall be credited to the common school fund.

"~ All such liens against property sold under the provisions of this
subsection shall be transferred from the property to the proceeds
of the sale of the property. No motor vehicle or motor boat -
confiseated pursuant to this section shall be sold within a period
of 30 days after date of seizure. Im the event amy intowicating

168.15 HEvery person who violates any provision of this chap-
ter, sxcept section 168.155 (1), shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and, upon conviection thereof, shall be fined not less
than $5 nor more than $1,000 or be imprisoned in the eounty
jail not less than 30 days nor more than 6 months. '
