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CHAPTER 109.

STATE INSPECTION BUREAT.
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.109.01 State inspection bureau, There is created in the state treasury department,
a state inspection burean, in charge of the state supervisor of inspectors under the general
direction of the state treasurer. [1933 c. 461 5. 3]

109.02 Supervisor, appointment, compensation. The state supervisor of inspectors
shall be appointed by the governor for a term of four years ending on the first day of
May of the fourth year following the beginning of the term. Such supervisor .shall
devote his entire time to the performance of his duties and shall not hold any other public
position or office. Before assuming such office, such supervisor shall take and file the offi-
cial oath and execute and file an official bond in the sum of five thousand dollars, with
sureties as shall be approved by the state treasurer. The state treasurer may require any
other employe of the state inspection bureau to furnish bond in such sum as he may deem
necessary. The premium on all such honds shall be paid from the appropriation to the
state treasurer for the performance of the duties of state inspection burean. [1933 ¢, 461
8.3]

109.03 Powers and duties of state inspection bureau. The state supervisor of in-
spectors and the state inspection bureau shall succeed to all powers and duties imposed
by law, immediately prior to the taking effect of this section, upon the state supervisor
of inspectors of illuminating oils and the oil inspection department, the traffic division of
the highway commission, and the auntomobile license inspectors of the office of the secre-
tary of state. The state inspection hurvean shall also perform such other duties as the
state treasurer may require or as may he prescribed by law. [1933 ¢, 461 s, 3]

109.04 Rules and forms. The state supervisor of inspectors shall have power and
authority to make and enforce such necessary rules and regulations, not inconsistent with
law, as he may deem necessary for the discharge of all the powers and duties of the state
inspection bureau. He shall also have authority to preseribe forms for all applications,
notices and reports required by law to be made to the bureau or which are necessary in
its work. [1933 e. 461 s. 3] .

109.06 Reports. The state treasurer shall include in his biennial report to the gov-
ernor a summary of the activities of the state inspection bureau during the bienninm. He
shall also make such special reports upon any phase of the work of the hurean as may be
called for by the governor, the legislature or either house thereof. [1933 ¢, 461 s, 8]
