11.03 Structural requirements and adaptability to voting system. (1) No voting
machine shall be used in this state unless it be so constructed as to afford every elector a
reasonable opportunity to vote for any person for any office or for or against any proposi-
tion for whom, or for or against whieh he is by law entitled to vote and enable him to do
this in seerecy; and it must be so constructed as to preelude an elector from voting for
any candidate for the same office or upon any question more than once, and from voting
for any person for any office for whom he is not by law entitled to vote.

(2) The machine or machine system may he provided with one lever or device by the
use of which an elector may vote for all candidates of one party, if he so desires, but it
must admit of his voting a split ticket as he may desire. It must also be so constructed
as to register or record each and every vote cast,

(3) For presidential electors one device may be provided for voting for all the ean-
didates of one party at one time by the use of such device, opposite or adjacent to which
shall be a ballot on the machine containing the names of the candidates for president and
vice president of that party, preceded by the party’s name, and a vote registered or
recorded by the use of such device shall be connted for each of the candidates for presi-
dential electors of such party.

(4) The machine must be constructed so that it cannot be tampered with or manipu-
lated for any fraudulent purposes; and the machine must be so locked, arranged or con- °
structed that during the progress of the voting, no person can see or know the number of
votes registered or recorded for any candidate.

11.04 Referendum on use of machines. The common council of any city, the trustees
of any village and the town board of any town may adopt and purchase for use in the
various precinets, any voting machine which complies with the requirements of section
11.03 and none other; provided, however, that no machine shall be adopted or purchased
by any village or town until the question of such adoption and purchase shall have been
submitted to a vote of the people of such village or town at some regular village or town
election, and a majority of the votes cast on such question shall have been in favor of such
adoption and purchase. If it shall be impracticable to supply each and every election dis-
triet with a voting machine or voting machines at any election following the adoption of
sueh machines in any city, village or town as many may be supplied as it is practicable to
procure, and the same shall be used in such precincts of the municipality as the proper
officers may order. The proper officers of any city, village or town may, not later than
sixty days before any eleetion, unite two or more precinets or wards into one election pre-
cinet for the purpose of using therein at such election a voting machine; provided, in case
two or more wards shall be so united, such machine shall be so constructed that it will per-
mit the voters of each ward to vote for any and all candidates nominated for offices in such
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ward, but will prevent such voters from voting for any and all candidates nominated for
offices in all other wards; and a notice of such uniting shall be given in the manner pre-
soribed by law for the change of election districts.

11.06 Methods of using machines. (1) More than one voting machine may be used
in any one polling place, '

(2) Where more than one voting machine shall be used in an election precinet, one ad-
ditional election jnspector may be appointed by the proper authorities for the additional
machine; such additional inspector to be of the party casting the largest vote at the pre-
ceding general election,

(3) At any election or primary, when voting machines are used, the services of bal-
lot clerks shall be dispensed with at such primary and eleetion days in the election districts
where voting machines are used. '

(4) The room in which the election is held shall have a railing separating that part of
the room to be oceupied by the election officers from that part of the room oceupied by the
voting machine or machines, The exterior of the voting machine and every part of the
-polling place shall be in plain view of the inspectors. The machine shall be so placed
that no person on the opposite side of the railing can see or determine how the voter casts
his vote, and that no person can so see or determine from the outside of the room. After
the opening of the polls the inspectors shall not allow any person to pass within the rajl.
ing to that part of the room where the machine is situated, except for the purpose of vot-
ing and except as provided in section 11.08; and they shall permit only one voter at a
time for each machine to be in such part of the room. They shall not themselves remain
or permit any person to remain in any position that would permit him or them to see or
ascertain how the voter votes or how he has voted.

(6) Each voter shall-be allowed a reasonable time in which to vote, such time to be
determined by a majority of the inspectors in the booth, having regard to the size of the
ballot and the number of voters in line ready to vote, but in no case shall such time be less
than one minute. If a voter refuses to leave the voting machine after being notified by
one of the inspectors that such time hag expired, he shall at once be removed by the in-
spectors, T oo

11,08 General election laws applicable where machines are used. All the provi-
slons of chapter 6 relating to general elections and all statutes deelaring misconduet at or
in relation to elections to be crimes or the grounds or occasions of forfeiture, shall, as
far as consistent with the provisions of this chapter, be applicable to elections at which
voting machines are used.

