UNIFORM FIDUCIARIES ACT.

112.01 TUniform fiduciaries act,
112,02 Suspension of powers of ﬁducmrles
engaged in war service.

112,01 TUniform fiduciaries act. (1) DrrintrioNs.. In this section unless the con-
text or subject matter otherwise requires:

(a) “Bank” includes any person or association of persons, \\hethm 1n(011)01ated or
not, carrying on the husiness of banking.

(b) “Fiduciary” includes a trustee under any trust, exp1ebsed 1mphed resulting or
constructive, executor, administrator, guardian, conselvatm, curator, receiver, trustee in
bankruptey, assignee for the benefit of ereditors, partner, agent, ofﬁeel of a corporation,
public or private, public officer, or any other person acting in a fiduciary capacity for any
person, trust or estate.

(e) “Person” includes a corporation, pmtnelshlp, or other assoemtlon, or two oI more
persons having a joint or eomirion interest.

(d) “Principal” includes any person to ivhom a fiduciary as such owes an obligation.

(2) DeminiTron. A thing is done “in good faith” within the meaning of this section,
when it is in fact done honestly, whether it be done negligently or not.

(3) APPLICATION ‘OF PAYMENTS MADE 70 FIDUCIARIES. A person who in good faith
pays or transfers to a fidueiary any money or other property which the fiduciary as such
is authorized to receive, is not responsible for the proper application thereof by the fidu-
ciary; and any right or title acquired from the fiduciary in consideration of such payment
or transfer is not invalid in consequence of a misapplication by the fiduciary.

(4) REGISTRATION OF TRANSFER OF SECURITIES HELD BY FIDUCIARIES., If a fiduciary in
whose name are registered any shares of stock, honds or other securities of any corpora-
tion, public or private, or company or other assocxatmn, or of any trust, transfers the
same, such corporation or company or other association, or any of the managers of the
trust, or its or their transfer agent, is not bound to inquire whether the fiduciary is com-
mitting a breach of his obligation as fiduciary in making the transfer, or to see to the per-
formance of the fiduciary obligation, and is liable for registering sueh fransfer only where
registration of the transfer is made with actual knowledge that the fidueiary is commit-
ting a breach of his obligation as fiduciary in making the transfer, or with knowledge of
such facts that the action in registering the transfer amounts to bad faith.

(5) TRANSFER OF NEGOTIABLE INSTRUMENT BY FIDUCIARY, If any negotiable instru-
ment payable or indorsed to a fidueiary as such is indorsed by the fidueiary, or if any
negotiable instrument payable or indorsed to his prineipal is indorsed by a fidueiary em-
powered to indorse such instrument on behalf of his principal, the indorsee is not hound
to inquire whether the ﬁduelauy is committing a hreach of his obligation as fiduciary in
md01smg or delivering the instrument, and is not chargeable with notlce that the fiduciary
is committing a breach of his obhgatlon as fiduciary, unless he takes the instrument with
actual knowledge of such breach or with knowledge of such facts that his action in taking
the instrument amounts to had faith. If, however, such instrument is transferred by the
fiduciary in payment of or as seeunty f01 a personal debt of the fiduciary to the actual
knowledge of the ereditor, or is transferred in any transaction known by the transferee
to be for the personal beneﬁt of the fiduciary, the creditor or other transferee is liable to
the prineipal if the fiduciary in fact commifs a hreach of his obligation as fiduciary in
transferring the instrument.

