2.01 County boundaries. The state is divided into the ecounties hereinafter named,
and they are respectively bounded as follows, to wit:

(1) Apaars: Beginning at the southeast corner of township fourteen, of range seven
east of the fourth prineipal meridian, and running thence north on the range line to the
northeast corner of township twenty, range seven east; thence west on the township line
to the center of the main chamnel of the Wisconsin river; thence southerly along the
main channel of said river to the township line befween townships thirteen and fourteen;
thence east on the township line to the place of beginning.

(2) Asunanp: Beginning af the southwest eorner of township forty-one north, of
range four west of the fourth principal meridian, and running thence north on the range
line between ranges four and five west, to the south end of Long Island Bay, on Lake
Superior; thence northerly along the center of said bay to the center of the channel
known as the Bay of La Pointe; thence northerly, following the center of the watercourse
between the main land and the Apostle Islands, and passing east of Rasphberry Island,
to the state line; thence easterly and northerly along the state line, to the center of Lake
Superior; thence southwesterly to the northwest eorner of township number forty-seven
north, of range number one west; thence south on the range line between ranges number
one and two west, to the southwest corner of township number forty-four north of range
number one west; thence east along the township line to the southeast corner of said
township number forty-four north, of range number one west; thence sonth on the range
line to the southwest corner of township number forty-three north, of range number one
east; thence east along the township line to the southeast corner of said township forty-
three north, of range number one east; thence south along the range line to the southeast
corner of township number forty-one north, of range number one east; thence west on
the township line to the place of beginning.

(3) Barrox: Beginning at the southwest corner of township thirty-two, of range
fourteen west of the meridian aforesaid; running thence east on the township line to the
southeast corner of township thirty-two, of range ten west; thenee north on the range
line to the northeast corner of township thirty-six, of range ten west; thence west on the
township line to the northwest corner of township thirty-six, of range fourteen west;
thence south on the range line to the place of beginning.

(4) Bavyrpienp: Beginning at the southwest corner of township forty-three, of range
nine west of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence east on the township line to the
range line between ranges four and five west; thence north on said range line to the south
end of Long Island Bay on Lake Superior; thence northerly along the center of said hay
to the center of the channel known as the Bay of La Pointe; thence northerly, following
the center of the watercourse between the main land and the Apostle Islands, passing
east of Raspberry Island to the state line; thence sonthwesterly along the state line to a
point where the range line between ranges nine and fen west, when extended, interseets
the state line; thence south on said last-named range line to the place of beginning.

(5) BrownN: Beginning at the southeast ecorner of township twenty-two, of range
twenty-two east of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence north on the range line to
the point where said range line intersects the east shore of Gireen Bay; thence northeasterly
along the east shore of said bay to a point where the township line between townships
twenty-five and twenty-six intersects the shore of said hay; thence west on said township
line to the southeast corner of fractional section thirty-one, in township twenty-six, of
range nineteen east; thence north on the section line to the quarter-post between fractional
section thirty-one and seetion thirty-two in township twenty-six, of range nineteen east;
thence west on the quarter-section lines to the center-post of section thirty-six, in township
swenty-six, of range eighteen east; thénce south on the quarter-section lines to the center-
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post of seection one, in township twenty-five, of range eighteen east; thence east on the
quarter-section line to the guarter-post hetween section one, in township twenty-five, of
range eighteen east, and section six, in township twenty-five, of range nineteen east; thence
south on the range line to the southwest corner of township twenty-five, of range nine-
teen east; thence east on the south line of said township to the northeast corner of sec-
tion four, in township twenty-four, of range nineteen east; thence south on the section
lines to the southeast corner of section thirty-three, in township twenty-one, of range
nineteen east; thence east on the township line to the southwest corner of township twenty-
one, of range twenty-two east; thence north on the range line to the northwest corner of
said township twenty-one, of range twenty-two east; thence east on the township line to
the place of heginning, [1943 ¢. 177

