316,60 Liability for fraud, Any executor, administrator or guardian who shall
fraudulently sell any real estate of his testator, intestate or ward, contrary to the provi-
sions of law, shall be liable in double the value of the land sold as damages, to be recovered
in an action by any person having an inheritance therein.

316,561 Sales validated. No sale of lands in proceedings pursuant to this chapter
made since the repeal of sections 316.39 to 316.44 of the Statutes of 1927 shall be held in-
valid if such sale would have heen valid had said sections been in foree at the time of the
sale; and no such sale shall be held invalid because not made at public vendue.
