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114.01 Declaration of policy. (1) It is declared to be the policy of the, state to 
co-operate with the government of the United States in its plan f01' the development of 
a nation-wiele system of public airports as provided by an act of congress approved :May 
13, ] 946, being public law 377, cited hereinafter as the "federal ail'port act" throughout 
the 7 -year program contemplated by it, and w:th the counties, cities, villages and tOWl1S 
of the state, in order by it, ahd witb the counties, cities, villages and towns of the state, 
in order that the maximnm benefits under the federal ah'port act may be derived by the 
people of all parts of the state. The good faith of the state is hereby pledged to cati'y 
out each and every oblig'ation that may be incurred by it under the federal airport act. 

(2) The state aeronautics commission is hereby directed to co-operate with the federal 
administrator of civil aeronautics, hereinafter referred to as the "administrator," and 
his duly authorized representatives, in the preparation and annnal revision of tbe n/t­
tional airport plan, as provided by the federal airport act, and to layout a compi'e­
hensive state system of airports adequate to provide for the aeroni1utical needs of the 
people of all parts of the state. Such state system shall include each and every ai11)ort on 
the national system and such additional airports as may be deemed necessary. The state 
system as laid out shall include at least one ai11)Ort in each county. In selecting the gen­
eral location of the airports on the system and determining their ca,pacity, due regard 
shall be given to aeronautical necessity as evidenced by the population of the locality to 
be served, its commerce and industry and such other factors as the commission shall 
deem pertinent. In selecting the specific ,sites, due regard shall be given to general suit­
ability for serv! ce and economy of development as evidenced by convenience of access, 
adequacy of available area, character of topography and soi's, freedom from hazards and 
obstructions to flight and other pertinent consideration. Within 60 days after August 23, 
1947, the commission shall publish an official lllap of a proposed state system showing the 
locations of the airports composing it, their classifications and such other information as 
lllay be deemed necessary or advisable. Such showing shall not constitute a, final deter­
mination as to any location or site but shall sel,,'e as a guide to the governing bodies of 
counties, cities, villages and towns that may desire to initiate airport development projects 
as provided by section 114.33. If the governing body of any county, city, village or town 
that is dissatisfied with such showing shall file a protest with the commission, a hearing shall 
be held at some su'tab'e plare at 01' near the locality affected, following not less than 10 
days' notice to such governing body by registered mail addl'essed to its clerk, or by 
publication in the newspaper most likely to give clue notice to the locality affected. [1943

(8) "Public aii'craft" means any airci'aft used exclusively in the service of any gov­
el'hnitlllt 01' of any political subdivision thereof, ihcluc1ing' the gove1'l1ment of the United 
States, of the District of Cdhl111bia, and of any stnte, territory or insular possession of 
the United StattlS, but not 111Cluc1ing any g'ovel'l1meut-ownec1 aircmft engaged in carrying' 
pel'sons oi' goocis fo1' ~Oil1illercial pm'poses. 

(9) «Landing and take-off strip" means any area of land, water or both, with clear 
apPl'oaches, which is nsed 01' is made available for the landing and take-off of aircraft, 
having at least 500 feet of land or of water in its width and at least 2,000 feet of land or 
of water in its length.

114.015 [Repealed by 1943 c. 269] 
114.02 Sky sovereignty. Sovereignty in the space above the lands and waters of 

this state is declared to rest in the state, except where granted to and assumed by the United 
States. 

114.03 Landowner's rights skyward. The ownership of the space above the lands 
and waters of this state is declared to be vested in the several owners of the surface beneath, 
subject to the right of flight described in section 114.04. 

114.04 Flying lawful, landing unlawful; limitations; emergency. Flight in aircraft 
over the lands and waters of this state is lawful, unless at such a low altitude as to interfere 
with the then existing use to which the land or water, or the space over the land 01' water, 
is put by the owneI', or unless so conducted as to be imminently dangerous or damaging' to 
persons or property lawfully on the land or water beneath. The landing of an aircraft on 
the laurls 01' waters of another, without his consent, is unlawful, except in the case of a 
forced landing. For damages cansed by a forced landing, however, the owner 01' lessee of 
the aircraft or the aeronaut shall be liable, as provided in section 114.05. 

114.05 Damages by aircraft. The owner of every aircraft which is operated over 
the lands 01' waters of this state is absolutely liable for injuries or damage to persons or 
property on the land or water beneath, cansed by the ascent, descent or flight of the air­
craft, or the dropping or falling of any object therefrom, whether such owner was negli­
gent or not, unless the injury is cansec1 in whole or in part by tbe negligence of the peTson 
iujul'ec1, or of the OWllcr 01' bailee of the property injured. If the aircraft is leasec1 at the 
time of the injury to person or property, hoth owner and lessee sllall be liable, anc1 they 
may be sued jointly, or either or both of them may be sued separately. An aeronaut who 
is not the owner ol'lessee shall be liable only for the consequences of his own negligence. 
The injul'e{\ pe"llQU, 01' owner or bailee of the injured propel'ty, shall have a lien on the 
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aircraft causing the injury or damage to the extent of the injury or damage caused by the 
ai1'cmft or objects falling from it. 

114.06 Inter-aircraft liability. The liability of the owner of one aircraft, to the 
owner of another aircraft, 01' to aeronauts 01' passcngers on either aircraft, for damage 
ca used by collision on land or in the ail' shall be determined by the rules of law applicable 
to torts on land. 

114.07 Criminal jurisdiction. All crim~s, torts and other wrongs committed by or 
against an aeronaut 01' passenger while in flight over this state shall be governed by the, 
laws of this state; and the question whether damage occasioned by or to an aircraft while 
in flight over this state constitutes a tort, crime or other wrong by or against the owner of 
such aircraft, shall be determined by the laws of this state. 

