A person has "notice" of a fact within the meaning of this chapter when the person 
who claims the benefit of the notice (a) states the fact to such person, or (b) delivers 
through the mail, or by other means of communication, a written statement of the fact to 
such person or to a proper person at his place of business or residence.

123.02 Rules of construction. (1) The rule that statutes in derogation of the com-
monlaw are to be strictly construed shall have no application to this chapter. 

(2) The law of estoppel shall apply under this chapter. 
(3) The law of agency shall apply under this chapter. 
(4) This chapter shall be so interpreted and construed as to effect its general purpose 

to make uniform the law of those states which enact it. 
(5) This chapter shall not be construed so as to impair the obligations of any coutract 

existing July 9, 1915, nor to affect any action or proceedings begun or right accrued before 
said date. 

(6) In any case not. provided foi' in this chapter the rules of law and equity, in­
cluding the law merchant, shall govern. [43.08 (3)] 
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123.03 Partnership defined. (1) A partnership is an association of two 01' more 
persons to carryon as co-owners a business for profit. 

(2) But any association formed under any other statute of this state, or any statute 
!trlopted by authority, other than the authority of this state, is not a partnership under 
this chapter. unless such association wonld have been a partnership in this state prior to 
the adoption of this chapter; but this chapter shall apply to limited partnerships except 
in so far as the statutes relating to such partnerships are inconsistent herewith.

123.04 Determination of whether partnership exists. In determining whether a 
partnership exists, these rules shall apply: 

(1) Except as provided by section 123,13, persons who are not partners as to each 
other are not partners as to third persons. 

(2) Joint tenancy, tenancy in common, tenancy by the entiret.ies, joint propert.y, com­
mon property, or part ownership does not of itself establish a partnership, whether such 
eo-owners do or do not share any profits made by the use of the property. 

(3) The sharing of gross retul'llS does not of itself estahlish a partnership, whether 01' 

not the persons sharing them have a joint or common right or interest in any property 
from which the returns are derived. 

(4) The receipt by a person of a share of the profits of a business is prima facie evi­
dence that he is a partner in the business, but no such inference shall be drawn if such 
profits were received in pnyment as a debt by instalments or otherwise; as wages of an 
employe or rent to a landlorc1; as an annuit.y to a widow or representative of a deceased 
partner; as interest on a loan, thoug'h the amount of payment vary with the profits of the 
business; or as the consideration for the sale of the good will of a business or other 
property by instalments or otherwise. 

123.05 Pa,rtnership property. (1) All property originally brought into the part· 
nership stock or subserjuently acquil'ecl, by purchase or otherwise, on account of the part­
nership is partnership property. 

(2) Unless the contrary intention appears, property acquired with part.nership funds is 
partnership property. 

(3) Any estate in real property may be acquired in the partnership name. Title so 
acquired can be conveyed only in the partnership name, 

(4) A conveyance to a partnership in the partnership name, though without words of 
inheritance, passes the entire estate of the grantor unless a contrary intent appears. 

123.06 Partners are agents of partnership. (1) Every partner is an agent of the 
partnership for the pl1l'pose of its business, and the act of every partner, including the 
rxecution in the partnership name of any instrument, for apparently carrying' on in 
the usnal '1'ay the business of the partnership of which he is a member binds the part­
nership, unless the partner so acting has in fact no authority to act for the partnership 
in the particular matter, and the person with whom he is dealing has knowledge of the 
fact that he has no snch anthOl'ity. 

(2) An act of a partner which is not apparently for the carrying on of the business 
of the partnership in the usual way does not bind the partnership unless authorized by 
the other partners. 

(3) Unless authorized by the other partners 01' unless they have abandoned the busi­
ness, one or more but less than all the partners have no authority to: (a) Assign the 
partnership property in trust for creditors 01' on the assignee's promise to pay the debts 
of the partnership; (b) dispose of the good will of the business; (c) do any other act 
which would make it impossible to carryon the ordinary business of the partnership; 
(cl) confess a judgment; or (e) submit a partnership claim 01' liability to arbitration 01' 

reference. 
(4) No act of a partner in contravention of a restriction on his authority shall bind 

the partnership to persons having knowledge of the restriction. 

