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TITLE IV. 

Public Domain and the Trust Funds. 

CHAPTER 23. 
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23.01 Constitutional board. The board created by section seven of article X of 
the constitution mal' be styled in any session law, statute or proceeding' in a court of 
justice as "Commissi'oners of the Publi~ Lands." 

23.02 Jurisdiction. Together with the power and duty of selling' the school and 
university lands and investing the funds arising therefrom, prescribed for said commis­
~ioners b}' the aforesaid section of the constitution, they are invested with pmver to dispose 
of all other publir Innrls and all interests in lands held by the stnte for sale, and with such 
further powers as may be necessary or convenient to enable them to exercise the functions 
nnd perform the duties imposed upon them by law. 

Notel Where commissioners of public by federal' government they may lawfully 
lands upon investigation are satisfied that grant quitclaim deed to city for purpose of 
state has no valid claim to island created clearing title. 20 Atty. Gen. 477. 

23.03 May investigate land claims. The eommissioners of public lands shall in­
vestigate the rights of the state to school and normal lands. The expenses incuned in 
making such investigations and taking necessary steps to protect comlllon schoul fund 
and normal fund Innr1s and timber, as well as the expense of necessary surveys, records, 
appraisals and sales, shall, upon the approval of said commission, be paid out of the 
gross receipt8 to the funds to which the proceeds from the sale of such land and timber 
will be added. [1937 c. 181 s. 2, 5]

23.04 Office in capitol; records; copies as evidence., (1) Said commissioners shn11 
keep their office in the capitol. They shall pOl1veniently arrange find preserve therein nIl 
records, books, reports, surveys, maps, field notes, plats and other papers pel:taining to 
(he public lands heretofore, 110W, or hereafter owned by the state, including' all such as 
have been or shall be received from the United States or any officer thereof. 'l'hey may 
perfect snch records, books, reports, surveys, maps, field notes, plats and other papers 
when incomplete, and cause fair copies thereof to be made when from inj my, loss, use 
or accident it shall become necessary; nnd any such copy wben certified by the chief 
clerk of the land office under his hand nnc1 the offi('inl seal of said office to have been 
made for any of the causes herein specified. nnd to be a correct copy thereof, sball have 
th~ ?ame force nnd effect in all courts and places as the orig'inal: and flny copy from said 
01'lg1l1al records, books, reports, surveys, maps, field notes, plats 01' other pnpers, 01' 

from nny record or ]J9per required by law to be kept in their offire, 01' any copy from said 
certified copy thereof, when certified by the cbief clerk of tbe state land office or anyone 
of the commissioners of the public lands under the official seal of said commissioners, 
shall be received in evidence with the sflme effect as the ori~dnal. 

(2) All records, books and files kept by the commissioners shall at all business hours 
be open, under propel' regulations made by them, to the inspection of any person, free of 
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charge. The commissioners also may in like manner make, perfe~t, and complete propel' 
records, books, reports and other papers pertaining to the hinds of which the state has 
been or is trustee for, the United States. 

23.05 Chief clerk; assistant; clerks; appointments; duties; oath. The commis­
sioners shall appoint from the competitive class pursuant to the provisions of chapter 16 
of the statutes, a chief clerk and an assistant chief clerk who shall, during the absence of 
the chief clerk, have all the authority giyen by law to the chief clerk; and such other clerks 
as provided in subsection (1) of section 14,71. Such appointments shall be filed in the 
office of the secretary of state. Every such clerk shall take and file the official oath. 

23.06 Not to buy lands. 1'he said commissioners, and all clerks and other persons 
employed by them 01' about any of their respective offices, are prohibited from purchasing 
any of the public lands, directly or indirectly, either in their own name 01' in the name of 
any other person in trust for them or either of them; and for every tra ct or parcel of 
land pUJ'chascd in violation hereof each such person offending shall forfeit the snm of 
two hundred and fifty dollars. 

23.07 Report of commissioners. The 'said commissioners shall within ten days 
after the thirtieth day of J nne in each even-numbered year, make a report to the gov­
er110r of their official proceedings, showing the quantity of land sold 01' leased and the 
amount received therefor, the amount of interest moneys accrued 01' received, and a 
specific accouut of the several iilVestments made by them, stating in all cases of loans, 
the name of each borrower, the sum borrowed, and a description of the property mort­
gaged, and such other matters as they may think propel' to communicate or as the legis­
lature may require. 

23.08 Land cOllllllissioners and conservation commission to co-operate. The com­
l11i~si611el'S may, in their discretion make requisitions upon the conservation commission 
for suitable men ill its employ to appraise lands or perform such other service in field 01' 
forest as the commissioners may need to have done. So far as practicable the commis­
sioners may select the men to serve, and during such temporary service the men shall be 
their assistants and subject to their orders. In other i'espects, as far as may be found 
practicable, said commissioners and said commission shall mutually co-operate in order to' 
make economical use of their respective employes, equipments and facilities and to en­
hance the value of the public lands. 