11.09 Ballots for machine; samples, ete. (1) Ballots shall be provided by the re-
spective city and county clerks, except that in ecities having more than one hundred thou-
sand inhabitants ballots shall be provided by the board of eleetion commissioners, for all
the candidates to be voted for at an, election and of suitable size to fit the space provided
for that purpose on or in the machine, and each shall be placed on or in the machine ad-
jacent to or on the registering or recording device therefor, -

(2) The ballots shall be placed on or in the machine in the order of arrangement pro-
vided by section 6.23 of the statutes, except that they may be vertical or horizontal rows.
Ballots for all questions must be provided in the same manner and must be arranged on
or in the machine in the places provided for such purpose.-

(3) The officers charged with the duty of providing ballots for any pollmg place, shall
provide therefor two sample ballots which shall be exact copies of the official ballots which
are caused to be printed by them; said sample ballots shall be arranged in the form of a
diagram showing the front of the voting machine as it will appear after the hallots are
arranged thereon for voting on election day. Such sample hallots shall be posted by the
inspectors of the precinet, near the entrance of the eleetion booth and shall there bhe open
to publie inspection during the whole of election day.

(4) In all cities having more than one hundred thousand inhabitants using voting ma-
chines, the officer or board charged with the duty of providing hallots shall, and in all
other cities using voting machines he may, not less than ten days before each election,
provide for each election precinet in whieh such machine is to be used at least one-half
as many sample ballots as the number of votes cast in such precinet at the last preceding
general election; said sample hallots to be in the form of a reduced size diagram showing
the face of the machine and the names of the candidates, parties and questions thereon, to-
gether with such instructions to voters as are required by law. TFifty per cent of such
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sample ballots shall be on hand at the office of the city clerk or of the board of election
commissioners for distribution to such voters as shall eall therefor, and fifty per eent shall
be delivered to the inspectors of election for distribution to such voters as shall call there-
for on the last day of registration and on election, .

(5) All ballots shall be published as now provided by law. The ballots for the ma-
chines, and also sample ballots, shall be furnished the inspectors at least one day before
the election.

(6) The officers charged with the duty of providing ballots shall provide for each
election precinet in which a voting machine is to be used, return sheets, certificates, and
other printed matter necessary for the proper conduct of the election and making up the
returns thereof, according to the type of voting machine to be used therein.

11.10 Custodians; preparation of machines; instructions; certificate of proficiency.
(1) The board of election commissioners in cities having more than one hundred thousand
inhabitants, the common council of every other city, board of trustees of every village,
and the town board of every town in which a voting machine is to be used, shall cause the
proper ballot to be put on each machine corresponding with the sample ballots herein pro-
vided for, and the machines in every way put in order, set, and adjusted, ready for use in
voting when delivered at the precinct; and for the purpose of so labeling the machine,
putting in order, setting and adjusting the same, they may employ one or more competent

persons who shall be known as the voting machine custodians, who shall be paid for the

time spéant in the discharge of their duties, in the same manner as the inspectors of election
are paid, .

(2) . The said custodians shall, under the divection of such hoard of election commission-
ers or common couneil, village trustees or town board, cause the machine to be so labeled,
in order, set and adjusted, and to be delivered at the voting precinet together with all
necessary furniture and appliances that go with the same in the rooms where the election
is to be held, at least one hour before the time set for opening the polls on election day.

(3) In preparing a voting machine for an election, the custodian shall, according to

the divections furnished, arrange the machine and the ballot therefor so that they will in .

every particular meet the requirements for voting and eounting at such election in the
manner provided for by the construetion of such machine,

(4) When a voting machine shall have heen properly prepared for the election and
delivered at the election precinet, it shall be locked and sealed against any movement, and
the officers, common council, village trustees or town board shall provide proper protec-
tion to prevent its being tampered with; and the eustodian or custodiang preparing such
machine shall deliver the keys thereof to the elerk of the city, village or town in which the:
machine is to be used, together with a written report of the condition of the machine.