(6) CHECK DRAWN BY FIDUCTARY PAYABLE TO THIRD PERSON. If a check or other bill
of exchange is drawn by a fiduciary as such, or in the name of his principal by a fidueiary
empowered to draw such instrument in the name of his pringipal, the payee is not hound
to inquire whether the fiduciary is committing a breach of his obligation as fiduciary in
dlawmg or delivering the instrument, and is not chargeable with uotlce that the fiduciary
is committing a breach of his obhgatlon as fiduciary unless he takes the instrument with
actual knowledge of such hreach, or with knowledge of such facts that his action in taking
the instrument amounts to bad faith. If, howevel such instrument is payable to a per-
sonal creditor of the fidueiary and deliveled to the creditor in payment of or as security
for a personal debt of the fiduciary to the actual knowledge of the ereditor, or is drawn and
dehve1ed in any transaction known by the payee to he for the personal beneﬁt of the fidu-
ciary, the creditor or other payee is liable to the prineipal if the fiduciary in fact commits
a breach of his obligation as fiduciary in drawing or delivering the instrument,
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(7) CHECK DRAWN BY AND PAYABLE T0O FIDUCIARY. If a check or other bill of exchange
is drawn by a fiduciary as such, or in the name of his principal by a fiduciary empowered
to draw such instrument in the name of his prineipal, payvable to the fiduciary personally,
or payable to a third person, and by him transferred to the fiduciary, and is thereafter
transferred by the fiduciary, whether in payment of a personal debt of the fidueiary or
otherwise, the transferee is not bound to inquire whether the fiduciary is committing a
hreach of his obligation as fiduciary in transferring the instrument, and is not chargeable
with notice that the fiduciary is committing a hreach of his obligation as fiduciary, unless
he takes the instrument with actual knowledge of such breach, or with knowledge of such
facts that his action in taking the instrument amounts to bad faith.

(8) DzPosIT IN NAME OF FIDUCIARY A8 SUCH. If a deposit is made in a bank to the
credit of a fiduciary as such, the bank is authorized to pay the amount of the deposit or
any part thereof upon the check of the fiduciary, signed with the name in which such de-
posit is entered, without being liable to the principal, unless the bank pays the check with
actual knowledge that the fiduciary is ecommitting a breach of his obligation as fiduciary
in drawing the check, or with knowledge of such facts that its action in paying the check
amounts to bad faith., If, however, such a check is payable to the drawee bank, and is
delivered to it in payment of or as security for a personal debt of the fiduciary to it, the
hank is liable to the principal if the fidueiary in fact commits a breach of his obligation as
fiduciary in drawing or delivering the check.

(9) DrposIT IN NAME OF PRINCIPAL. If a check is drawn upon the aceount of his
principal in a hank by a fiduciary, who is empowered to draw checks upon his prinecipal’s
account, the hank is authorized to pay such check without being liable to the prineipal,
unless the bank pays the check with actual knowledge that the fiduciary is committing a
breach of his obligation as fiduciary in dvawing such check, or with knowledge of such
facts that its action in paying the check amounts to bad faith. If, however, such a check
is payable to the drawee bank and is delivered to it in payment of or as seeurity for a per-
sonal debt of the fiduciary to it, the hank is liable to the principal if the fiduciary in fact
commits a breach of his obligation as fiduciary in drawing or delivering the check.

(10) DEPOSIT IN TIDUCIARY’S PERSONAT ACCOUNT. If a fidueiary makes a deposit in
a bank to his personal eredit of checks drawn by him upon an account in his own name
as fiduciary, or of checks payable to him as fiduciary, or of cheeks drawn by him upon
an account in the name of his principal if he is empowered to draw checks thereon, or of
checks payable to his prineipal and indorsed by him, if he is empowered to indorse such
checks, or if he otherwise makes a deposit of funds held by him as fiduciary, the bank re-
ceiving such deposit is not hound to inquire whether the fiduciary is committing thereby
a breach of his obligation as fidueiary; and the hank is authorized to pay the amount of
the deposit or any part thereof upon the personal check of the fiduciary without being
liable to the principal, unless the bank receives the deposit or pays the check with actual
knowledge that the fidueiary is eommitting a breach of his obligation as fidueiary in making
siteh deposit or in drawing snch check, or with knowledge of such facts that its action in
receiving the deposit or paying the check amounts to bad faith.

(11) DzPoSIT IN NAMES OF TWO OR MORE TRUSTEES. When a deposit is made in a bank
in the name of two or more persons as trustees, and a check is drawn upon the trust ac-
count by any trustee or trustees authorized by the other trustee or trustees to draw checks
upon the trust aceount, neither the payee nor other holder nor the hank is hound to in-
quire whether it is a breach of trust to authorize such trustee or trustees to draw checks
upon the trust account, and is not liahle unless the circumstances be such that the action
of the payee or other holder or the bank amounts to bad faith,

(12) Acr Nor rETROACTIVE, The provisions of this section shall not apply to trans-
actions taking place prior to the time when it takes effect.

(13) Ca8ES NOT PROVIDED FOR IN ACT. In any case not provided for in this section the
rules of law and equity, ineluding the law mevchant and those rules of law and equity re-
lating to trusts, agency, negotiable instruments and banking, shall continue to apply.