(6) Burraro: Beginning at the northwest corner of township twenty-four, of rangse
nine west of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence south on the range line to the
Trempealeau or Mountain river; thence down the meandered channel, being the most
westerly channel of said river, passing through townships twenty and nineteen, of range
ten west, and through the northeast eorner of section two, through seetions three, ten,
nine and fifteen of township eighteen, of range fen west, to the Mississippi river, and to
the western boundary line of this state; thence northerly up the Mississippi river, along
the western boundary of this state, to the mouth of the Chippewa river; thence up the
main channel of the Chippewa river to the township line between townghips twenty-four
and twenty-five; thence east on said township line to the place of beginning,

(7) Burxerr: Beginning at the southeast corner of township thirty-seven, of range
fourteen west of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence north on the range line to
the northeast corner of township forty-two, of said range fourteen west; thenee west on
the township line to the boundary line bhetween this state and the state of Minnesota;
thence south along said boundary line to a point where the township line hetween town-
ships thirty-six and thirty-seven intersects said line; thence east on-said township line to
the southeast corner of township thirty-seven, of range eighteen west; thence north to the
northeast corner of said last-named township; thence east to the southeast corner of town-
ship thirty-eight, of range fifteen west; thence south on the range line to the southwest
corner of township thirty-seven, of range fourteen west; thence east on the township line
to the place of beginning. ‘

(8) Carumer: Beginning at the southeast corner of township seventeen, of range
twenty east of the meridian aforesaid; and running thenee north on the range line to the
northeast corner of township twenty, of range twenty east; thence west on the township
line to the northwest corner of township twenty, of range eighteen east; thence due south
through Winnebago lake to a point in the range of the east and west line which forms the
southern boundary of the Indian reservation; thence east on said last-named boundary
line to the range line between ranges nineteen and twenty east; thence south on said
range line to the southwest corner of township seventeen, of range twenty east; thence
east on the township line to the place of beginning.

(9) CHrppEwa: Beginning at the northeast corner of township twenty-seven north,
of range five west of the meridian aforesaid; running thence north on the range line to
the northeast corner of township thirty-two, of range five west; thence west on the town-
ship line to the northwest corner of township thirty-two north, of range nine west; thence
south on the range line to the southwest corner of township thirty-two north, of range
nine west; thence west on the township line to the northwest corner of township thirty-
one, of range ten west; thence south on the township line to the southwest corner of town-
ship thirty-one north, of range ten west; thence east on the township line to the north-
west corner of township thirty north of range ten west; thence south on the range line to
the southwest corner of township twenty-eight north, of range ten west; thence east on the
township line to the place of beginning.

(10) Crarx: Beginning at the southeast corner of township twenty-three, of range
one east of the meridian aforesaid; thence north on the range line to the northeast corner
of township twenty-nine, of range one east; thence west on the township line to the north-
west corner of township twenty-nine, of range four west; thence south on the range line
to the southwest corner of township twenty-four, of range four west; thence east on the
township line to the southeast corner of said township twenty-four, of range four west;
thence south on the range line to the southwest corner of township twenty-three, of range
three west; thence east on the township line to the place of beginning.

(11) Covvnsia: Beginning at a point in the north line of township thirteen, of
range six east, where the said line intersects the center of the main channel of the Wis-
consin river; running thence down the middle of the main channel of said river to a point
where the range line between ranges seven and eight east intersect said river; thence south
on said range line to the middle of the Wisconsin river aforesaid (in township ten);
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thence down the middle of the main channel of said river to a point where the north line
of township nine intersects the same; thence east on said township line to the southeast
corner’ of township ten, of range twelve east; thence north on the range line to the north-
east corner of township thirteen, of range twelve-east; thence-west-on the township-line
to the place of beginning. '

(12) Crawrorp: Beginning at a point in the western boundary line of this state, in
the Mississippi river, opposite the mouth of the Wisconsin river; and running thence
easterly up the middle of the main channel of the Wisconsin river to a point where the
range line hetween ranges two and three west of the meridian aforesaid intersects the
middle of said main channel; thenee north on said range line to the northeast corner of
section twenty-four, of township eleven, of range three west; thence west on the section
line to the west boundary line of this state, in the main chanuel of the Mississippi river;
thence southerly on said boundary line to the place of beginning.