114.08 Contracts made in flight. All contractual and other legal relations entered 
into by aeronauts or passengers while in flight over this state shall have the same effect as 
if entered into on the land or water beneath. 

114.09 Reckless flying; penalty. (1) No person shall operate an aircraft in the 
ail', or on the ground or water while under the influence of intoxicating liquor, narcotics 
or other drug, nor operate an aircraft. in the ail', or on the ground or water in a careless 
01' reckless manner so as to endanger the life or property of another. In determining 
whether the operation was careless or reckless the court shall consider the standards for 
safe operation of aircraft prescribed by federal statutcs or reg,llatiol1s governing aero­
nautics. The COUl't shall make a written report of all convictions (including ba'l or ap­
pearance money forfeitures) obtained under this section to the federal civil aeronautics 
administration. 

(2) Any person violating' any provision of this section shall be fined not less than 
$10 nor more than $100 for the first offense and for a subsequent offense not less than 
$100 nor more than $500, 01' imprisoned not less than 6 months, or hoth. [1947 c. 213] 

114.095 Dropping objects prohibited. No operator of an aircraft anrl no passenger 
therein shall drop any object therefrom except loose water or loose sand ballast; pro, 
vided, however, that this section shall not prohibit the dusting or spraying of vegetation 
with insecticides dropped from airplanes, or the sowing of seeds, 01' the depositing of 
fish in lakes 01' streams, or the delivery of packages 01' mair by dropping from airplanes, 
or other similar practices, when such is done in accordance with the federal regulations 
applicable thereto. [1947 c. 213] 

114.10 Killing birds or animals. Any aeronaut or passenger, who, while in flight 
within this state, shall intentionally kill or attempt to kill any birds 01' animals 01' who 
shall shoot at any bird or animal from an ai11)lane shall bc guilty of a misdemeanor and 
punishable by a fine of not less than $50 nor more t.han $100 01' by imprisonment fo), 
not less than 30 days nor more than 6 months or both. [1947 o. 27] 

114.105 Local regulation. Any county, town, city or village may adopt any orcli­
name in strict conformity with the provisions of this chapter and impose the same penalty 
for violation of any of its provisions except that such ordinance shall not provide for the 
suspension 01' revocation of pilot or aircraft licenses or certificates and shall not provide 
for imprisonment except for failure to pay any fine which may be imposed. No local 
authority shall enact any o"dinance governing aircraft or aeronautics inconsistent with 
the provisions of this chapter. Every court in which a violation of such ordinance i~ 
prosecuted sha.llma.ke a written report of any conviction (including bailor appearance 
money forfeitUl'e) to the federal civil aeronautics administration. [1947 c. 213, 614] 

114.11 Local airports; interstate reciprocity. (1) The governing body of any 
county, city, village or town in this state is hereby authorized to acquire, establish, con­
struct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate airports or landing 
fields 01' landing and take-off strips for the use of airplanes and other aircraft either with­
in 01' without the limits of such counties, cities, villages and towns, and may use for such 
purpose or purposes any property suitable therefor that is now or may at any time here­
after be owned 01' controlled by such county, city, village 01' town, and may regulate the 
same, provided, such regulation shall not be in conflict with such rules and regulations as 
may be made by the federal government. The governing body of each and every county and 
municipality owning an airport 01' landing field or landing and take-off strip in the state 
of Wisconsin. shall cause the surroundings of such airport, landing field or landing and 
take,off strip to be marked for aeronautical purposes, and maintain such marking, sub­
.iect to and in accordance with law and snch rules and rogulations as may from time to 
time be made by the federal government and in so doing may co-operate with other 
Rtates and subdivisions thereof and acquire rights and easements in property outside of 
the state. 
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(2) The governing body of any COUlIty, city, village or town of this state is authorized 
to acquire, establish, construct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate 
airports or landing fielas or landing and take-off strips or other aeronautical facilities 
in an adjoining state whose laws permit, subject to the laws of such state, but subject 
to the la \vs of this state in all matters relating to financing such aeronautical project. 

(3) The governing body of any municipality or other political subdivision of an 
adjoining state whose la,ws pellllit, is hereby authorized to aequir!', establish, construct, 
own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate ail'ports, or landing fields, or 
landing and take-off stI1.pS or other aeronautical facilities in this state, subject to all laws, 
rules and regulations of this state applicable to its municipalities or other political 
subdivisions in such aeronautical project, but subject to the laws of its own state in all 
matters relating to financing such project. Such municipality or other political sub­
division of an adjoining' state shall have all privileges, rights and duties of like nmnici-

. palities or other political subdivisions of this state, including the right to exercise the 
right of eminent domain. This subsection shall not apply unless the laws of such adjoin­
ing state shall permit muuicipalities or other political subdivisions of this state to 
acquire, establish, constl'uct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain, operate and 
otherwise control such airport, landing field or landing and take-off 'strips or other 
aerollautic?l facilities therein with all privileges, rights and duties applicahle to the 
municipalities or other political subdivisions of such adjoining state in such aeronautical 
projects. 