123.07 Conveyance of real property of partnership. (1) Where title to real prop­
erty is in the partnership name, any partner may convey title to such property by a con­
veyance executed in the partnership name; but the partnership may recover such prop­
erty unless the partner's act binds the partnership under the provisions of subsection (1) 
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of section 123.06, or unless such property has been conveyed by the g'l'antee or it person 
claiming through such grantee to a holder for value without knowledge that the partner, 
in making the conveyance, has exceeded his authority. 

(2) Where title to real property is in the name of the partnership, a conveyance exe­
cuted by a partner, in his own name, passes the equitable interest of the partnership, 
provided the act is one within the authority of the partner under the provisions of sub­
section (1) of section 123.06. 

(3) ,Yhere title to real property is in the name of one or more but not all the part­
ners, and the record does not disclose the right of the partnership, the partners in whose 
name the title stands may convey title to such property, but the partnership may recover 
such property if the partners' act does not bind the partnership under the provisions of 
subsection (1) of section 123.06, unless the purchaser or his assignee, is a holder for 
value, without knowledge. 

(4) Where the title to real property is in the name of one or more 01' all the part. 
ners, or ill a third perSOll in trust for the partnership, a conveyance executed hy a part­
ner in the partnership naine, 01' in his own name, passes the equitable interest of the 
partnership, provided the act is one within the authority of the partner under the pro­
visions of subsection (1) of section 123.06. 

(5) Where the title to real property is in the names of all the partners a conveyance 
executed by all the partners passes all their rights in such property. 

123.08 Admission by pal'tnel' is evidence against the partnership. An admission 01' 

repl'esenta tion matlp by any partner concerning partnership affairs within the scope of 
his authority as conferred by this chapter is evidence against the partnership. 

123.09 Notice to or knowledge of partner charges partnership. Notice to any part­
ner of any matter relating to partnership affairs, amI the knowledge of the partner act­
ing in the pal'ticular matter, acquired while a partner or thcn present to his mind, and 
the knowlcdg-c of any other partner who l'easona hly could and should have communicated 
it to the actin?: partner, opcrate &s notice to or knowledge of the partnership, except ill 
the case of a fraud on the partnership committed by 01' with the consent of that partner. 

123.10 Partnership liable for wrongful act of partner. "Where, by any wrongful 
act or omission of any partner acting in the onliwuy course of the business of the part­
nership, 01' with the authority of his copartners, loss or injury is caused to any person, 
not heing a partner in the partnership, or any penalty is incurred, the partnership is 
liable therefor to the same extent as the partner so acting or omitting to act. 

123.11 P",rtllersliip liable on partner's breach of trust. '1'he partnerr;hip is bound 
to make good the loss: (a) "There one partner acting within the scope of his apparent 
authority receives money 01' property of a thil'<1 person and misapplies it; aml (b) where 
the partnership in the course of its business receil'cs money 01' property of a thin] per­
son and the money 01' property so received is misapplied by any partner while it is in 
the custody of the partnership. 

123.12 Liability of partners. All partners are liable: (a) Joint.ly and severally for 
everything chargea hIe to the partnership 11nrler sections 123.10 and 123.11; (1) jointly 
for all other debts and obligations of the partnership; but any partner may enter into a 
separate obligation to perform a partnership contract. 