Note. Commissioners of public lands have for planting or otherwise enhancing value 
no power to payout moneys from normal of normal school fund lands. 20 Atty. Gen. 
school fund to another department of state 1265. 

23.09 Conservation act. (1) PURPOSES. The purpose of this section is to provide 
an adequate and flexible system for the protection, development and use of forests, fish 
and game, lakes, streams, plant life, flowers and other outdoor resources in the state of 
Wisconsin. 

(2) COMMISSION) MEMBERS, APPOINTMENT) TERlII) QUALIFICATIONS. To carry out the 
purpose of this section and other acts for like purposes, there is created a state conserva­
tion commission of six members, three of whom shall be from the territory north, and three 
from the territory south of a line running east and west through the south limits of the 
city of Stevens Point. The members of said commission shall be appointed by the g'ov­
ernor by and with the advice and consent of the senate. The term of office for each member 
of the commission shall be six years; provided, that of those first appointed two shall be 
appointed for two years, two for foul' years, and two for six years. Thereafter and 
during February in each odd year, two members shall he likewise appointed and confirmed 
for a full term. The commissioners appointed shall he persons having knowledge of and 
interest in conservation. 

(3) EXPENSES OF MEMBERS. The members of the state conservation COlllll1issio~ shall 
receive no pay' for their services as members of the commission, hut shall be allowed their 
actual and necessary traveling expenses and subsistence while absent from their homes in 
attendance upon meetings of the commission 01' in the discharge of their official duties. 

(4) COMMISSION) ORGANIZATION, OFFICERS) MEETINGS. The commission, after having 
fully qualified shall without delay meet at the capitol in Madison, and organize by electing 
a chairman and secretary. Four members of said commission shall constitute a quorum 
for the transaction of business. Meetings may be called by the chairman and shall be 
called on the request of any two members, and may be held as often as necessary, and at 
other places than the state capitol. 

(5) OFFICE AT CAPITOL, SUPPLIES, EQUIPMENT. The commission shall keep its office 
in the state capitol, and the director of purchases is directed to provide suitable rooms for 
that purpose, and to furnish the necessary furniture, supplies, postage, stationery, equip­
ment, printed forms, notices and special publications, subject to the printing laws of the 
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state, except such material and supplies as must be purchased locally for the various 
hatcheries, parks, reserves, etc. Said commission may sell equipment when such sale in 
its judgment will be of advantage to the state. 

(6) DIRECTOR; EMPLOYME,NT, SALARY, QUALIFICATIONS, POWERS, DUTIES. The commis­
sion shall employ a conservation director who shall continue in office at the pleasure of 
the commission, and whose salary shall be fixed by the commission, but not to excecd 
$6,500 pel' year. Said director shall be a person having executive ability and experience, 
special training and skill in conservation work, allCI shall not be subject to the provisions 
of chapter 16 of the statutes. He shall be administrative head of the state conservation 
department, shall be responsible to the commission for the execution of its policies; shall 
employ, by and with the advice and COllsent of the commission, such technical and admin­
istrative assistance as may be necessary for the execution of such policies, and shall 
exercise the powers of the commission in the interim of its meetings but subordinate 
thereto, but shall not have authority to make rules and regulations. 

(7) COMMISSION RULES, STUDIES; SURVEYS, SERVICES, PENALTIES, POWERS. The com­
mission is hereby authorized to make such rules and regulations, inaugurate snch studies, 
investigations and surveys, and establish such services as they may deem necessary to 
carry out the provisions and purposes of this act, and any violation of any provisions of 
this act, or of any rules or regulation promulgated by the commission, shall constitute a 
misdemeanor and be punished as hereinafter provided. The commission shall also have 
authority: 

(b) Game l·efttges. To designate such localities as it shall find to be reasonably neces­
sary to secure perpetuation of any species of game or bird, and the maintenance of an 
adequate supply thereof, as game or bird refuges for the purpose of providing safe re­
treats in which game or birds may rest and replenish adjacent hunting grounds. 

(c) Fish refuges. To (lesignate such localities as it shall find to be reasonably neces­
sary to secure the perpetuation of any species of fish alltl the maintenance of an adequate 
supply thereof, as fish refuges, for the pm'pose of providing safe retreats in which fish 
may breed and replenish adjacent fishing waters. 

(d) Lands, acqtt'isition. To acquire by purchase, condemnation, lease or agreement, 
and to receive by gifts or devise, lands or waters suitable for the purpose hereinafter 
enumerated, and to maintain the same for the said purposes: 

1. For state forests for the purpose of growing timber, demonstrating forestry methods, 
protecting watersheds or providing public recreation. 