(5) Before an election at which a voting machine is to be used, the said custodian

_shall instruet each election officer that is to serve in an election distriet in which the ma-~
chine is to be used, in the use of the machine and the duties of election officers in connee--
tion with it, and shall give to each election officer that has received such instruetion and isi
fully qualified to properly conduct the election with the machine under the conditions that
will exist. thereat a certificate to that effect, For the purpose of giving such instruction:
the custodian shall eall such meeting or meetings off the election officers as shall be neces-
sary.

1111 School of instruction of election officers, (1) The election board of each
election distriet in which a voting machine is to be used, shall, before each election at which
they are to serve, attend such meeting or meetings as shall be called by the custodian of’
the machine, for the purpose of receiving such instruction concerning their duties as shalll
be necessary for the proper conducting of the election with the machine. Hach election:
officer that shall qualify and serve in the eleetion shall be paid the sum of one dollar for
the time spent in receiving such instruction, in the same manner and at the same time as:
he is paid for his services on election day. In no case, however, shall he receive any pay-
ment for receiving such instruction unless he thoroughly understands the machine, and is:
fully qualified to properly perform his duties in eonnection with its use and has received a:
certificate to that effect from the custodian of the machine.

(2) The members of the election board of each election precinet in which a voting:
machine is to be used shall meet at the polling place therein at least fifteen minutes before
the time set for the opening of the polls at the election, and shall arrange the voting ma-
chine and furniture therein for the proper conduct of the election.

(3) They shall also, before the opening of the polls, compare the ballot labels on the:
machine with the sample ballots furnished, and see that the names, numbers and letters:

thereon agree. They shall also examine the seal upon the voting machine, to see that it

has not been broken, and shall examine every counter therein to see that each registers.
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000, TIf any counter in the voting machine shall be found not to register 000, a notice of
such fact, stating the designating number of such counter, together with the number reg-
istered thereon, shall be written out and signed by all the members of the election board
and a copy thereof posted in a conspicuous place upon the wall of the polling place,
where it shall remain during the election day.

(4) The members of the election board shall then certify on each of the blanks fur-
nished for that purpose as to the condition of the voting machine and the counters therein,
which blank shall be signed by each member of the board, and after the election one de-
livered with each eopy of the election returns.

11,12 TIrregular ballots; canvass of machine results. (1) In case a voting machine
may be adopted which provides for the registering or recording of votes for candidates
whose names are not on tlie official ballot, such ballots shall be denominated irregular
ballots. A person whose name appears on a ballot or on or in a machine or machine
system, shall not be voted for, for the same office or on or in any irregular device for
casting an irregular ticket, and any such votes shall not be eounted, exeept for the office
of presidential electors, and any elector may vote in or on such irregular device for one
or more persons nominated by one party with one or more persons nominated by any
‘or all other parties, or for ong or more persons nominated by one or more parties with
one or more persons not in nomination, or he may vote in such irregular device a presi-
dential electorial ticket composed entirely of names of persons not in nomination,

(2) As soon as the polls of the election are closed, the inspectors shall immediately
lock the machine, or remove the recording device so as to provide against voting, and open
the registering or recording compartment in the presence of any person desiring to attend
the same, and shall proceed to ascertain the number of votes cast for each person voted
for at the election, and to canvass, record, announce and return the same as provided
for on the return sheets and certificates furnished. In recording the votes registered on
any counter that before the opening of the polls did not register 000, the inspectors shall
upon the return sheets subtraet the number registered on such counter before the opening
of the polls from the number registered thereon at the close of the polls, and the differ-
ence between such numbers shall be taken as the correct vote for the candidate whose
name is opposite such counter on the voting machine; provided, however, that if the
number registered on such counter at the close of the polls shall be smaller than the
number registered thereon before the opening of the polls, the number one thousand shall
be added to the number registered on such counter at the close of the polls, before such
subtraction shall be made. :