(14) UNIFORMITY OF INTERPRETATION, This seetion shall be so interpreted and eon-
strued as to effectuate its general purpose to make uniform the law of those states which
enact it.

(15) Smorr TirLE, This seetion may be ecited as the “Uniform Fiduciaries Aet.”

(16) IncoNsISTENT TLAWS REPEATED, All acts or parts of acts inconsistent with this
section are repealed.

The surety of a fiduciary who has been
compelled to respond for the flduciary’'s
breach of trust is entitled to he subrogated
to all rights of action which the cestui que
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trust or creditor has against the fiduciary
and all parties who bparticipated in his
wrongful acts which were the cause of the
default, Martineau v. Mehlberg, 221 W 347,
267 N'W 9,

Where the cashier of a bank, who was
also guardian for certain minors whose
funds he had deposited.in a checking ac-
count in his name as guardian, withdrew
the funds from the bank on checks issued
by him as guardian payable to a corpora-
tion of which he was secretary-treasurer,
which checks were indorsed by the payee
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bank was not liable to the wards under the
uniform fiduciaries act, 112.01 (8), or other-

wise, for the amount of the funds hecause
of the cashier's alleged misappropriation
thereof, since the cashier withdrew the
funds as guardian, and the bank (the
cashier’'s Lknowledge of his own alleged-
unlawful acts not being imputed to the
bank) had the right in good faith to pay
out the funds on checks issued by the
cashier as guardian, and the bank had no
further responsibility in the matter, Matz

112.02 Suspension of powers of fiduciaries engaged in war service. (1) Whenever
an executor, administrator, guardian or testamentary trustee is engaged in war service
as defined in this section, such fiduciary or any other person interested in the estate or
fund may present a petition to the court having jurisdiction praying for a deeree suspend-
ing the powers of such fiduciary while he is engaged in war service and until the further
order of the court, and if the suspension of such fiduciary will leave no person acting as
executor, administrator, guardian or testamentary trustee, or leave the sole heneficiary of
a trust as the only acting trustee therveof, the petition must pray for the appointment
of a successor unless a successor has been named in the will and such successor is not
engaged in war serviee or is not for other reasons unable or unwilling to act as a fiduciary.

(2) For the purposes of this section a fiduciary shall be deemed to be engaged in war
serviee in any of the following cases:

(a) If heis a member of the military or naval forces of the United States or of any of
its allies or if he has been accepted for such service and is awaiting induetion into such
service,

(b) If he is engaged in any work abroad in conneetion with a governmental agency
of the United States or in connection with the American Red Cross society or any other
body with similiar objects.

(¢) If heis interned in an enemy country or is in a foreign country or a possession or.
dependency of the United States and is unable to return to this state.

(3) Where the application is made by a fiduciary engaged in war serviece notice shall
be given to such persons and in such manner as the presiding judge may direct,” Where the
application is made by any other person interested in the estate or fund and the fiduciary
is in the military or naval service of the United States notice shall be given to sueh fiduciary
in such manner as the judge may direct. In every other case where the application is
made by a person other than the fiduciary notice thereof shall he given to such persons and
in such manner as the judge may direct.

(4) Upon the filing of the petition and the proof of service of the notice preseribed,
the court may, notwithstanding any other provision of law, suspend the fiduciary engaged
in war service from the exercise of all his powers and duties while such fiduciary remains
engaged in war service and until the further order of the court. The decree may further
provide that the remaining execntor, administrator, guardian or testamentary trustee
or if there be none, the suceessor n named in the will or appointed by the court is possessed

“of and may exercise all of the powers and duties incidental to his office as fidueiary.

(5) When the suspended fiduciary ceases to be engaged in war service he may be re-
instated as executor, administrator, guardian or testamentary trustee if any of the duties
of such office 1'emain mnexecnted, nupon application to the cowrt and upon such notice as the
presiding judge thereof may direct. If the suspended fidueiary is reinstated the court
shall thereupon remove his successor and revoke his letters and make such other order
or decree as justice requires, but such removal and revoeation of letters shall not har the
suceessor from subsequently gualifying as a fiduciary in aceordance with the provisions
of the will or if for any reason it theleafter becomes necessary that a fidusiary be ap-