(13) Dank: Beginning at a point in the center of the main channel of the Wisconsin
river where the range line between ranges five and six east of the meridian aforesaid
orosses said river; rununing thence south on said range line to the southwest corner of
township five, of range six east; thence east on the township line to the southeast corner
of township five, of range twelve east; thence north on the range line to the northeast

.gorner of township nine, of range twelve east; thence west on the township line to the

middle of the Wisconsin river; thence down the middle of the main channel of said river
to the place of beginning.
(14) Dopgt: Beginning at the southeast corner of township nine, of range seven-

teen east of the meridian aforesaid; running thence north on the range line to the north-

east corner of township thirteen, of range seventeen east; thence west on the township
line to the northwest corner of township thirteen, of range thirteen east; thence south on
the range line to the southwest corner of township nine, of range thirteen east; thence
east on the township line to the place of beginning.

(15) Door: Beginning on the west shore of Lake Michigan where the south line of
township twenty-six intersects Lake Michigan; running thence west on the township line
to the center of Green Bay; thence northeasterly along the center of the main channel
of Green Bay to the boundary line between the states of Michigan and Wisconsin; thence
along said boundary line between the state of Michigan and the state of Wisconsin to a
point in Lake Michigan where the east and west line on the south side of township twenty-
six, extended easterly, would intersect the eastern boundary of the state of Wisconsin;
and from thence west to the place of beginning.

(16) Douaras: All that part of this state lying west of range nine west of the fourth
principal meridian and north of the township line between townships forty-two and
forty-three. :

(17) Duxx: Beginning at the southwest corner of township twenty-six; of range
fourteen west of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence east on the township line to
the range line between ranges ten and eleven west; thence north on said range line to the
township line between townships thirty-one and thirty-two; thence west on the township
line to the range line between ranges fourteen and fifteen west; thence sounth on said
range line to the place of heginning, '

(18) Eau Cramre: Beginning at the southwest corner of township twenty-five, of
range ten west of the meridian aforesaid; and running thence east on the township line
to the range line between ranges four and five west; thence north on said range line to the
township line between townships twenty-seven and twenty-eight; thence west on said town-
ship line to the range line between ranges ten and eleven west; thence south on said line fo
the place of beginning.

(19) Frorewce: Commencing at the southwest corner of township thirty-eight, of
range fifteen east of the meridian aforesaid; thence east along the township line to the
southeast corner of township thirty-eight, of range nineteen east; thence north on the
range line to the northern boundary of this state, in the Menomonee river; thence north-
westerly along said boundary line to the range line between ranges fourteen and fifteen
east, in the Brule river; thence southerly on said range line to the plaee of heginning.

(20) Foxp pu Lac: Beginning at the southeast corner of township thirteen, of range
nineteen east of the meridian aforesaid; running thence north on the range line to the
south line of the Indian reservation; thence west on said south line to a point in Lake
Winnebago, in the range line hetween ranges seventeen and eighteen east; thence south
on sald range line to the township line between townships sixteen and seventeen; thence
west to the northwest corner of township sixteen, of range fourteen east; thence south on
the range line to the southwest cormer of township fourteen, of range fourteen east;
thence east on the township line fo the northwest corner of township- thirteen, of rangs
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eighteen east; thence south to the southwest corner of the last-named township; thence
east on the township line to the place of bheginning.

(21) Foresr: Commencing at the southwest corner of township thirty-four north,
of range thirteen east of the fourth principal meridian; running thence north on the
range line between ranges twelve and thirteen to the township line between townships
thirty-four and thirty-five north; thence west on said township line to the range line
between ranges eleven and twelve east; thence north on said range line to the fourth cor-
rection line; thence east on said correction line to the range line between ranges twelve and
thirteen ; thence north on the range line between ranges twelve and thirteen to the boundary
line between the states of Michigan and Wisconsin ; thence southeasterly on said boundary
line to the range line between ranges fourteen and fifteen east; thence south on said range
line to the fourth correction line; thence east on said correction line to the northeast cor-
ner of township forty, of range fourteen east; thence south on the range line between
ranges fourteen and fifteen to the southeast corner of township thirty-eight, of range four-
teen east; thence east on the township line to the range line between ranges sixteen and
seventeen east; thence south on the range line to the township line between townships
thivty-three and thirty-four; thence west on the township line to the place of beginning,

(22) Grawt: All that part of this state lying west of the fourth prineipal meridian,
and south of the center of the main channel of the Wisconsin river.