(4) The governing body of any county, city, village or town is allthol'ized to ap· 
pl'opriate money to any town, city, village or other county, for the operation, improve­
ment or acquisition of an aiI1JOrt by such town, city, village 01' other county 01' any 
combination of such municipalities. [1937 c. 381j 1943 c. 269 j 1945 o. 74)' 1947 c. 437] 

114.12 Condemnation of lands for airports. Any lands acquired, owned, con­
trolled or occupied by such counties, cities, villages and towns for the purposes enumer­
ated in section 114.11 hereof shall and are hereby declared to be acquired, owned, con­
irolled and occupied for a public purpose, and as a matter of public necessity, and such 
cities, villages, towns or counties shall have the right to acquire property for such purpose 
or purposes under the power of eminent domain as and for a public necessity including 
property owned by other municipal corporations and political subdivisions and includ­
ing any street, highway, park, parkway or alley, provided that no state trunk highway 
shall be so acquired without the prior cons81~t of the state highway commission. When­
ever any such street, highway, park, parkway or alley shall be so acquired and the 
county, city, village or town as the case may be shall own land on both sides of such street, 
highway, park, parkway or alley, it may, notwithstanding any other provisions of law, 
be vacated and closed by resolution of the governing body of the county, city, village or 
town acquiring it and no damages shall be assessed against such county, city, village or 
town by reason of such closing, provided that if such closing shall leave any part of such 
street, highway, parkway 01' alley without access to another public street or highway, 
the county, town, city 01' village effecting such closing Ahall immediately provide such 
access at its expense. [1943 c. 101j 1945 o. 489 j 1947 c. 516] 

114.13 Purchase of land for airpol;ts. Private property lieeded by a county, city, 
village or town for an airport or landing field or landing and take-off strip shall be ac­
qllired by purchase if the city, village, town or county is able to agree with the owners 
on the terms thereof, and otherwise by condemnation, in the manner provided by the law 
under which the city, village, town 01' county is authorized to acquire real property for 
pubJ:c purposes, other tllan street purposes. The purchase price 01' award for real property 
acquired for an airport or landing field or landing and take-off strip may be paid for by 
appropriation of moneys available therefor, or wholly or partly from the proceeds of the 
sale of bonds of the city, village, town or county, as the governing body of snch city, 
village, town or county shall determine, subject however to the provisions of chapter 67. 
[1943 c. 269] 

114.135 Airport protection. It is declared to be in the public interest that the aerial 
approaches to any airport be maintained in a condition best suited to the safe operation 
of aircraft and to that end the bulk, height, location and use of any building or structure, 
or any other object, and the use of land may be l'egulated or any building', strlictul'e or 
other object may be removed. It is the legislative intent that this section shall not super­
sede the provisions of section 59.97 (1) (b), but that it shall be supplemental to such' 
section. 

(1) The aerial approaches to any airport owned and operated by corporations or­
ganized to provide aeronautic facilities to the general public may be protected in the 
following manner: The owner of such airport shall prepare and file with the register of 
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deeds plans and specifications showing the land affected, the owner of each parcel or 
interest thel'ein, whether public 01' private, the regulations to be imposed on each parcel and 
the structures, buildings 01' other objects to be removed. The owner 01' managing body of 
the airport may negotiate and acquire from the owners of the various parcels or interest 
therein, whether public 01' private, by deeds the protection privileges shown by the plans 
and specifications. Referring in the deed to the plans and specifications, and briefly 
describing the same, shall be deemed sufficient legal description to convey the protection 
privileges set forth in said plans and specifications in the property of the grantor or 
grantors. In case the owner of the airport is unable to obtain by negotiation the desired 
protection privileges, he may acquire the same by eminent domain in the manner set 
forth in chapter 32, except as to lands and buildings of railway companies which are 
necessary to, or are used in connection with the operation of the railway. In ease the 
protection privileges sought shall extend into more than one county the plans and speei­
fications shall be filed with the register of deeds of each county. In case any parcel of land 
lies in more than one county, eminent domain proceedings may be instituted in the circuit 
court of any county in which said paTcel is situated, provided a certified copy of the final 
jmIgment with a description of the property involved is Tecorded with the register of deeds 
of all counties in which such parcel of land or interest therein lies. 

(2) In case of any airport landing field or landing and take-off strip owned by any 
city, village, town 01' county or any union of them, the commission 01' other 1Jody in charge 
of the operation and control of said airport, landing field or landing and take-off strip may 
prepare amI file w: Chout charge with the register of deeds plans and specifications show­
ing the protection privileges sought as described in subsection (1). TIle commission or 
other body in charge shall send by registered mail with return receipt to each owner at 
his last-known addi'ess a notice stating that said plans and specifications have been filed 
with the register of deeds' office, stating the county, tiIge of filing, the file number, and 
a brief description of the parcel of land or interest therein affected. In case the address 
of the owner cannot be ascertained 01' the registcred letter is returned unclaimed, notice 
shall be sent by registered mail to the person in possession of said premises, and if no 
person is in possession then the notice shaH be posted in a conspicuous place on the land 
involved and published once a week for 3 successive weeks in some newspaper having gen­
eral circulation published in the county, (if no such newspaper is published in the county, 
the notice shall be published in the newspaper of general circulation published nearest 
the parcel of land involved). The right of the owner or ownel'S to claim for damages 
for the protection regulations imposed in the plans and specifications, or the removal 
of obstructions shall be forever barred, unless the owner shall file a claim for damages 
with the commission 01' other body in chargc within 6 months from the receipt of the 
notice from the commission, or other body in charge, or the posting and last publication. 
The claim shall be vel'ified and shall state the amount of damages claimed. The com­
mission or othel' body in chal'ge may pay the damages, if it has available funds, and the 
payment shall operate as a conveyance. If no claims for payment Dre filed 01' if payment 
is made, the commission or othel' body in charge shall file an affidavit for each pal'cel in­
vGlved setting' forth the rights acquired which shall be recorded by the l'egister of deeds 
without charge and when so recorded sha'1 have the same effect as any duly recorded 
instrument. In case any owner shall be a minor 01' non compos mentis, the notice may be 
sent by registered maj} to his g'uarrlian, if he has one, and if he has none the county 
court of the county in which the land, oj' a larger part, is located shall upon application 
of the commission 01' other body in charge appoint a guardian to receive said notice, and 
to protect the rights of the said minor or non compos mentis. Any funds payable to said 
minor or non compos mentis, shall be cared for in the manner provided in chapter 319. If 
the commission or other body in charge shall deem the damages claimed to be excessive, 
it shall so report to the govcl'l1ing body 01' bodies which established the airport, landing 
field or landing and take-off strip in question and with its consent may acquire in the 
name of said governmental hody 01' bodies tl18 protection privilege desired in the manner 
set forth in Sll bsectioll (1) or in the altemative, it lllay deposit with the county clerk an 
awal'd and lJOtify the owner or OW]]01'S of the land involved in the method above specified. 
The land owner or owners may accept the award without prejudice to his right to claim and 
contest for a greater sum. The land owner may, within a period of 6 months after notice 
of the award, proceed as provided in chapter 32 to have his damages appraised. 