123.13 Partnership by estoppel. (1) When a person, by words spoken 01' written 
or by conduct, represents himself, or consents to another representing him to anyone, 
as a partner in an existing partnership or with one or more persons not actual partners, 
he is liable to any such person to whom such representation has been made, who 118,s, on 
the faith of snch representation, given credit to the actual or apparent partnership, and 
if he has marIe snch representation or consented to its heing' made in a public- manner 
he is liable to such person, whether the representation has or has not he en made or com­
nmnicated to such person so giving credit hy or with the knowledge of the apparent part­
ner making the representation 01' consenting to its heing made (a) when a partner.,hip 
liability results, he is liable as though he were an actual member of the partnership; 
(b) when no partnership liabilit,Y results, he is liable jointly with the other persons, if 
any, so consenting' to the contract or representation as to inclU' liability, otherwise sepa­
rately. 

(2) When a person has been thus repreRsntec1 to he a partner in an existing partner­
ship, or with one or more persons not actual partuers, he is an agent of the persons con­
senting to such represeutation to bind them to the same extent and in the same manner 
as though he were a partner in fact, with respect to persons who rely upon the representa­
tion. Where all the members of the existing partnership consent to the representation, a 
partnership act 01' obligation results; hut in all other cases it is the joint act or obliga­
tion of the person acting and the person8 consenting to the representatlOll. 
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Note. Ostensible partnership, when reli\ld no]onger be respUl!sible; such notification 
on, imposes the same obligations to third relieved him frum liability on his copartner's 
versons as actual partnership.

123.14 Liability of incoming partner. A person admitted as a partner into an 
existing partnership is liable for all the obligations .of the partnership arising before his 
admitsion as thongh he had been a partner when snch obligations were incurred, except 
that this liability shall be satisfied only out of partnership property. 

123.15 Rights and duties of partners. 'rhe rights and duties of the partners in 
relation to the partnership shall be determined, subject to any agreement between the~ 
by the following rules: 

(1) Each partner shall be repaid his contributions, whether by way of capital or ad­
vances to the partnership property and share equally in the profits and surplus remaining 
after all liabilities, including those to partners, are satisfied; and must contribute towards 
the losses, whether of capital or otherwise, sustained by the partnership according to hio 
share in the profits. 

(2) The partnership must indemnify every partner in respect of payments made and 
pei'sonalliabilities reasonably incul'l'ed by him in the ordinary and proper conduct of its 
business, or for the preservation of its business 01' property. 

(3) A partner, who in aid of the partnership makes any payment or advance beyond 
the amount of capital 'which he agreed to contribute, shall be paid interest frol11 the date 
of the payment 01' advance. 

(4) A partner shall receive interest on the capital contributed by him only from the 
date when repayment should be made. 

(5) All partners have equal rights in the management and conduct of the partner­
ship business. 

(6) No partner is entitled to remuneration for acting in the partnership business, 
except that a surviving partner is entitled to reasonable compensation for his services in 
winding up the partnership affairs. . 

(7) No person can become a member of a partnership without the consent of all the 
partner::!. 

(8) Any difference arising as to ordilll1ry matters connected with the partnership 
business may be decided by a majority of the partners; but no act in contravention of any 
agreement between the partners may be done rightfully without the consent of all the 
partners.

123.16 Partnership books. The partnership books shall be kept, subject to any 
agreement between the partners, at the principal place of business of the partnership, 
and every partner shall at all times have access to and may inspect and copy any of them. 

123.17 Partners must render information. Partners shall render on demand true 
and full informa tiOll of all things affecting the partnership to any partner 01' the legal 
representative of any deceased partner 01' partner under legal disability. 

123.18 Partner accountable as fiduciary. (1) Every partner must account to the 
partnership for any benefit, and hold as trustee for it any profits derived by him without 
the consent of the other partners from any transaction connected with the formation, 
conduct, or liquidation of the partnership 01' from any use by him of its property. 

(2) This section applies also to the representatives of a deceased partner engaged in 
the liquidation of the affairs of the partnership as the personal representatives of tlH' 
last surviving partner.

123.19 Right to an account. Any partner shall have the right to a formal account 
as to partnership affairs: (a) If he is wrollgfully excluded from the partnership business 
or possession of its property by his copartners; (b) if the right exists under the terms of 
any agreement; (c) as provided by section 123.18; or (d) whenever other circumstances 
render it just and reasonable. 