2. For state parks for the purpose of preserving scenic or historical values or natmal 
wonelers. 

3. For public shooting, trapping 01' fishing grounds or waters for the purpose of pro-
viding areas in which any citizen may hunt, trap 01' fish. 

4. For fish hatcheries and game farms. 
5. For forest nmseries and experimental stations. 
(e) Lands, blocking. To extend and consolidate lands, 01' waters suitable for the 

above purposes by exchange of other lands or waters under their snpervision. 
(f) PI'opagation, game and fish. To capture, propagate, transport, sell or exchange 

any species of game or fish needed for stocking or restocking any lands or waters of the 
state. 

(g) F Ol'est }J'rotection. To establish and maintain an efficient fire fighting system for 
the protection of forests. . 

(h) Co-operation. To enter into co-operative agreements with persons, firms 01' corpo­
mtions or governmental agencies for purposes consistent with the purposes and provi­
sions of this act, including agreements with tllP. highway authorities with regard to plant­
ing trees or other vegetation in or along highways, or furnishing stock for such planting. 

(i) Ca'mp fi'res. To regulate camp fires and smoking in the woods at s11ch times and 
in such designated localities, as it may find reasonably necessary to reduce the danger of 
destructive forest fires. 

(j) Bumings. To regulate the burning of rubbish, slashings and marshes or other 
areas as it may find reasonably necessary to reduce the danger of destructive fires. 

(k) Reseal·ch. To conduct research in improved conservation methods, and to dis­
seminate information to the residents of Wisconsin in conservation matters. 

(1) Publicity. To collect, compile and distribute information and liteTature as to the 
facilities, advantages and attractions of the state, the historic and scenic points and places 
of interest within the state and the transportation and highway facilities of the state; and 
to plan and conduct a program of information and publicity designed to attract tourists, 
visitors and other interested persons from outside the state to this state; also to encourage 
and coordinate the efforts of other public and private organizations or groups of citizens 
to publicize the facilities and attractions of the state for tl:e same purposes. 
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(8) INTER-DEPART~ilIENTAL CO-OPERATION. The commission is herehy authorized to, 
and shall co-operate with, the several state departments and officials in the conduct of 
matters in which the interests of the respective departments or officials overlap. 

(9) PROMULGATION OF RULES, REGULATIONS. All rules and regulation of the commis­
sion slall be published in at least three newspapers of wide circulation in the territory to 
be affected, at least one week prior to the date such rule or regulation becomes effective, 
except in case of emergency, when the commission slall give such notice as it may deem 
feasible. 

(10) INTERPRETATION, LIMITATIONS. This section shall not be construed as authoriz­
ing the cOlllmission to change any penalty for violating any game law or regulation, or 
change the amount of any license established by the legislature, or to extend any open 
season or bag limit on migratory birds prescribed by federal law or regulations, or to 
contract any indebtedness or obligation beyond the appropriations made by the legislature. 

(11) PENALTIES. Any person violating any rule or regulation of the state conserva­
tion commission shall be punished by a. fine of not· less than twenty-five dollars nor mOl'e 
than one hunch'ed dollars, 01' by imprisonment in the county jail for not exceeding six 
months, 01' by both such fine and imprisonment. 

(12) TRANSFER FROM COJILMISSIONER TO COMMISSION. All duties, liabilities, authority, 
powers and privileges imposed or conferred by law upon the commissioner of conserva­
tion are hereby imposed and conferred upon the state conservation commission created 
herein by section 23.09. 

(13) DESTRUCTION OF OBSOLETE RECORDS. Whenever necessary to gain needed vault 
space, the conservation commission may turn over to the director of purchases for de­
strnction obsolete reconls in its possession, as follows: 

(a) General correspondence after 10 years. 
(b) Hunting, fishing and trapping license applications, after 5 years. 
(c) Copies of hunting, fishillg and trapping licenses issued, after 5 years. 
(d) Permits, after 5 years. 
(e) Reports, after 5 years. 
(f) Copies of inter-office memoranda, after 3 years. 
(g) Refluisitions and orders, after 5 years. 
(b) Copies of public service commission and other hearings, after 5 years. 
(i) Pay rolls anc1 vouchers, after 10 years. 
(j) Claims, after 10 years. 
(k) License supplies supplanted by new issues to conform with changes in statutes and 

orders. 
(14) WAYS TO WATERS. The county lJoard of any county may condemn a right of way 

for any public highway to any navigable stream, lake or other navig'a ble waters. 8uch 
right of way shall be not less than sixty feet in width, and lllay be condenmed in the man­
ner provided by chapter 32; hut the legality or constitutionality of this provision shall in 
nowise affect the legality or constitutionality of the rest of this section. [1931 c. 45 s. 1;

Where the state conservation commission 
had authority to order an appeal from a 
judgment requiring that the name of a rein­
stated employe be placed on the pay roll, 
and the director, under 23.09 (6), had the 
same authority between meetings of the 
cOll11nission, and the cOlnnlission approved 
the appeal after it had been ordered by the 
director, the appeal will not be dismissed on 
the ground that it was not authorized by the 
commission, Baken v. Vanderwall, 245 W 
147, 13 NW (2d) 502. 