11,13 Returns of machine ballots. The inspeetors as soon as the count is completed
and fully ascertained, shall seal, close, lock the machine, or remove the record so as to pro-
vide against voting or being tampered with, and in case of a machine so sealed or locked,
it shall so remain for a period of at least thirty days, unless opened by order of a court of
competent jurisdietion. When irregular ballots have been voted, the inspectors shall re-
turn them in a properly sealed package indorsed “Irregular Ballots,” and indicating the
preeinet and eounty and file such package with the county elerk. Tt shall be preserved for
six months after such election and may be opened and its contents examined only upon an
order of a court of competent jurisdiction; at the end of such six months, unless ordered
otherwise by the court, such package and its contents shall be destroyed by the county
clerk. All tally sheets taken from such machine, if any, shall be returned in the same
manner.

1114 Experimental use of voting machines. The proper officers anthorized to adopt
voting machines, may provide for the experimental use at an election, in one or more pre-
cinets, of a machine which meets the requirements of section 11.03, without a formal adop-
tion or purchase thereof, and its use at such election shall be as valid for all purposes as if
formally adopted. [1957 ¢. 11]

11.15 Voting machines at primaries. Voting machines may be used at primary
elections, subject to the requirements of section 11.03 of the statutes, and to the fol-
lowing provisions; Kach machine shall be constructed and arranged so that: (1) The
names of all candidates entitled to appear on the ballots at the primarfy shall appear
on the machine; (2) the voter cannot vote for the candidates of more than one party,
whenever the law requires this restriction on the voter; (3) the voter ean seeretly
select the party for which he wishes to vote; (4) the voter ean vote for as many eandidates
for each office as he is lawfully entitled to vote for, but no more.

11.16 Irregular ballots on machines at primaries. No vote on the irregular hallot
device shall be counted for any person for any party, if such person’s name appears on
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the printed ballot labels of that party. To vote for any person as the candidate of any
party when the name of such person does not appear upon the printed. ballot labels of
that party, the voter shall write the name of such person in the proper place in the ir-

regular ballot device, and designate the party for which he desires such person to be the

nominee.

11.17 Voting machine law applicable to its use at primaries. All laws of this state
relating to the use of voting machines at elections, and all penalties preseribed for viola-
tions of such laws shall apply to the use of voting machines at primary elections insofar
as such laws are not in conflict with the provisions of this section. Provided, however,
that any votmg machine used at a primary election, which has been sealed, closed or locked,
as prescribed in section 11.13 of this chapter, may be opened seven days after such seal-
ing, closing or locking.

11.63 Challenge of mail vote. The vote of any absent or sick or disabled voter may
be challenged for cause and the inspectors of election shall have all the power and au-
thority given by law to hear and determine the legality of such ballot as if the ballot were
cast by the voter in person.

11.64 Death of voter. Whenever it shall he made to appear by due proof to the
inspectors of election that any elector, who has marked and forwarded his ballot as pro-
vided in sections 11.54 to 11.68, inclusive, of the statutes, has died, then the ballot of such
deceased voter shall be returned by the inspeetors of election with defective ballots to the ofli-
cial issuing it, but the casting of the ballot of a deceased voter shall not invalidate the election.

11.66 Election laws applicable. All the provisions of the election laws now in
force and not inconsistent with the provisions of seetions 11.54 to 11.68, inclusive, of the
statutes, shall apply with full force and effect to all counties, cities, villages and towns in
which voting machines are used, relative to the furnishing of ballot boxes; the printing and
furnishing of official ballots in such number as the eounty, city, village or town clerk, as
the case may be, may deem necessary; and the canvassing of the ballots and making the
proper return of the result of the election. The absent or sick or disabled voter's ballot shall
be counted and returned separately, with the returns of the ballots cast on the voting machine.

11.66 In cities of first class, In cities of the first class, application for hallots shall be
made to the secretary of the board of election commissioners who shall perform all the duties
required of city clerks by the provisions of sections 11.54 to 11.65, inclusive, of the statutes.