(23) Greex: Begiuning at the southeast corner of township one, of range nine east
of the meridian aforesaid, in the boundary line of this state; running thence north on the
range line to the northeast corner of township four, of range nine east; thence west on
the township line to the northwest ecorner of township four, of range six east; thenee south
on the range line to the southwest corner of townghip one, of range six east; thence east
on the boundary line aforesaid to the place of heginning,

(24) GreexN Larz: Beginning at the southwest corner of township fourteen, of range
eleven east; and running thence east on the township line to the range line between ranges
thirteen and fourteen east; thence north on said range line to the northeast corner of
township seventeen, of range thirteen east; thence west on the township line to the north-
east.corner of section three, of township seventeen, of range eleven east; thence south to
the north line of township sixteen, of range eleven east, and to the northeast corner of
section three in the said last-named township; thence west along the township line to the
half section corner of section four in township sixteen, of range eleven east; thence south
to the south line of said section four; thence east to the northeast corner of section nine in
township sixteen; thence south to the southeast corner of section nine; thence west to the
half section corner of sections nine and sixteen; thence south through the center of sec-
tions sixteen, twenty-one, twenty-eight and thirty-three to the township line between town-
ships fifteen and sixteen; thence east along said township line to the northeast corner
of section three, in township fifteen, of range eleven east; thence south on the seetion line
to Lake Puckaway; thence along the shore of said lake as meandered by the government
survey to the range line between ranges ten and eleven east; thence south on said range
line to the place of beginning.

(25) Towa: Beginning at a point in the middle of the main channel of the Wis-
consin river where the fourth principal meridian crosses said river; running thence south
on said meridian to the southwest eorner of section eighteen, in township four, of range
one east; thence east on the section lines to the southeast corner of seetion thirteen, in
township four, of range five east; thence north on the range line to the middle of the
Wisconsin river; thence down the middle of the main channel of said river to the place
of beginning, :

(26) Irow: Commencing at the mouth of the Montreal river, thence to the center
of Lake Superior along the state line; thence southwesterly to the northwest corner of
township number forty-seven north, of range numher one west; thence south on the range

“line between ranges number one and two west, to the southwest corner of township num-
her forty-four north, of range number one west; thence east, along the township line,
to the southeast corner of said township number forty-four north, of range number one
west; thenee south on range line, to the southwest corner of township number forty-three
north, of range number one east; thence east along the township line to the southeast
corner of said township number forty-three north, of range number one east; thence
south, along the range line, to the southeast ecorner of township number forty-one north,
of range number one east; thence east, along the township line, to the southeast corner of
township number forty-one north, of range numher four east; thence north on the range
line hetween ranges number four and five east, to the state line; thence northwesterly
along the state line to the center of the Montreal river, and following center line of said
river to the place of beginning.

strikes the east shore of Green Bay, and thence northeasterly along the shore of said hay
to the township line hetween:townships twenty-five and twenty-six; thence east on said
township line to the east houndary line of this state; thence south on said houndary line
to a point directly east of the place of beginning; thence west to the place of beginning.

(32) LA Crosse: Beginuning at the point in the western houndary line of this state,
in the Mississippi river, where the township line between townships seventeen and eighteen
intersects said boundary line; running thence east on said township line to the main
channel of the Black river; thence up “the main channel of the Black river to the range
line bhetween ranges six and seven west; thence south on said range line to the townshlp
line betwveen tOWDShlp? eighteen and mnefeen, thence east oun .ald township line to the
range line between ranges four and five west of the meridian aforesaid; thence south on
said range line to the township line between townships fourteen and fifteen; thence west
on said townshlp line to the western houndary line of this state, in the Mississippi viver;
thence northerly up the mam channel of said river to the intersection of the center line of
the west channel of said rviver with the center line of the main east channel thereof at'a
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point south of Barron’s Island (also known as Pettibone Park) thence northwesterly up the
center line of said west echannel and west of said island to the intersection of said center
lines north of said island and thence northerly up the main channel of said river to the
place of beginning.

of range fifteen east; thence east to the northeast corner of section five, in township thirty-
one, of range fifteen east; thence south on section lines to the township line between town-

northwest corner of township eight of range twenty-one east; thence south on the range
line to the place of beginning.