(3) The power l'.nc1 authority to protect airports confel'l'ec1 in subsections (1) and 
(2) may be exercised from time to time; amended plans and specifications may be filed 
in the rpg'ister of deeds' office, and new protection privileges acquired from time to time in 
the methods provided by this section. . 

(4) The duty to prevent encroachments bygl'owth of trees 01' other vegetation or 
other,Hse, upon the protection privileges acquired hy any airport, landing field, landing 
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and take-off strip, shall be upon the owner or owners of the parcel of land affected by 
the protection privi~cge only in cases where the owner 01' owners have received compen­
sation for the protection privilege. Any such encroachment is dec.ared to be a private 
nuisance and may be abated in the lllanner prescribed in chapter 280. In cases whe1'e 
no compensation bas been paiu for the protection privilege, encroachments shall be 
rEmovcd by the owner or the authol'ity in charge of the airport, landing field, or landing 
and take-off strip and shall be, in case of a publicly owned airport, landing field 01' landing 
and take-off strip, a city, village, town 01' county charge as the case may be. In removing 
such encroachments, the owner or authority in charge of the airport, landing' field 01' land­
ing and take-off strip in question, may g'o upon the land and remove the encroachment 
without being liable for damages in so doing. 

(5) It shall be unlawful for anyone to build, create, cause to he built or created, 
any object, plant, 01' cause to be planted, any tree or trees 01' other vegetation, which shall 
encroach upon any acquircd protection privilege. In additinn to the penalLy set forth 
in section 114.27, such Emcl'oaclllnent is declared to he a private nuisance and may be 
removed in the manner prescribed in chapter 280, [1943 c, 269] 

IH,136 Airport approach protection. (1) POWERS OF MUNICIPALITIES. (a) Any 
county, city, village or town that is the owner of a site for an airport which has been 
approved for such purpose by the appropriate agencies of the state and the federal 
govenlluent may pl'otect tbe aerial approaches to snch site by ordinance reg'ulating, 
restricting and determinillg the use, location, height, number of stories and size of build­
ings aml stl'netures and objects of natural growth in the vicinity of snch site and may 
divide the territory to he protected into several areas and impose different l'egulatiow; 
and restrictions with respect to each area, except that such ordinance shall not apply to 
railroad buildings, bridges or facilities but shall apply to railroad telegraph, telephone 
and overhead signal system poles amI wires. The provisions of such ordinance shall be 
effective whether the site and the lands affected by such ordinance are located within or 
without the limits of such county, city, village or town, and whether or not such build­
ings, structures and objects of natural growth are ill existence Oll the effective date of 
the ordinance. Sueh regulations, restrictions and determinations are declared to be for 
the pllTIJose of promoting' the public safety, welfare and convenience, and may be 
adopted, enforced and administered without the consent of any other governing hody. 
Any ordinance adopted under this section may be amended from time to time ill the 
same manner as is provided for the adoption of the original ordinance in paragraph 
(2), The authority granted in this section shall be independent and exclusive of any other 
authority granted in the statutes. 

(b) When an airport site is owned jointly by 2 or more units of government, such 
ordinance may. be adopted by joint action of the g'overning bodieS of such units, In such 
case, such governing bodies shall meet jointly to select a joint commission consisting of 
one member from each goVel'l1illg body selected by that governing body and, if there 
be 2, the members so selected shall elect a third membcr. Such joint commission shall 
elect a chairman and a secretary, and shall have authority to formulate a, tentative 
ol'dinnnce and hold public hearings as provided in suhsection (2), At least 15 days 
written notice of the meeting' to select a joint commission shall he g'iven to each gov­
erning' hody hy filing a copy of such written notice with the clerk thereof. Such notice 
may be given on the initiative of one snch governing body or jointly by more than one. 
The governing bodies that attend snch meeting may proceed jointly. If one attends, 
or if c!liy one favors an ordinance, it may proceed alone without appointing a com­
mission, but no oTflinance applicable to a jointly owned aiI1)ort shall be adopted by a 
govcl'lling body acting alone unless it has given notice of meeting' to select a joint com­
mission as provided by this subsection, and such ordinance shall be as effective as if 
adopted by the joint bodies. 

(2) FORMULATION OF ORDINANOE, PUBI,IC HEARING. (a) Except as provided by sub­
section (1) (b) the county park commission in the case of any county, the city or village 
plan commission in the case of a city or villag'e, or if there be no such commissions, a 
committee of the governing body 01' bodies of the county, city, village 01' town which 
owns the airport site shall first formulate a tentative ordinance and hold a public hearing 
or hearing's ther80n in some puhlic place within the county, city, village 01' town. At 
lead 10 days notice of such hearing or hearings shall he given by publication in the 
omcial paper at least 3 times 01', in some newsTlaper having general circulation or by 
posting' in at least 3 public places in the area affected b~T the proposed ordinance. 