Note. Questions arising in an action for a partnership accounting are discussed in 
Caveney v. Caveney. 234 'Y 037, 291 NW 818. 
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123.20 After fixed term partnership continues as pat:tnership at will. (1) When 
a partnership for a fixed term 01' particular undertaking is continued after the termina­
tion of such term or particular undertaking without any express agreement, the rights 
and duties of the partners remain the same as they were at such termination, so far as is 
consistent with a partnership at will. 

(2) A continuation of the business by the partners 01' such of them as habitually acted 
therein during the term, without any settlement or liquidation of the partnership affairs, is 
prima facie evidence of a continuation of the partnership. 

123.21 Property rights of partner. (1) The property rights of a partner are bis 
rights in specific partnership property, his interest in the partnership, and his right to 
participate in the management. 

(2) A partner is co-owner with his partners of specific partnership property holding as 
a tenant in partnership. 

(3) The incidents of this tenancy are such tbat: 
(a) A partner, subject to tbe provisions of this chapter and to any agreement between 

the partners, has an equal right with his partners to possess specific partnership property 
for partnership purposes; but he has no right to possess such property for any other pur· 
pose without the consent of his partners. 

(b) A partner's right in specific partnership property is not assignable except in con-
nection with the assignment of the rights of all the partners in the same property. . 

(c) A partner's right in specific partnership property is not subject to attachment or 
execution, except on a claim against the partnership. IVhen partnership property is at­
tached for a partnership debt the partners, 01' any of them, or the representatives of a 
deceased partner, cannot claim any right under the homestead 01' exemption laws. 

(d) On the death of a partner his right in specific partnership property vests in the 
surviving partner or partners, except where the deceased was the last surviving partner, 
when his right in such property vests in his legal representative. Such surviving' partner 
or partners, 01' the legal representative of the last surviving' partner, has no right to pos­
sess the partnership property for any but a partnership purpose .. 

(e) A partner's right in specific partnership property is not subject to dowel', CUl'­

tesy, 01' allowances to widows, heirs, 01' next of kin.

123.22 Partner's interest in partnership. A partner's interest in the partnership is 
his share of the profits and surplus, and the same is persollal property. 

123.23 Assignment of partner's interest. (1) A conveyance by a partner of his 
interest in the partnership does not of itself dissolve the partnership, nor, as against the 
other partners in the absence of agreement, entitle the assignee, during the continnance 
of the partnership, to interfere in the mimagment 01' administration of the partnership 
business or affairs, 01' to require any information or account of partnership transactions, 
or to inspect the partnership books; but it merely entitles the assig'nee to receive in. ac­
cordance with his contract the profits to which the assigning partner would otherwise be 
entitled. 

(2) In case of a dissolution of the partnership, the assig~ee is entitled to receive hi.­
assignor's interest and may recluire an account from the date only of the last aCCOUll, 
agreed to by all the partners. 

123.24 Partner's interest chargeable as such with judgment lien. (1) On due ap­
plication to a competent court by any judgment creditor of· a partner, the court wbich 
entered the judgment, order, 01' decree, or any other court, may eharge the interest of 
the debtor partner with payment of the unsatisfied amount of snch juc1g'ment debt with 
Interest thereon; and may then or later appoint a receiver of his share of the profits, and 
of any other money due 01' to fall clue to him in l'espect to the partnership, and make aJl 
o'ther orders, directions, accounts and inquiries which the debtor partner might have mack. 
01' which the circumstances of the case may require. 

(2) The interest charged may be redeemed at any time before foreclosnre, 01' in case of 
a sale being dil'ected by the court may be purchased without thereby causing' a dissolu­
tion: (a) With separate property, by anyone 01' more of the partners; or (b) with part­
nership property, by anyone or more 'of the partners with the consent of all the partners 
whose interests are not so charged 01' sold. 

(3) Nothing in this chapter shall be held to deprive a partner of his right, if any, under 
the exemption laws, as regards his interest in the partnership. 