If conservation cOTIlmission in its experi­
ence finds it reasonahly necessary to require 
report by operators of fur farms of animals 
sold to persons outside state as well as within 
state. that is sufficient to sustain such rule. 
19 Atty. Gen. 230. 

City and conservation commission have 
power to contract for commission to maintain 
fish hatchery on and in lake in city park and 
contiguous land and for improvement and use 
of same for such purposes, 19 Atty. Gen. 493. 

Conservation commission has not power to 
make rules and regulations ordering burning 
of slashings by its own employes and then to 
collect expense fronl o\\rner, or ordering 
owner to burn slashings at his own expense, 

. to prevent forest fires and other conflagra­
tions. Commission has power to require pil-

ing and burning of slashings along exposed 
places, and to order piling and burning of 
slashings at time of logging or cutting to 
prevent fires; violation of such orders may be 
punished as misdemeanor. 19 Atty. Gen. 584. 

If in judgnlent of conservation cOl1nnission 
it is necessary to establish rules and regula­
tions defining pound nets, trap nets and tram­
mel nets it has power to do so. 21 Atty. Gen. 
206. 

Authority of conservation commission to 
adopt rules and regulations is confined to ad­
ministration of powers specifically conferred 
and to enforcement of statutes. Definition of 
"trap nets" includes any net top or any part 
of which is closed, and "long tunnel potmd 
net." Order regulating depth of water in 
which pound nets may be used, distance 
apart, number and length of leaders is unau­
thorized. 21 Atty. Gen. 606. 

Conservation commissioners acting as in­
dividuals have no authority to officially rep­
resent state or conservation department. 21 
Atty. Gen. 1004. 

Conservation commission has no power to 
change level of laJ<es and streams. That 
power is delegated to public service commis­
sion under 31.02. 24 Atty. Gen. 242. 

Conservation commission may advertise 
reereational advantages of ,Visconsin outside 
state by exhibits at outdoor shows and 
similar expositions and expenses of employes 
may be paid. 25 Atty. Gen. 123. 
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Conservation commission has broad discre­
tion in carrying out requirements of (7), (1), 
but may not allocate money approl?ri::ted 
therefor to regional groups and assocIatIons 
publicizing Willconsin's facilities and attrac­
tions as vaeation land. 26 Atty. Gen. 452. 

Conservation cOlnmission has po'v~r ullder 
(7) (1) to Join with private groups 01' 
associations in carrying on out-of-state ad­
vertising projects and pay part of costs 
thereof. 28 Atty. Gen. 210. 

Members of conservation commission to 
be appointed under this section should be 
appointed and confirmed in February but do 
'not take omce until July 27 following. 30 
Atty. Gen. 62. 

Conviction of violation of conservation 
commission order made pursuant to 23.09 (7) 
does not, pursuant to 29.63 (3), cause forfei­
ture of an,' license held by violator under 

chapter 29, nor prevent issuance of such li­
cense to sucll violator for period of one year 
thereafter. 30 Atty. Gen. 212.

23.10 Conservation wardens. (1) '1'he state conservation commission shall secure 
the enforcement of all laws which it is required to administer and bring, or cause to be 
brought, actions and proceedings in the name of the state for that purpose. The per­
sons appointed by said commission tv exercise and perform the powers and duties hereto­
fore conferl'ed and imposed upon deputy fish and game wardens, shall be known as con­
sel'yation wardens and shall be subject to the provisions of chapter, 16 of the statutes. 

(2) ,Vhenever the county board of any county shall by resolution authorize the ap­
pointment of county conservation wardens, and shall fix the number of the same, it shall 
be the duty of the county judge, district attorney, and county clerk, acting as a board of 
appointment, to select the persons for such positions aild certify their names to the state 
conservation commission which shan, if in its judgment such persons are competent and 
efllcient. issue to them commissions as county conservation wardens. Such wardens shall, 
within their county, have all the powers and perform the duties of conservation wardens 
but their compensation shall be fixed by the county board in the resolution authorizing 
their appointment and be paid out of the county treasury . 