11.67 Penalties for violations. If any person shall wilfully swear falsely to any
such affidavit he shall be guilty of perjury and shall upon conviction thereof be punished
as in such cases by law provided. If any person who, having procured an official ballot
or ballots as heretofore provided, shall wilfully negleet or refuse to cast or return same in
the manner heretofore provided, or shall wilfully violate any provision of sections 11.54
to 11.67, inelusive, of the statutes, he shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall upon con-
vietion thereof be punished by a fine of not to exceed one hundred dollars, or by imprison-
ment in the county jail not to exceed thirty days. If any county, eity, village or town
clerk or any election officer shall refuse or neglect to perform any of the duties preseribed
by said sections, or shall violate any of the provisions thereof, he shall upon convietion he
punished by a fine of not less than one hundred dollars nor more than one thousand dol-
lars, or by imprisonment in the county jail not to exceed ninety days.

11.90 Electors in armed forces; adjustments in laws to facilitate voting in 1945,
1946 and 1947 elections, (1) LEGISLATIVE PURPOSE. In recognition of the state’s re-
sponsibility to enact appropriate legislation to facilitate so far as practicable the voting
by its qualified electors who are serving in the armed forces of the United States, at elec-
tions held within the state, the legislature by this enactment makes necessary adjustments
in the absent voting law and in the election statutes to provide adequate time for the
preparation and transmission of ballots to such electors within and without the United
States and for the return of such ballots in due time to be recorded at such elections.
All ecounty and local clerks and all election officials throughout the state are directed to
co-operate to the fullest possible extent in order to effectively carry out the purpose and
intent of this section,
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~ (2) ARMED PORCES, DEFINITION, For the purpose of this section “armed forces of the
United States” includes the army, navy, and merchdant marine of the United States; and
the American Red Cross, the Society of Friends, and the United Serviee Organizations,
outside the United States, attached to and serving with the army, navy or merchant
marine of the United States.

(3) ArpricaTION OF SECTION. This section applies only to citizens of this state who
are absent from their respective voting residences because of service in the armed forces
of the United States and applies only to special elections in 1945 and all elections held in
1946 and 1947,

(4) BLECTION LAWS TO GOVERN EXCEPT AS MODIFIED, Kxcept as modified by this see-
tion, the provisions of sections 11.54 to 11.68, chapters 5 and 8, and other statutes relating
to elections shall so far as applicable apply to voting under this section.

(56) LOCAL REGISTER OF ELECTORS IN ARMED FORCES. The clerk of each city, village
and town shall from the information furnished him compile and maintain an up-to-date
list or register of electors therein who are serving in the armed forces. Such register
shall contain the name of the elector and his latest-known residence and mail-addresses. It
shall include all such electors who will become 21 years of age on or before the election
day, with a notation as to any who will reach that age after the primary election, if any,
but on or prior to the succeeding election. The clerk shall make a diligent effort to make
such register complete and up to date and to that end he may request the assistance of
newspapers and citizens generally and may invite parents, wives or hushands, relatives
and friends of such absent members of the armed forees to furnish their names and
latest addresses. Such clerk shall exercise reasonable care to avoid duplication of names
and to avoid including any person who is for any reason not qualified to vote at such
election. He shall distribute to each polling place in his municipality 2 copies of such
register for each respective voting distriet for use on election day.

(6) Mamang orF BALLOTS. The loeal clerk shall, as promptly as possible, mail an
official ballot or ballots if more than one are to be voted at the election, as provided in
sections 11.57 and 11.58, to every absent member of the armed forces whose name appears
on the register. The return envelope shall he substantially in the form prescribed by
section 11.58 except that the affidavit thereon shall also contain the date of birth of the
absent voter and shall state that the voter has not returned another ballot to any voting
precinet. Such ballots shall be mailed, postage prepaid, to the address shown on the reg-
ister as the latest known address, and shall be mailed by air mail when the destination is
more than 500 miles. Priority in mailing shall be given first, to ballots to be sent outside
the United States, then to ballots to be sent 500 or more miles within the United States,
then to all other hallots. If, after a hallot has been mailed to an abhsent member of the
armed forees, the clerk is advised as to a new address, he may mail another to such per-
son at the new address, marking it in such manner as to indicate that it is a duplicate and
to prevent more than one ballot heing counted. No registration other than that specified
in subseetion (5) and no request for a ballot shall be required to entitle an ahsent mem-
ber of the armed forces to vote the ballot mailed to him. If the federal authorities re-
quire or recommend any type of mail service for mailing bhallots which is different than
that provided in this subseetion, the seeretary of state shall notify the city, village and
town clerks as to such changes and specify the method or methods of mail serviee required
or recommended.