2.02 Construction of houndary descriptions, Whenever the boundary line of any
county is described as running north or south on any range line, or east or west on any
township line, the said boundary line shall be deemed to run on such lines as are estab-
lished by the United States survey, making such offsets, where said range lines and town-
ship lines are not continuous straight lines, as are made by such United States surveys.

2.03 Jurisdiction of counties on boundary streams., Whenever two counties are
- separated from each other by a river or a creek, the middle of the main channel of such
river or creek shall he the division line between them, unless otherwise provided in the de-
- seription of the boundaries of such counties. The counties so separated shall have eom-
mon jurisdiction of all offenses committed on the waters between them, and all writs and
proeess issued in any such county may he executed at any place on the waters of such
river or ereek opposite the county from which it was issued.:

2,04 Jurisdiction of counties on boundary lakes and state boundary waters. The
counties now or hereafter organized upon the westerly shorve of Lake Michigan shall have
jurisdiction in eommon of all offenses conmitted on that part of said lake which lies within
the limits of this state. The counties now or hereafter organized on the shores of Green
Bay shall have juvisdietion in conmmon of all offenses committed on that part of said
Green Bay which lies within the limits of this state. The counties now or hereafter organ-
ized on the southerly shorve of Lake Superior shall have jurisdiction in common of all
offenses committed on that part of said lake which lies within the limits of this state.
The counties now or hereafter organized on the easterly shore of the Mississippi river
shall have jurisdietion in common of all offenses committed on that part of said river
which lies within the limits of this state, The counties now or hereafter organized on the
shores of Lake Winnebago shall have jurisdiction in eommon of all offenses committed
on any part of said lake. The counties now or hereafter organized on the easterly shore
of the St. Croix river or lake shall have jurisdiction in common of all offenses com-
mitted on any part of said river or lake; and all offenses committed against this state
on any part of said waters may be heard and tried in either of the counties having, as
aforesaid, common jurisdiction over such waters where such offense may be commaitted
in which legal process against the offender shall be first served, and may be alleged and
shall be conclusively deemed to have been eommitted within such county; and all eivil
process from either of the counties aforesaid may he exeeunted within and upon such
waters as are within the jurisdietion of such county above given., In the construction of
this section all wharves and piers shall be deemed part of the land with which they are
connected.

2.05 Brown county records. The record in Brown county, made prior to the first
day of January in the year one thousand eight hundred and forty, of any such conveyance
or instrument mentioned in section 327.17, affecting lands situate in any other county
.at the time such record was made and duly certified copies thereof, shall he received in
evidence with the same effect as if the same had heen duly recorded in the county where
the land vas situated except against purchasers or claimants of any title, estate, interest or
lien, in good faith and without notice, and exeept that no notiee shall be implied from such
record. A copy of any such record, duly certified by the register of deeds of Brown
county, may also be recorded in any county where the land may he situated with like effect
as the original conveyance or instrument; and any such record of any such copy hereto-
fore made shall have snch effect.

2.06 Records of Iron and Forest counties. The records of Tron and Forest counties,
which have bheen or may he transcribed from the original records of other counties, of
which the territory now comprising either of said eounties was formerly a part, under and
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by divection of the county hoard of either such counties and properly attested by the affi-
davit of the person or persons making such transcription or certified to under the hand and
official seal of the officer having the custody of such original records shall be received in all
courts as prima facie evidence of the matters therein contained in the same manner as now
provided-by law for the reception of record evidence, and as to Iron county shall be so re-
ceived notwithstanding any defects in said certificate, either as to form or omission there-
from of matter or facts required hy law to be stated. One such certificate to each volume
of records or other documents so franseribed shall be deemed sufficient.

2.07 Transcribed records of Rusk county. The transcribed records of Rusk county,
which have been or may he transeribed from the original records of other counties, of
which territory now eomprising said Rusk county were formerly a part, under and by di-
rection of the county board of Rusk county, and properly attested by the affidavit of the
person or persons making such transecriptions, shall be received in all eourts in this state,
as prima facie evidence of the matters therein contained, in the same manner as now pro-
vided by law for the reception of record evidence.