(b) The regulations, restrictions and determinations shall include, among other things, 
provisions for the limitation of the heiD:ht of huilding's, stl'11ctUl'es and ob,iects of natural 
growth located not more than 3 miles from the boundaries of the airport site. Such reg'u-
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la tions, restrictions and determinations shall specify the maximum permissible height of 
buildings, structures and ·objects of natural growth and may specify such maximum per­
missible height as a ratio hetween the permissible maximum height of the building', struc­
ture or object of natural growth above the level of the airport site and its distance from 
the nearest point on the boundary of the airport site. Fol' the purposes of this scction, 
buildings, structures and objects of natmal gJ'owth shall not be restricted to a height 
above the level of the airport site which is less than one-thirtieth of its distance from 
the boundary of the ail1}ort site in the case of class I and II airports as classified by the 
civil aeronautics administration of the United States department of commerce and one­
fortieth of its distance from the boundary of the aill}ort in the case of class III and larger 
airports as classified by said administration. ' 

(c) Should a greater restriction be deE'med necessary for the propel' protection of 
any part of the area affected, such greatcr restriction shall be secured by purchase or 
by the exercise of the right of eminent domain in the manncr provided by chapter 32. 

(d) The hcight restrictions shall not apply to legal fences 01' to farm crops which 
are cut at least once cach year. . 

(3) NONCONFORMING USES. The lawful use of land, buildings and structures existing 
at the time of the adoption 01' amendment of any ordinance undcr the authority of this 
section may be continued, although such nse does not conform with thc provisions of 
the ordinance. The cxpansion or enlargcment of a noneonforll1ing use shall be in con­
formity with the ordinance. The governing body of the owner of the aiIl)ort site may 
remove such nonconforming use 01' acquire the necessary air right over the same by 
purchase 01' cxercise of the right of eminent domain in the manner provided by chapter 
32. 

(4) BOARD OF APPEALS. (a) Any ordinance adopted under the authority of this 
section shall provide for a, board of appeals. If the county, city 01' village which is thc 
owner of the airport has a zoning ordinance adopted under provision of law other than 
this section, the board of adjustmcnt 01' board of appcals set up by such ordinance 
shall be thc board of appeals under the ordinance adopted uncleI' this section, and shall 
have duties, powers and functions as provided hy the zoning ordinance adopted undcr 
provisions of law other than this section. 

(h) If there be no such board of appeals or board of adjustment, auy regulations 
adopted under this scction shall provide for a board of appeals. Where the airport is 
oi\'ned jointly, the ordinance shall provide for a joint board of appeals. Such board 
shall bc constituted and have all the powers, duties and functions as provided in section 
62.23 (7) (e), but not more than 2 members of such board shall be owners 01' occupants 
of the area affected by the ordinance. 

(5) ENFOROEMENT. The govel'l1ing body of the county, city, village 01' town owning 
the airport site may provide for the enforcemcnt of any ordinance or regulations 
cnaded pursuant to this section. Such enforcemcnt may be by a system of permits 01' 
any other appropriate method. The governing body enacting the ordinance may provide 
for thc punishment of a violation of the ordinance by fine or imprisonment, 01' both. 

(7) SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any provision of this section 01' thc applicat.ion thereof 
to any person 01' circumstance, is held invalid, the remainder of the section anel the ap­
plication of such provisions to persons 01' circumstances other than those to which it is 
held invalid, shall not he affected thereby. [1945 c. 471j 1947 c. 486, 516] 

114.14 Equipment, control of airport; expense; regulations. (1) The governing 
body of a city, village, town 01' county which has established an air]JOl't 01' landing field, 
01' landing and take-off strip, and acquired, leased 01' set apart real property for such 
purpose, prior to J Hlmal'Y 1, 1940, may construct, improve, equip, maintain and operate 
the same, 01' may vest .iurisdiction for the construction, improyp.ment, equipment, main­
tenance and operation thereof in any suitable officer, board or body of such city, village, 
town or county. The expenses of such construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance 
and operation shall be a city, village, town or county charge as the case ma,V he. The 
governing' body of a city, village, town or county may adopt regulations, and estahlish fees 
01' ('harges for the use of such ahl)Ort 01' I anrling' field, 01' may authorizE' an officc1', board 
01' boc1y of Ruch village, city, town or county having jurisdiction to adopt such regulations 
and e8ta blish such fees or charges, subject however to the approval of such governing 
body before they shall take effect. 

(2) The govcrning body of a city, village, town 01' county which has established an 
airport may vest ,iu-osdict.ion for the construction, improvement, ef{uipment. maintenance 
and operation thereof in an airport c0111m'ssion of 3 commissioners. In the case of a county, 
such commissioncrs shall be appointed by the county judge; in the case of cities, villages 
and towns by the mayors or city manag'ers, village presidents and town chairmen, l'espec-
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tively. Their terms shall be 6 years; on the first appointment the members shall be ap­
pointed for terms of 2, 4, and 6 years, respectively. Their compensation and allowance 
for expenses shall bc as fixed by the gOVCl'lling body. Such commiosioncrs shall be persons 
especially interested in aeronautics. Such airport commission shall elect one member 
chairman and one secretary who shall keep an accurate record of all its proceedings and 
transactions and report CHch to the governing hody. Such commission shall have com­
plete and exclusive control and management over the. airport for which it has been ap­
pointed. All moneys appropriated for the constrnction, improvement, equipment, main­
tenance or operation of an aiI1)ort, managed as provided by this subsection, or eal'ned 
by such airport or made available for its construction, improvement, equipment, main­
te:nance 01' operation in allY manner whatsoever, shall be deposited with the treasurer of 
the city, village, town or county where it shall be kept in a special fun~l and paid out only 
on order of the airport commission, drawn and signed by the secretary and countersigned 
by the chairman. In case of union airports owned by 2 governmental units, one com­
missioner shall be first appointed as provided by this suhsection, the third shall be ap­
pointed alternately from each such unit starting with one from the govel'llmental unit 
whose namc comes first in the alphabet. In cases where there are 3 or more such gov­
ernmental units, one commissioner shall be appointed for each. The length of the terms 
to be served by each shall be determined by lot. The moneys available for union airports 
shall he kept in the manner provided in this subseetion in the treasury of one of the 
governmental units selected by the commission, and paid out in like manner. 