123.25 Dissolution of partnership defined. (1) 'rhe dissolution of a partnership is 
the change in the Tela tion of the partners caused by any partner ceasing to be associated 
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in the carrying on as distinguished from the winding llP of the business. 
(2) On dissolution the partnership is not terminated, but contiuues until the winding 

up of partnership affairs is completed. 
123.26 Causes of dissolution. Dissolution is caused: 
(1) Without violation of the agreement between the partners (a) by the termination 

of the definite term or particular undertaking specified in the agreement, (b) by the ex­
press will of any partner when no definite term or particular undertaking is specified, 
(c) by the express will of all the partners who have not assigned their interests or suffered 
them to be charged for their separate debts, either befor8 or after the termination of any 
specified term or particular undertaking, (el) by the expulsion of any partner from the 
busmess bona fide in accordance with such a power conferred by the agreement between 
the partners ; 

(2) In contravention of the agreement between the partners, where the circumstances 
do not permit a dissolution under any other provision of this section, by the express will of 
any partner at any time; 

(3) By any event which makes it unlawful for the business of the partnership to be 
carried on 01' for the members to carry it on in partnership; 

(4) By the death of any partner; 
(5) By the bankruptcy of any partner 01' the partnership; 
(6) By decree of court under section 123.27.

. 123.27 Dissolution by decree of court. (1) On applieation by 01' for a partner the 
court shall decree a dissolution whenever: (a) A partner has been declared a lunatic in 
any judicial proceeding' or is shown to be of unsound mimI; (b) a partner becomes in 
\\ny other way incapable of performing- his part of the partnership contract; (c) a part­
ner has been guilty of such conduct as tends to affect prejudicially the carrying' on of the 
business; (c1) a pariner wilfully 01' persistently 'comllli ts a breach of the partnership agree­
ment, or otherwise so conc1ncts himself in matters relating to the partnership business that 
it is not reasonably pradicable to carryon the business in partnership with him; (e) tho 
business of the partnership can only be carried on at a loss; or (f) other circulllstances 
render a dissolution equitable. 

(2) On the application of the purchaser of a partner's interest under sections 123.23 
or 123.24: (a) After the termination of the specified term or particular undertaking; 
(b) at any time if the partnership was a partnership at will when the interest was assigned 
or when the charging order was issued. 

123.28 Dissolution terminates agency of partner. Except so far as may be neces­
sary to wind up partnership affairs or to complete transactions begun but not then fin­
ished, dissolution terminates all authority of any partn~r to act for the partnership, with 
respect to the partners, when the dissolution is noi;. by the act, bankruptcy 01' death of a 
partnel'; 01' when the dissolution is by such act, bankruptcy or death of a partner, ill 
cases where section 123.29 so requires, and with respect to persons not partners, as de­
clared in section 123.30. 

123.29 Liability of dissolving partner to partners contiuues ulltil kuowledge of dis­
solution. ,Vhere the dissolution is caused by the act, death 01' bankruptcy of a partner, 
each partner is liable to his copartners for his share of any liability createu by any part­
ner acting fo'1' the partnership as if the partnership had not bee,n dissolved unless (a) the 
dissolution being by act of auy partner, the partner acting for the partnership had lmow1-
edge of the dissolution, or (b) the dissolution being by the death or bankruptcy of a 
partner, the partner acting for the partnership had knowledge or notico of the death or 
bankruptcy. 

123.30 Partner's agency after dissolution. (1) After dissolution a partner can 
bind the partnership except as provided in subsection (3): . 

(a) By any act appropriate for winding up partnership affairs or completing trans­
actions unfinislJed at dissolution. 

(b) By any transaction which would bind the partnership if dissolution had not taken 
place, provided the other party to the transaction 

1. Had extended credit to the partnership prior to dissolution and had no knowledge 
or notice of the dissolution j or 

2. 'fhongh he had not so extended credit, had nevertheless known of tho partnership 
prior to dissolution and, having no knowledge or notice of dissolution, the fact of disso· 
liltion had not been advertised in a lJewspaper of general circulation in the place (01' ill 
each place if more than one) at which the partnership business was regularly carried 011. 