. (4) All conservation wardens shall, before exercising any of their powers, be pro­
vided with a commission issued by the state conservation commission under its seal, sub­
stantia lly a,s follows:

(5) The state conservation commission shall furnish to each conservation warden at 

the till)e of his appointment, a pocket identification folder in form and substance as fol­
lows: A leather-covered folder, size when folded, three by foul' inches; on one of the 
inner sirles thereof shall be securely fastened a photograph of such appointee to be 
furnished by llim, and partly on the photograph and partly on the margin of such folder 
shall be an impression of the seal of the state conservation commission; such appointee 
shall also affix his signature below the photograph on such folder; on the other inner 
side of such folder shall be securely fastened a miniature true copy of the commission 
issued to such appointee, which shall be signed by the state conservation commission. 
Such appointee, when on official duty, shall at all times carry snch identification fold81' 
on his person, and shall on demand exl1ibit the same to any person to whom he may rep­
resent himself as a conservation warden. The cost of such identification folder shall be 
charged to the appropriation for the state conservation commission. 

(6) All conservation wardens shall make full and complete reports of their transac­
tions as such, according to the demand of the state conservation commission and shall at 
all times be subject to its direction and control in the performance of their duties. They 
shall also gather and transmit any and all statistical information relative to such matters 
within their charge as the said commission shall from time to time direct. The commis­
sion shall make a report to the governor during July of each even-llumbered year, cov­
ering all its work and such other information as may be valuable to the state in relation 
thereto and including an itemized statement of receipts and disbursements. 

23.11 General powers. (1) In addition to the powers and duties heretofore con­
ferred and imposed upon said commission by this chapter it is empowered and required 
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to have and take the general care, protection and supervision of all state parks, of all 
state fish hatcheries and lands used therewith, of all state forests, and of all lands owned 
by the state or in which it has any interests, except lands the care and supervision of 
which are vested in some other officer, body or board; and said commission is granted 
such further powers as may be necessary or convenient to enable it to exercise the func­
tions and perform the duties required of it by this chapter and by other provisions of 
law. But it is not empowered to perform any act upon state lands held for sale that 
will diminish their saleable value. 

(2) Whenever any lands placed by law under the care and supervision of the com­
mission are inaccessible because surrounded by lands belong-ing to individuals or corpora­
tions, and whenever in the opinion of the commission the usefulness or value of such 
lands, whether So surrounded or not, will be increased by access thereto over lands not 
belonging to the state, the commission may acquire such lands as may be necessary to con­
struct highways that will furnish the needed access. 

(3) Said commission shall consider the natural resources of the state and report to tlw 
governor from time to time the results of its investigations with recommendations of such 
measures as it deems necessary or snit able to conserve such resources and preserve them, 
so far as practicable, unimpaired. [1931 c. 179] 

23.12 By-laws. Said commission may make and establish such rules and by-laws, 
not inconsistent with law, as it may deem useful to itself and 'its subordinates in the 
conduct of the business entrusted to it. 

23.13 Governor to be informed. The commissioners of the public lands and the 
state conservation commission of Wisconsin shall furnish to the governor upon his re­
quest a copy of any paper, document or record in their respective offices and give him 
orally such information as he 11lay call for. 

23.14 Oonservation warden pension fund; contributions and sources; benefits. (1) 
A fund shall be set aside for the pension of disabled and superannuated conservation 
wardens and the widows or orphans of deceased conservation wardens. The state treasurer 
shall be ex officio treasurer of such fund. . 

(2) There shall be paid into such fund 7 pel' cent of the monthly salary of each con­
servation warden, except that no amount in excess of $350 pel' month, or an equivalent 
for any other p81iod, shall be considered for the purpose of making contributions or of 
granting pensions under this section after the effective date of this act. The conserYa­
tion department shall deduct such 7 pel' cent contribution from the salary of each warden 
and pay it into the fund and at the same time shall pay an equivalent amount into said 
fund from the fund from which the respective salaries of such wardens are then paid. 
There shall also be paid into said fund fines imposed on conservation wardens for viola­
tion of rules of the department, also all witness 01' other fees received by said wardens 
and 50 pel' cent of the proceeds received from the sales of all confiscations of any wild 
animal as defined in section 29.01, or carcass or part thereof by the conservation com· 
mission. 

(3) The state treasurer, chairman of the conservation commission, or some commis­
sioner approved by the conservation commission, and three active members of the conser­
vation warden force shall constitute the "Board of Trustees of the Conservation Warden 
Pension Fund". The three members of the board from the conservation wardens shall be 
elected annually by said wardens. Each conservation warden shall be entitled to a vote for 
such three members of the board upon one ballot, and the three candidates receiving the 
highest number of votes shall be elected. The said board shall annually elect from among 
their number a president and a secretary, and in case of a vacancy occurring during the 
term of either, the same shall be filled by the board. 

(4) Said board shall have exclusive control and management of the funil created by 
this section, and all money donated, paid or assessed for the relief or pensioning of dis­
abled, superannuated or retired conservation wardens, their widows and children, and the 
~ame shall be placed by the state treasurer to the credit of such fund, subject to the orders 
of such board. The said boan1 shall make all needful rules and reg-ulations for its govern-
111ent in the discharge of its duties and for the control of such fund and shall decide all 
applications for relief or pension under this section. The board shall cause to be kept by 
its secretary a record of all its meetings and proceedings. 