(7) Form or BALLOT. The hallots used under this section shall conform to the
requirements in sections 11.54 to 11.68 and chapters 5 and 6 exeept that if a modification
of the size of hallot or envelope or weight of paper is necessary to conform to mailing
requirements of the federal authorities, the secretary of state shall notify the respective
county clerks specifying the changes, and the clerks shall cause such modifieations to he
made. No envelope, return envelope or explanatory note shall contain the name of any
person who is a candidate at the election to which the inclosed hallot pertains,

(8) BALLOTING INSTRUCTIONS INCLOSED. An explanatory note shall be inelosed with
each ballot giving instructions as to the marking of the hallot and the return thereof, and
any other pertinent information. The form of such explanatory note shall be preseribed
_ by the secretary of state. Supplemental instructions as to local elections shall be pre-
pared by the local clerk,

(9) MARKING AND RETURN OF BALLOT, The hballot shall be marked and returned as
provided by sections 11.54 to 11.68 except that the affidavit on the reverse side of the
return envelope may be executed before a commissioned officer, warrant officer, or non-
commissioned officer not lower in grade than sergeant or its equivalent navy rating.

(9a) Any ballot received by the clerk from a member of the armed forces hetween
the closing hour of the polls on April 3, 1945 and 5 p. m. on April 30, 1945 shall be kept
in the office of the clerk and shall be counted, eanvassed and returned as herein provided.
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Such ballots shall be eanvassed by a special eanvassing committee consisting of the clerk
and 2 citizens appointed by the governing body. The members of the special canvassing
committee shall receive no compensation nnless such is provided by action of the govern-
ing hody. The committee shall meet at the office of the clerk commencing 2 p. m. on May
1, 1945 to count such ballots and shall make return thercof in the manner provided by
law. The canvass of ballots voted on April 3, 1945 for justice of the supreme court, state
superintendent of public instruction and the referendum on constitutional amendments
shall be a preliminary canvass and shall not be complete until a supplementary canvass
of ballots for such office and on such questions is made. The special ecanvassing com-
mittee upon completion of the supplementary canvass shall promptly transmit such
canvass to the county clerk,

The county canvassing hoard shall. promptly complete the canvass by adding the
supplementary canvass to the preliminary canvass and transmit its completed report
without delay to the secretary of state. ‘ .

(10) DmIIVERY AND COUNTING OF BALLOT. Upon receipt of the returned ballot the
clerk shall check the elector’s name with his register to insure that the ballot is from a
voter entitled to vote and that he has not already returned another ballot. Any discrep-
ancy or disqualifying fact appearing shall be noted by the clerk on the envelope. In
other respects the provisions of sections 11.54 to 11.68 as to delivery, deposit, counting,
and challenging of such ballot shall apply, except that in the primary election the failure
to return unused hallots shall not invalidate the marked hallot, which shall be counted. All
ballots received by the clerk before the cloging hour of the polls shall be delivered by him
to the proper polling place. No separate count of ballots of absent members of the armed
forces shall be made or kept.

(11) TIME LIMITATIONS IN ABSENT VOTING LAW SUSPENDED, The limitations of time

for filing or receiving applications under section 11.55 or for the delivery of ballots under
section 11.57 shall not apply to electors ahsent by reason of serving in the armed forces.
Any such elector may in one application request a hallot for the primary eleetion and
the succeeding election, All applications by such electors shall be sent directly to the
clerk of the town, village or city wherein they have a voting residence. All applications
received by the secretary of state or any county clerk shall be promptly forwarded to the
proper local clerk.