(3) In carrying out its duties the airport commission may employ a manager who may 
be a member of the commission and fix his compensation (but no member of the com­
mission shall vote on the question of his selection as manager nor on any question as to his 
compensation), and employ and fix the compensation of such other employes as may be 
deemed necessary; lllay make such contr[lcts or other arrangements as may be deemed 
necessary for the construction, improvement, eqriipment, maintenance or operation of 
the airport; may contract with the United States or any agency thereof; may contract with 
private parties for a term not to exceec110 years for tbe operation of the airport, including 
all ne.cessary arrangements for the improvement and equipment and successful operation 
thereof. Proyided, that in no case shall the puhlic be depriyed of equal and uniform use 
of the airport; and further, that no act, contract, lease 01' any activity of the ai11)011; 
commission shall be or become a hinding contract on any government unit unless ex­
pressly authorizec1, and thon only to the extent so expressly authorized. [1943 c. 269] 

114.15 Appropriation, taxation for airports. The local authorities of a city, vil­
lage, town 01' county to which this chapter is applicable haying' power to appropriate money 
therein may annually aPPl'opriate and cam;c to be rfli-c(l hI' taxatlon in such city, village, 
town or county, a sum sufficient to carry out the proyisions of thlS chapter. 

114.151 Union airports. All powers conferred upon any connty, city, village or 
town by sections 114.11 to 114.15, relating> to the acquisition, establishment, construction, 
ownership, control, lease, eqnipment, improvement, maintenance, operation and regula­
tion of airpfwts or landing' fields may be exercised by any 2 or more municipalities in 
the estahlishment, acquisition, equipment and operation of joint ail1)Orts or landing 
fields.

114.30 Aeronautics commission. (1) MEMBERSHIP. There is hereby created a 

state aeronautics commission consisting of 5 members to be appointed by the governor 
with the advice and consent of the senate. The members of the said commission shall be 
men qualified by their knowledge of, experience in or interest in aeronautics. OJ' the 
members ilrst appointed, 2 shall serve for terms ending April 30, 1947; 2 for terms 
ending on April 30, 1949; and one for a term ending on April 30, ID51. Successive mem­
bers shall be appointed for terms of 6 years each. :NIem bel'S shall continue to serve until 
their successor is appointed and qualified. Members of the commission shall receive no 
pay for their services as such members, but shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary 
expenses incmred in the performance of thei1' duties. 

(2) ORGANIZATION, MEETING, ~EPORT. The commission shall, within 30 clays afte1' its 
appointment, meet, organize, adopt a seal, and make such rules and regulations for its 
administration, -not inconsistent herewith, as it may deem expedient and may from tillle 
to time amend such rules and regulations. At such organization meeting it shall elect 
from among its members a chairman, a vice chai1'man, and a sec1'etary, to servE'. fo1' one 
year, and annually thereafte1' shall elert snch officers; all to S81'Ve until their Si1CCeSSOl'S 
are appointed and qualified. Meetings may be calle(l h~T the chairman and shall be called 
on the request of 2 members, and may be held as often as ncc8ssary, and may be at 
places other than the state capitol. Three members shall constitute a qnorulll for the 
transaction of business. All regular and special commission meetings shall be open to 
the public. It shall report in writing to the govel'llor on OJ' about December 1 of each 
yEar. Said report shall contain a summary of its proceedings during' the preceding fiscal 
year. a detailed and itemized statement of all revenue and of all expenditures made by 
or in behalf of the commission, such other information as it may deem necessary 01' 
useful and any additional information which may be requested by the governor. 

(3) DIRECTOR; SALARY, QUALIFICATIONS, DU'l'IES. The commission shall employ a 
director of ael'onautics who shall continue in office at the pleasul'e of the commission 
and whose salary shall be fixed by the commission, but not to exceed $5,000 per yeal', 
anel shall be reimbursed for all traveling and other expenses incl1l'l'ed by him in the 
dischaTg'e of his official duties. Said director shall be a person having executive ability 
and experience in ael'onautics, and shall not be suhject to the provisions of chapter 16 
governing' the competitive division of the classified service. He shall be administrative 
head of the commission, shall he l'esponsih1e to the commission fo1' the execution of it" 
policies; and shall exercise the powers of the commission in the interim of its meeting's 
hut subordinate thereto. He shall not have any perllniary interest in or any stock in or 
any bonds of any civil aeronautics entel'prise. [1M5 o. 513J 

114.31 Powers and duties of commission. (1) GENERAL. The commission shall 
have geuel'al supervision of. aerQuautiCfJ in the state and promot~ an~l fQster 8\lounc1

development of aviation in this state, promote aviation education and training programs, 
assist in the development of aviation and aviation facilities, safeguard the interests of 
those engaged in all phases of aviation, formulate andTecommencl and promote reasonable 
regulations in the interests of safety, and coordinate state aviation activities with those 
of other states and the federal govel'llment and in general prepare for the generally 
expected extensive expansion of aviation following the termination of YVorld War II. 
The commission shall have all powers that are necessary to carry out its policies. The 
commission is especially charged with the duty of informing itself regarding all federal 
laws that affect aeronautics in this state, all regulations pursuant to such laws, and all 
pending legislation providing for a national airport system, in order that it may reCOlll­
mend t9 the gOVCl'llor and the legisla tme such measmcs as will best enable this sta te to 
derive the maximum benefits from such legislation if and when it shall become effcchre. 
It shall he the duty of all other siate boards, commissions, departments and institutions, 
especially the appropriate educational institutions to cooperate with the aeronautics 
cOllllllission. 