(2) The liability of a partner under subdivision (b) of subsection (1) shall be satis­
iled out of partnership assets alone when sueh partner had been prior to dissolution 
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(a) Unknown as a partner to the persons with whom the contract is made; and 
(b) So far unknown and inact.ive in partnership affairs that the business reputation 

of the partnership could not be said to have been in any degree due to his connection 
with it. 

(3) The partnership is in no case bound by any act of a partner after dissolution 
(a) Where the partnership is dissolved because it is unlawful to carryon the business, 

unless the act is appropriate for winding up partnership affairs; or 
(b) Where the partner has become bankrupt; 01' 

(c) Where the partner has no authority to wind up partnership affairs, except by a 
transaction with one who 

1. Had extended credit to the partnership prior to dissolution and had no kllowlerlge 
or notice of his want of authority; or 

2. Had not extended credit to the partnership prior to dissolution, and having no 
knowledge or notice of his want of authority, the fact of his want of authority had not 
been advertised in the manner provided for advertising the fact of dissolution in para­
graph 2 of subdivision (b) of subsection (1). 

(4) Nothing in this section.shall affect the liability under section 123.13 of any person 
who after dissolution represents himself or consents to another representing him as a 
partner in a partnership engaged in carrying on business. 

123.31 Discharge of existing liabilities on dissolution. (1) The dissolntion of the 
pal'tnership does not of itself discharge the existing liability of any partner. 

(2) A partner is discharged from any existing liability upon dissolution of the part· 
nership hy an agreement to that effect between himself, the partnership creditor and the 
person or partnership continuing the business; and such agreement may be inferred from 
the course of dealing between the creditor having knowledge of the dissolution and the 
person 01' partnership continuing the business. 

(3) Where a person agrees to assume the existing' obligations of a disBol ved partner­
ship, the partners whose obligations have been assumed shall be discharged from any 
liability to any creditor of the partnership who, knowing of the agreement, consents to a 
material alteratien in the nature or time of payment of such obligations. 

(4) The individual property of a deceased partner shall be liable for all obligations 
of the partnership incurred while he was a partner but subject to the prior payment of 
his separate debts. 

Kot", The bankruptcy of the one partner, 
the dissolution of the partnership thereby, 
and the assumption of a partnership debt by 
the renlaining partners by their execution 
of a note in renewal of the original note 
signed by all the ]1artners, did not operate 
to discharge the remaining partners from 

the original liability or to release the guar­
antor on the original note, within the pro­
visions of the uniform partnershiJ) act, 
123.26 (5) and 123.31 (2) and (3).

123.32 Right to wind up. Unless., otherwise agreed, the partners who have not 
wrongfully dissolved the partnership 01' the legal representative of the last surviving part­
ner, not bankrupt, has the right to wind up the partnership affairs; provided, however, 
that any partner, his legal representative, or his assignee, upon canse sh01vn, may obtain 
winding' up by the court. 

123,33 Application of partnership property on dissolution. (1) When dissolution 
is caused in any way, except in contravention of the partnership agreement, each partner, 
as against his copart.ners and all persons claiming throug'h them in respect. of their inter­
ests in the partnerships, unless otherwise agreed, may have the partnership properly ap­
plied to discharge its liabilities, and the surplus applied to pay in cash the net amount 
owing to the respectiye partners. But if dissolution is canser] by expulsion of a partner, 
bona fide under the partnership agreement, and if the expelled partner is discharg'ed from 
all partnership liabilities, either by payment or agreement under the provisions of sub. 
section (2) of section 123.31, he shall receive in cash only the net amount due him from 
the partnership. 