(5) All fees or emoluments that may be paid or given for or on account of any service 
of said conservation wardens or any of them, except when allowed to be retained by them 
by resolution of said board, shall be paid into such fund. The board may take by grant, 
gift, devise or bequest, any money, real estate 01' other valuable things, personal property 
01' right of property, and the same shall be paid into said pension fund. 

(6) Said board shall have power to draw such pension fund from the state treasury 
and invest such funds in the name of the board in interest-bearing bonds of the United 
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States or of the state of Wisconsin or of any county, town or other municipal corporation 
of Wisconsin, and all security taken by any such investment shall be deposited with the 
sta te treasurer to tIle order of said board. 

(7) If any conservation warden, while engaged in the performance of his active duty' 
as such warden, be injured or sick and if found, upon examination by a medical officer 
ordered by said board, to be physically, mentally or permanently disabled by reason of such 
injuries or sickness, so as to render necessary his retirement from such department, said 
board shall retire such disabled member from the service, but no such retirement shall be 
ordered unless such warden has contracted such disability, 01' sickness, while in line of 
d~ty. Upon such retirement the board shall order payment to such retired member, 
monthly, from said pension fund, of a sum equal to one-half the monthly salary 01' com­
pensation received by him immediately prior to his retirement. 

(7a) .Any conservation warden leaving the state conservation warden service for any 
cause whatsoever prior to his eligibility for retirement under the provisions of section 
23.14 shall receive from the conservation warden pension fund all amounts he has paid 
into the same. In the event any conservation warden becomes deceased prior to his 
eligibility for retirement under the provisions of section 23.14, all amounts he has paid 
into the conservation warden pension fund shall be paid to his heirs. This subsection 
shall apply retroactively to all such retirements and deaths since July 15, 1935. 

(8) If any conservation warden shall, while in performance of his duty, be killed 01' 

die as the result of an injury received in the line of duty as prescribed in the preceding sec­
tion, 01' if any such warden after fifteen years of service in such department shall die fro111 
any cause whatever whil,e in the service, 01' if any member shall die from any cause what­
ever after being retired upon a pf)nsion under the provision of this section and shall leave 
a widow 01' minor child, 01' children under the age of sixteen years, said board shall direct 
the payments from saiel pension funds of the following sums monthly, to-wit: To the 
widows of conservation wardens fifty dollars; to the guardian of such minor child or 
children eig'ht dollars f01;, each child until it reaches the age of sixteen years, and in the 
case of relllarriage or death of the wielow then the amount she may be entitled to by the 
provisions of this act shall be paid to or for the benefit of such minor child or children of 
the deceasecl as are under the age of sixteen years, providing, however, that there shall not 
be paid to the family of the deceascdmember a total pension exceeding one-half the amount 
of monthly salary of such deceased member at the time of his death, 01', if a retired member, 
a sum not exceeding one-half of the monthly salary of such retireclmemher at the date of 
bis retirement or disability, provided further that if the pensioner shall marry after his 
retirement from service and shall thereafter die leaving a widow, such widow shall not be 
entitled to any relief or pension from such funds. If any time there shall not be sufficient 
money in such pension fund to pay each person entitled to the benefit thereof, the full 
amount per month as hereinbefore provided, then, in that event a pro rata reduction of 
such monthly payments shall be made to each pensioner or beneficiary thereof until the 
said fund shall be replenished to warrant the payment in full to each of such pensioners OJ.' 

beneficiaries. 
(9) If any conservation warden retires after having served twenty years or more in 

such depa.rtment, and in case any me111he1' shall be discharged after serving twenty years 
or more, the board shall order that such member be paid pension monthly of a sum equal to 
one-half of his monthly salary at the date of his retirement or discharge. No person shall 
be entitled to receive any benefit from such pension fund other than that described in this 
section, and in no event will any allowance be made to any widow after her remarriage 01' 

to any minor child after it has reached the age of sixteen years. 
(10) The state treasurer shall he the custodian of said pension fund and shall secure 

and safely keep the same subject to the control and direction of said board and shall keep 
his books and accounts concel'11ing' said fund in snch manner as the hoard shall direct, and 
such book account shall be subject to the inspection of said board or any member thereof, 
and he shall safely keep and well and truly account for all moneys and property that shall 
come into his hand as such treasurer, rendering an account to said board on July first of 
each year, and at the expiration of his term of office he shall surrender and deliver over to 
his successor all unexpended moneys and all properties that shall have come to his hands 
as treasurer of such funds. 