(2) STUDIES AND INVESTIGATIONS. It shall conduct studies and investig'ations with 
reference to the most effective development and operation of airports and all other 
aeronautical facilities, a11(l issue reports of its finc1ings from time to time. 

(3) AVIATION EDUOATION AND TRAINING. In cooperation with the appropriate edu­
cational institutions of the state, and jointly with them it shall formulate programs of 
aviation education and training, anc1 disseminate inf0l1nation regarding such programs. 

(4) CO-OPERATION WITH FEDERAL AERONAUTICAL AGENOY. It shall cooperate with and 
assist the federal govel1unent, the political subdivisions of this stftte, and others engag'ed 
in aO'onal1tics or the promotion of aeronautics, alH1 shall seek to coordinate the aero­
nautical activities of these bodies. To this end, the commission is empowered to confer 
with or to hola joint hearings with any fedoral aeronautical agency in connection with 
any matter arising' under chapter 114, relating to the sounc1 development of aeronautics, 
and to avail it~elf of tllC cooperation, services, records and facilities of such federal 
agencies, as funy as may be practicable, in the administration of said sections. It shall 
furnish to the federal agencies its cooperation, services, records and facilities, in so far 
as may be practicable. 

(5) Am lIfARKING SYSTElIL It shall cooperate with the federal gove111ment in any 
air marking system anc1 weather information. 

(6) TEOHNICAL SERVICES TO :!lIUNIOIPALITIES. It may, in so far as is reasonably 
possible, offer the engineering or other technical service of the commission, without 
charge, to any municipality desiring them in connection with the constrnction, main­
tenance or operation or proposed construction, maintenance or operation of an airnort. 
nfunicipalities are authorizec1 to cooperate with the commission in the development of 
aeronautics and aeronautical facilities in this state. The state planning board and all 
other agencies are authorized anc1 directed to make available snch facilities and services, 
and to cooperate as far as possible to promote the best interests of aeronautics of tho 
state.

114.32 Fedoral aid for airports. (1) COllI:HISSION MAY AOOEPT. The commission is 
authorized to co operate with the government of the United States, anc1 any agency or 
department thereof in the acquisition, con7truction, improvement, maintenance and oper­
ation of airports and other air navigation facilities in this state, and to comply with the 
laws of the United States and any regulations :Q1ade thereunder for the expenditure of 
federal moneys upon such ai11)Orts and other air navigation facilities, and may enter into 
any contracts necessary to accomplish such purpose. It is authorized to accept, receive 
anel receipt for federal moneys and other moneys, either public or private, for anc1 in 
behalf of this state or any municipality thereof, for training and education programs, for 
the acquisition, construction, improvcment, maintenance ana operation of airports and 
other aeronautical facilities, whether such work is to be done h." the state or by such mu, 
nicipalities. or jointly, aided hy grants of aid from the United States, upon such terms 
and conditions as are or may be prescribed by la \vs of the United States and any rules or 
regulations made thereunder, and it is authorized to act as agent of any municipality of 
this state upon the regued of such nll111icipa lity, in accepting', receiving and receipting for 
such moneys in its behalf for airports, and in contracting fo1' the acquisition, improve­
ment, maintenance or operation of air])ol'ts nnance(l either in who'e or in part by fec1rral 
moneys, and the governing' body of any such municipality is authorized to c1esignate the 
commission as its agent for such purposes and to enter into an agreement with it prescrib­
ing' the terms and conditions of such agency in accordance with federal laws, rules and 
l'cg'ulations and with chapter 114. Such moneys as are paid over by the United States 
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government shall be retained by the state or paid over to said municipalities under such 
terms and conditions as may be imposed by the United States government in making snch 
grants. 

(3) CONTRACTS. All contracts for the acquisition, construction, improvement, main­
tenance and operation of airports and other' aeronautical facilities, made by the com­
mission either as the agent of this state or as the agent of any municipality, shall be 
made pursuant to the laws of this state governing the making of like contracts; pro­
vided, however, that where the acquisition, construction, improvement, maintenance and 
operation of any airport 01' landing strip and other aeronautical facilities is financed 
or partially financed with federal moneys, the commission, as agent of the state or of any 
municipality thereof, may let contracts in the manner prescribed by the federal author­
ities, acting under the laws of the United States, and any rules or regulations made 
thereunder, notwithstanding any other state law to the contrary. 

(4) DISPOSITION OF FEDERAL FUNDS. All moneys accepted for disbursement by 
the commission pursuant to this section shall be deposited in the state treasury, and, 
unless otherwise prescribed by the authority from which the money is received, kept in 
separate funds, designatcd according to the purpose for which the moneys were made 
available, and held by the state in trust for such purposes. All snch moneys are ap­
propriated for the purposes for which the same were made available to be expended in 
accordance with federal laws and regulations and with chapter 114. The commission is 
authorized, whether acting for this state or as the agent of any of its municipalities, 01' 
when requested by the United States government or any agency 01' department thereof, 
to disburse such moneys for the designated purposes, but this shall not preclude any 
other authorized method of disbursement. 

(5)'tNo county, city, village or town, whether acting singly or jointly with a· county, 
city, village 01' town, shall submit to the administrator of civil aeronautics of the United 
States any project application under the provisions of section 9 (a) of the federal airport 
act, 01' any amendment thereof, unless the project and the project application have been 
first approved by the commission.~rNo such county, city, village 01' town shall directly ac­
cept, receive, receipt for or disburs~ any funds granted by the United States under the fed­
eral airport act, hut it shall desig'nate the commission as its agent and in its behalf to 
accept, receive, receipt for and disburse such funds. It shall enter into an agreement with 
the commission prescribing the terms and conditions of. the commission's functions under 
such agency in accordance with federal laws, rules and regulations and applicable laws of 
this state.