(2) When dissolution is caused in contravention of the partnership agreement the 
rio'hts of the partners shall be as follows: 

t> (a) Each partner who has not cansen dissolntion wrongfully shall have all the rights 
specified in subsection (1) of this section, and the right, as against each partner who has 
caused the dissolution wrongfully, to damages fo), breach of t.he agreement. 

(b) The partners who have not caused the dissolution wrongfully, if they all desire to 
continue the business in the same name, either by themselves or jointly with others, lllay do 
so, during the agreed term for ·the partnership and for that purpose may possess the part­
nership property, provided they secure the payment by bond approved by the court., 01' 

pay to any partner who has caused tlie dissolution wrongfully, the value of his iuterest in 
the partnership at the dissolution, less any damages l'ecoyerable under subdivision (a) of 
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this subsection, and in like manner indemnify him against all present 01' future partner· 
ship liabilities. 

(c) A partner who has caused the dissolution wrongfully shall have, if the business is 
not continued under the provisions of subdivision (b) of this subst'ction, all the rights of 
a partner under subsection (1) of this section subject to the provisions of subdivision (a) 
of this subsection, and, if the business is continued uncleI' subdivision (b) of this subsec­
tion, the right as against his copartners and all claiming through them in respect of their 
interests in the partnership, to have the value of his interest in the partnerhip, less any 
damages caused to his copartners by the dissolution, ascertained and paid to him in cash, 
01' the payment secUTed by bond approved by the court, and to be released from all exist­
ing liabilities of the partnership; but in ascertaining the value of the partner's interest the 
value of the good will of the business shall not be considered. 

123.34 Adjustment of rights on dissolution for fraud. Where a partnership con­
tract is rescinded on the ground of the fraud 01' misrepresentation of one of the parties 
thereto, the party entitled to rescind iI?, without prejudice to any other right, entitled 
(a) to a lien on, 01' right of retention of, the sUTplus of the partnership property after 
satisfying the partnership liabilities to third persons for any SUln of money paid by him 
for the purchase of an interest in the partnership and for any capital or advances con­
tributed by him; and (b) to stand, after all liabilities to third persons have been satisfied, 
in the place of the creditors of the partnership for any payments made by him in respect 
of the partnership liabilities; and (e) to be indemnified by the person guilty of the fraud 
or making the representation against all debts and liabilities of the partnership. 

123.35 Settlement and distribution on dissolution. In settling accounts between 
the partners after dissolution, the following rules shall be observed, subject to any agree· 
ment to the contrary: . 

(1) The assets of the partnership are (a) the partnership property, (b) the contribu· 
tions of the partners necessary for the payment of all the liabilities specified in subdivi· 
sion (2) of this section. 

(2) The liabilities of the pm;tnel'ship shall rank in order of payment, as follows: 
(a) those owing to creditors other than partners; (b) those owing to partners other than 
Tor capital and profits; (c) those owing to partners in respect of capital; (d) those owing 
to partners in respect of profits. 

(3) The assets shall be applied in the order of their declaration in subdivision (1) of 
this section to the satisfaction of the liabilities. 

(4) The partners shall contribute, as provided by subdivision (1) of section 123.15, 
the amount necessary to satisfy the liabilities, but if any, but not all, of the partners are 
insolvent, or, not being subject to process, refuse to contribute, the other partners shall 
contribute their share of the liabilities, and, in the relative proportions in which they share 
the profits, the additional amount necessary to pay the liabilities. 

(5) An assignee for the benefit of creditors 01' any person appointed by the court shall 
have the right to enforce the contributions specified in subdivision (4) of this section. 

(6) Any partner 01' his legal representative shall have the right to enforce the con· 
tributions specified in subdivision (4) of this section to the extent of the amount which 
he has paid in excess of his share of the liability. 

(7) The individual property of a deceased partner shall be liable for the contributions 
specified in subdivision (4) of this section. 

(8) When partnership property and the individual properties of the partners are ill 
possession of a court for distribution, partnership creditors shall have priority on part· 
nership property and separate creditors on individual property, saving the rights of lien 
or secured creditors as heretofore. 