(11) All moneys ordered to be paid out of said pension fund to any person or persons 
shall be paid by the state treasurer only upon warrant signed by the president of the board 
and countersigned by the secretary thereof, and no warrant shall be drawn except by ordcr 
of the board duly entered in the record of the proceedings of said board. In case the 
pension fund or any part thereof sha.ll by order of said board, or otherwise, be deposited in 
any bank 01' loaned, all interest on money which may be paid, 01' agreed to be paid on ac­
count of any such loan or deposit, shall belong to and constitute a part of such fund, pro-
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vided that nothing' herein contained shall he construed as authorizing said treasurer to loan 
or deposit said fund or any part thereof unless so authorized by the board. The board of 
trustees shall make a report on or before July fifteenth of each year to the govel'nor of the 
·condition of said pension fund together with their activities in connection therewith. 

(12) No portion of said pension fund shall either before or after its order of distribu­
tion by such board to such disabled or superannuated members of the conservation warden 
department or to the widow or guardian of such minor child or children of the deceased 
member of such department be held, seized, taken subject to, or detained or levied on by 
virtue of any attachment, execution, injunction, writ or other order or decree or any proces·s 
or proceeding whatever, issued out of or by any court of this state for the payment or 
satisfaction in whole or in part of any debt, damages, claim 01' judgment against saidmem­
bel' or his widow or the guardian of such minor child 01' children of any deceased member. 

(13) Conservation wardens, as referred to in this section, shall include only those who 
are classified by the bureau of personnel as conservation wardens, whose salaries and ex­
penses are paid by the law enforcement division of the conservation department, and whose 
permanent appointments as conservation wardens have been approved by the conservation 
commission. 

(14) (a) If any person, who is employed for ten years or longer as a conservation 
warden and who, thereafter, is transferred to any other position with and under the 
jurisdiction of the conservation commission, fulfills all the other requisites of this section, 
he is eligible to receive the benefits of this section. Such person shall continue to pay 
into the. warden's pension fund a sum equal to three pel' cent of the last monthly salary 
earned as conservation warden at the time he lVas tl·ansferred. After such person com­
pletes' twenty years of combined employment service with and under the jurisdiction of 
the conservation commission, he is eligible to receive a pension computed on the basis of 
the last monthly salary he receiyed as conservation warden at the time he was transferred. 

(b) If a person, who was employed as a conservation warden for ten years or more, 
and who lVas transferred to another position with and under the jurisdiction of the con­
servation commission and who is holding such other position at the time subsection (14) 
of this section takes effect, fulfills all the other requisites of this section,. he is eligible to 
receive the benefits of this section by paying before July 1, 1938, into the warden pension 
fund a sum, computed from July 17, 1935, equal to three per cent of the last monthly 
salary earned as conservation warden. Thereafter, the payments shall continue monthly 
at the same rate until a pension is granted. 

(15) No person who, prior to January 1,1948, had not contributed to a conservation 
wardens' pension fund established pursuant to this section, shall be permitted to contribute 
to such fund 01' hecome a member thereof on or after such date; nor shall he or his 
widow, child or dependent parent be, 01' become, entitled to receive any benefit from 
such fund. Any person who, after Decemher 31, 1947, .becomes a con~crvation warden, 
or who was a conservation warden on said date, but who, in each such case had not, 011 

or before such date, properly contributed to the conservation wardens' pension fund 
Gstablishecl pursuant to this section, and who can otherwise qualify, shall be, or become, 
a participating employe uncleI' sections 66.90 to 66.919. If any such participating employe 
shall be entitled to a prior service credit, he shall be given such credit at the 2 rate. [1935