114.33 Initiation of airport project; sponsorship. (1) Any county, city, village 
or town, either singly or jointly with one or more counties, cities, villages or towns, desir­
ing to sponsor an ail1)01't development project to be constructed with federal aid as pro­
vided by the federal airport act and state aid or with the state a.id alone as provided by 
this chapter, may initiate such project in the manner provided by this section. Any state 
agency may initia.te and sponsor an airport project in the same manner as a local govern­
ing body. 

(2) Such initiation shall be hy a petition filed with the commission by the governing 
body 01' bodies of the counties, cities, villages 01' towns desiring to sponsor the project, 01' 

by the state agency setting forth among other things that the airport is necessary and the 
reason therefor; the class of the airport that it is desired to develop, the location in gen· 
eral, and the proposed site if such has been tentatively selected; the character, extent and 
kind of improvement desired under the project, and any other statements that the petition­
ers may desire to make. On receipt of such petition there shall be a hearing in the matter 
by the commission at some place convenient to the petitioners. At least 10 days' notice shall 
be given to each petitioning governing boay 01' state agency by reg'istel'ed letter addressed 
to the clerk thereof, and in the case of petitioning g'ovel'lling bodies hy publication in one 
or more newspapers likely to give notice of such hearing. 

(3) The commission shall make its finding within a reasonable time after the hearing. 
If such finding be generally favorable to the development petitioned for. the commission 
shall notify the petitioners to that effect by filing a copy of its finding, which shall includf:' 
among other things the location of the approved site, the character and extent of the im­
provements deemed necessary, and an approximate estimate of the costs and the amount 
to be paid by the sponsor. Such favorable finding shall constitute approval of the ail1)Ort 
Rite so specified as a portion of the state airport system. f6n l'eceipt of such favora.ble 
finding the sponsors shall take action at their next meeting" toward providing their share 
of the cost and shall rn'omptly notify the commission. The sponsors may proceed in 
accordance with the finding to acquire the site and to make master development plans and 
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project plans, and shall he entitled to receive credit therefor as provided by the federal 
airport act and by this chapter. On completion and approval of the plans a revised 
estimate of the project costs shall'be made for the purposes of the project application. 

(4) All projects for the development of aiI1)Orts with federal aid shall be in compliance 
with the federal airport act, and the regulations under it. All plans and other arrange­
ments for development of projects with state aid alone shall be subject to the approval of 
the commission. 

(5) The sponsor's share of the cost of a project shall be deposited in the state treas­
ury promptly on request of the commission, to be held in trust for the purposes of the 
project. Such request shall not be made by the commission until acceptable bids have 
been received, in the case of projects to be carried out by contract, or approved arrange­
ments have been made for a county 01' municipality to do the work in a manner similar 
to the applicable provisions of section 84.06 (3). The commission need not request deposit 
of the entire share at anyone time;J(The commission shall have the right to suspend 01' 

discontinue proceedings or construction relative to any projeet at any time if any sponsor 
shall fail to pay the amonnt properly required of it as its contribution to such project in 
accordance with the request of the commission. [1945 c. 513; 1947 c. 548] 

114.34 State and sponsor's share of costs. (1) The costs of projects uncleI' the 
federal airport act, in excess of the federal government's share, shall be bOl'lle by the 
sponsor and the state. The state shall pay not more than one-half of such excess costs. Sub-. 
ject to the limitations set out in section 114.35, a sponsor who has secured aVproval of a 
project application prior to August 23, 1947 shall be entitled to state aid in accordance 
with this section. . 

(2) The costs of projects not under the fedeml airport act shall be borne' 1)y the 
sponsor and the state. The state shall pay not more than one-half of such costs, which 
may include the cost of the land, the cost of lands or interest in lands deemed necessary 
for the protection of the aerial approaches, the cost of formulating' the project applica­
tion and preparing the plans and specifications, the cost of construction and of all 
facilities deemed necessary for the operation of the airport. The state shall not con­
tribute to the cost of hangars. [1947 c. 548; 43.08 (3)] 

114.35 Pederal aid; state and local funds. (1) It is declared to he the policy of 
the state to provide each year an amount approximately equal to the estimated average 
amount to be apportioned to the state under the federal airport act. The commission 
shall use the amount provided by the state to assist sponsors in matching the federal aid 
that they may become available to the state under section 6 (a) of the federal airport act 
or available to specific projects within the state that they may be determined hy the 
administrator under section 6 (b) of the federal ail'port act to aid sponsors in the devel­
opment of approved projects on the state system independent of federal aid and for air­
marking and ail' navigation facilities. 

(2) In order that tlH~ people from all parts of the state may have opportunity to 
benefit from the airports and other aeronautical facilities to be developed under the 7-yeal' 
program contemplated by the federal airport act, the commission shall mak~ a preliminary 
apportionment of the amount estimated to become available to the state under section 
6 (a) of such act in the course of the 7-year program, for airport development by each 
county and its cities, villages and towns. Such preliminary apportionment for airport 
development by each county and its cities, villages and towns, shall be three-fourths in 
the proportion which the total population of the county bears to the total population of 
the state and one-fourth in the proportion which the total area of each county bears to 
the total area of the state. . 

(3) The amount of felleral aid made available for airport development under section 
6 (a) of the federal airport act by any county and its cities, villages and towns throllgb 
applications approved prior to July 1, 1949, shall not cxcecfl the preliminary apportion­
ment to that county, but allocations of federal aid made prior to August 23, 1947 shall not 
be affected by th;f; R8ction. Federal aid for proiects on or after July 1, 1949, shall be 
marIe available without reference to such preliminary apportionment. [1947 c. 548; 
43.08 (3)]