(9) 'Yhere a partner has become bankrupt or his estate is insolvent the claims against 
his separate property shall rank in the following order: (a) Those owing to separate 
creditors; (b) those owing to partnership creditors; (c) those owing to partners by way of 
contribution.

123.36 Rights and liabilities on continUing business after" dissolution without liqui· 
dation. (1) ,Yhen any new partner is admitted into an existing partnership, 01' when 
any partner retires and assigns (01' the l:epresentative of the deceased partner assigns) 
Ilis rights in partnership property to two or more of the pmtners, or to one .or more 
of the partners and one 01' more third persons, if the business is continued without 
liquidation of the partnership affairs, creditors of the first or dissolved partnership are 
also creditors of the partnership so continuing the business. 
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(2) When all but one partner retire and assign (or the representative of a deceased 
partner assigns) their rights in partnership property to the remaining partner, who con~ 
tinues the business without liquidation of partnership affairs, either alone or with others, 
creditors of the dissolved partnership are also creditors of the person or partnership so 
continuing the business. 

(3) When any partner retires or dies and the business of the dissolved partnership is 
continued as set forth in subsections (1) and (2) of this section, with the con.sent of the 
retired partners 01' the representative of the deceased partner, but without any assign­
ment of his right in partnership property, rights of creditors of the dissolved partnership 
and of the creditors of the person or partnership continuing the business shall be as if 
such assignment had been made. 

(4) ,Yhen all the partners or their representatives assign their rights in partnership 
property to one or more thi1'Cl persons who promise to pay the debts and who continue the 
business of the dissolved partnership, creditors of the dissolved paltnership are also credi­
tors of the persoll or partnership continuing the business. 

(5) ,Yben any partner wrongfully canses a dissolution· and the remaining partners 
continue the business under the provisions of subdivision (b) of subsection (2) of section 
123.33, either alone or with others, and without liquidation of the pa'rtnel'ship affairs, 
creditors of the disfiOh'ed partnership are also creditors of the person or partnership con­
tinuing the business. 

(6) When a partner is expelled and the remaining partllers continue the business 
either alone or with others, without liquidation of the partllersl1ip affairs, el'editors of tl1e 
dissolved partnership are also creditors of the person or partnership continuing the bnsi­
ness. 

(7) The liability of a third person becoming a partner in the pal'tnership continuing 
tl1e business, under this section'to the creditors of the dissolved partnership shall be satis­
fied out of partnership property only. 

(8) When the business of a partnership after dissolution is continued under any COll­

ditions set forth in this section, the creditors of the dissolved pal'tnel'sl1ip, as against the 
separate erec1itors of the retiring or deceased partner or the representative of the de­
ceased partner, have a prior right to any claim of the retired partner 01' the representa­
tive of the deceased partner against the person or partnership continuing the business, on 
account of tl1e retired 01' deceased partner's interest in the dissoll'ed pal'tnership or on 
account of any consideration promised for such interest 01' for his right in l)artnership 
property. 

(0) Nothing in this Rection shall be held to modify any right of creditors to set aside 
any assignment on the ground of fraud. 

(10) The use by the person or partnership continuing the business of the partnership 
name, or tl1e name of a deceased partner as part thereof, shall not of itself make the in­
dividual property of the deceased partner liable for any debts contracted by such person or 
partnership.

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123.38 Right to accounting accrues on dissolution. The right to an account of his 
interest shall accrue to any partner, or his legal representative, as against the winding 
up partners 01' the surviving partners 01' the person or partnership continuing the busi­
ness, at. the date of dissolution, in the absence of any agreement to the contrary. 

123.39 Piling of partnership agreements; amendments; articles of dissolution. 
Partnership agreements, amendments thereof and agreements in dissolution thereof may 
be filed in the office of the register of deeds of the county in which the principal place of 
business of such partnership is located. The register of deeds shall be entitled to a fee of 
$1 for each such filing. [1947 o. 230]