den's pension is fixed at a sum equal to one­

23.15 Oonservation warden pension fund transferred. (1) Effective ,January 1, 
1950 section 23.14 of the statutes is repealed, except that the persons who are the trustees 
of the conservation warden pension fund on December 31, 1949 shall continue to act as 
such until the duties prescribed by this subsection to be performed thereafter shall have 
heen discharged. Immediately after the effective date (1947) of this subsection, the 
trustees of the conservation warden pension fund sha11 prepare an account of the exact 
amount of money received by such fund as the proceeds from the sale of all confiscations 
under chapter 29, Wisconsin statutes, other than confiscations of any wild animal as 
defined in section 29.01, or carcass, or part thereof, and forthwith shall payor ('ause to 
be paid 01' transferred from the conservation wal'dp.n pension fund to the school fund 
created by article X, section 2, Wisconsin constitution, the amount so determined, to­
gether with simple interest at 3 per cent per annum on each portion of such amount from 
the date that such portion was received by the conservation wa.rc1en pension fund. The 
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trustees of the conservation warden pension fund shall, as of January 1, 1948, prepare 
an account showing the exact amount of money paid into said fund by each conservation 
warden who elects to become a participating' employe under sections 66.90 to 66.919 in 
accordance with the provisions of section 66.901 (5) (c), effective January 1, 1948, and 
forthwith certify to the Wiscom,in retirement fund the name of such person and the 
amount which he has paid into the conservation warden pension fund, and said trustees 
shall payor cause to be transferred from said latter fund to the Wisconsin retirement 
fund a smn equal to the amounts so certified; thereupon the Wisconsin retirement funa 
shall enter the amounts so paid and certified as an additional contribution to the credit 
of the respective accounts of such wardens wllich shall then be established for them in 
the V\Tisconsin retirement fund. The trustees of the conservation warden pension fund 
on December 31, 1949, shall immediately thereafter prepare an account showing the 
exactamount of money paid into said fund by each person who was a conservation warden 
011 such (1ate, and forthwith certify to the Wisconsin retirement fund the name of such 
person and the amount which he has paid into the conservation warden pension fund, and 
said trustees shall payor cause to be transferred from said latter fund to the Wisconsin 
retirement fund a sum equal to the amounts so certified; thereupon the ·Wisconsin retire­
lllent fund shall enter the amounts so paid and certified as an additional contribution to 
the credit of the respective accounts of such wardens which shall then be established for 
them in the Wisconsin retirement fund. Anv additional. contribution credited under this 
subsection shall not be available to provide °a reversionary annuity under section 66.!J07 
(1), or he payable as a death benefit in addition to the $500 death benefit provided for by 
section 66.908 (2) (a) and in all other respects shall be treated as normal credits except 
that no corresponding' municipality credit therefor shall be given pursuant to 66.904 (1) 
(a) 2 (e). The trustees of the conservation warden pension fund shall then convert into 
cash as soen as practicable any assets of the conservation warden pension fund then re­
maining and pay all of such cash to the conservation fund. 

(2) All pensions to wardens and all payments to widows and children of former 
wardens 1,ilJich shall have been granted under section 23.14 and which are in effect on 
December 31, 1949, thereafter shall be paid from the conservation fund by the conserva­
tion commission, but otherwise in accordance with the provisions of section 23.14, statutes 
of 1945. 

(3) Payments to the widow and children of any conservation warden who shall have 
retired prior to January 1,1950, but who shall die on or after such date, shall be granted, 
and shall be made from the conservation fund, but otherwise in accordance with the 
provisions of section 23.14 (8), statutes of 1945. 

(4) The conservation commission· shall administer the pensions payable under suh­
sections (2) and (3) hereof, and on January 1, 1950 shall succeed to all of those duties 
and powers of the trustees of the conservation warden pension fund under section 23.14, 
statutes of 1945, which shall be necessary for such purpose. 

(5) No portion of any pension or payment which shall be paid uncleI' subsections 
(2) or (3) hereof shall be held, seized, taken subject to, or detained, or levied on, by 
virtue of any attachment, exemption, injunction, writ or other order or decree or any 
process or proceeding' whatever issued out of or by any court of this state for the payment 
or satisfaction, in whole or in part, of any debt, damages, claim or judgment. 

(6) Persons who are active members of the conservation warden pension fund on 
December 31, 1949, shall be or become participating employes under sections 66.90 to 
66.919 in accordance with section 66,903 (1) (a) 3, and their contributions to, anr1 the 
corresponding' amount of assets in, the conservation warden pension fund shall be 
transferred to the Wisconsin retirement fund in accordance with subsection (1) hereof.

23.25 Geographic board, membership, powers. (1) The state geographic board 
shall consist of the conservation director, the state geologist, and the state chief engineer. 
The conservation director shall be the secretary and executive officer of the board, and the 
conservation commission shall be its administrative agent. 

(2) It shall be the duty of the state geographic board and it shall have power and au­
thority: 

(a) To determine the correct and most appropriate names of the lakes, streams, places 
and other geographic features in the state, and the spelling thereof; 

(b) To pass upon and give names to lakes, streams, places and other geographic fea­
tures in the state for which no single generally accepted name has been in use; 

(c) In co-operation with county boards and with their approval, to change the names 
of lakes, streams, places and other geographic features with the end in view of eliminat­
ing, as far as possible, duplication of names within the state; 
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(d) To prepare and publish an official state dictionary of geographic names and to 
publish the same, either as a completed whole or in parts when ready; 

(e) To serve as the state representative of the United States geographic board and to 
co-operate with the said board to the end that there shall be no conflict between the state 
and federal designations of geographic features in the state. 

(3) Whenever the state geographic board shall have given a name 'to any lake, stream, 
place or other geographic feature within the state, or determined the correct spelling of 
any such name, it shall be used in all maps, reports and other publications thereafter is­
sued by the state or any of its political subdivisions, and shall be deemed the official name 
of such geographic feature. 

(4) No person shall in any advertisement or publication attempt to modify local usage 
or name unnamed geographic features without first obtaining the approval of the state 
geographic board. In case of a violation of this subsection, the geographic board shall 
promptly announce its disapproval and shall thereafter adopt an official name for such 
feature. [1931 c. 179]
