353.03 Acquittal because of variance. If any person who is indicted or informed 
against for an offense shall, on his trial, be acquitted upon the ground of a variance be­
tween the indictment 01' information and the proof or upon any exception to the form or 
to the substnnce of the indictment 01' information, he may be arraigned again on a new in­
dictment or information and may be tried and convicted for the same offense notwithstand· 
ing such former acquittal. 

353.04 No punishment but upon conviction or plea. No person who is charged with 
an offense against the law shall be punished for such offense unless he shall have been duly 
and legally convicted thereof in a court having competent jurisdiction of the cause and of 
the person or jurisdiction to award sentence upon a plea of guilty.

353.07 In what court. Any person charged with the offense mentioned in sectia'n 

353.06 may be indicted or informed against, tried and punished in the same court and in 
the same county where the principal felon might be indicted or informed against an-d 
tried, although the offense of counseling, hiring or procuring the commission of such 
felony may have been committed either within or without the limits of the state. 

353.08 Accessory after the fact. Every person not standing in the relation of 
husband or wife, parent or grandparent, child or grandchild, brother or sister, by consan­
guinity or affinity to the offender who, after the commission of any felony, shall harbor, 
conceal or maintain or assist any principal felon or accessory before the fact, or shall 
give such offender any other aid, knowing that he had committed a felony or had been 
accessory thereto before the fact, with intent that he shall avoid or escape from detec­
tion, arrest, trial or punishment, shall be deemed an access01'y after the fact and shall 
be punished by imprisonment in the county jail not more than one year or by fine not 
exceeding two hundred dollars. 

353.09 Trial of. Every person who shall hecome an accessory after the fact to any 
felony, either at common law 01' hy any statnte mar1e or which shall hereafter be made, 
may be indicted or informed against. convicter1 and punished, whether the principal felon

In the prosecution of any offense 
committed upon or in relation to or in any way affecting any real estate, or any offense 
committed by stealing, emhezzling, destroying, injuring or fraudulently receiving or con­
cealing' any money, goods or other personal estate it shall be sufficient and shall not be 
deemed a variance if it be proved on the trial that at the time when the offense was com­
mitte-d .either the actual or constructive possession or the general or special property in the 
whole 01' any part of such real or personal estate was in the person or community alleged 
in the indictment, information 01' other accusation to be the owner thereof. 

353.14 Stealing elsewhere, property brought here. Eyery person who shall felo­
niously steal the property of another, in any other state or country, and shall bring the same 
into this state may be convicted and punished in the same manner as if such larceny hlid

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353.15 Trial of receiver of stolen property. In any prosecution for the offense of 
buying, receiving or aiding in the concealment of any stolen money 01' other property 
known to have been stolen it shall not be necessary to aver, nor on the trial thereof to 
prove, that the person who stole such property has been convicted. 

353.16 Officer to secure property. The officer who shall arrest any person charged 
as principal or accessory in any robbery 01' larceny shall, if possible, secme the property 
alleged to have been stolen, and if found shall be answerable for the same, and he shall 
annex a schedule thereof to his return of the warrant, and upon conviction of the offender 
the stolen property shall be restored to the owner. 

353.17 Compensation. Upon any conviction of burglary, robbcry or larceny the 
coui't may order a meet recompense to the prosecutor and also to the officer who has se­
cured and kept the stolen property, not exceer1ing' their actnal expenses and a reasonable 
allowance for their time and trouble, to be paid by the county treasurer.

true or false, the certificate under oath of the secretary of the treasury or of the treasurer 
of the United States, or of the secretary 01' treasurer of any state or territory on whose 
behalf such note, certificate, bill of credit, treasury note, public security, bond or other 
SecUl'ity purpoi'ts to have been issuec1 shall be admitted as evidence for the purpose of 
proving the same to be forged 01' counterfeit.

353.21 Limitation as to other felonies. Any prosecution for an offense which may 
be punished by imprisonment in the state prison, except murder, must be commencec1 
within 6 years after the commission thereof unless otherwise provided by law. [1943 c. 51] 

353.22 Same as to less offenses. Any prosecution for an offense not punishable by 
imprisonment in the state prison must be commenced within 3 years after the commission 
thereof, unless otherwise provided by law. [1943 c. 51] 

353.23 Oomputation of time. (1) Any period of time c1uring which the party 
charged with any offense was not usually and publicly a resic1ent within this state 01' c1ur­
ing which any prosecution against him for such offense was pending', shall not be com­
pnted as any part of the time of limitation mentioned in sections 353.21, 353.22 and sub­
section (2) hereof. 

. (2) Nothwithstanding the expiration of the time limited by sections 353.21 and 353.22, 
any prosecution for embezzlement or larceny by bailee may be commenced within one year 
after discovery by the ag'g1'ieved pnrty of the facts constitnting the offense. This subsec­
tion shall not extend the time limited by sections 353.21 and 353.22 more than 5 years in 
any such case.

353.25 Imprisonment for nonpayment of fine; costs, how paid. When a fine is im-, 
posed as the whole or any part of the punishment for any offense by any law the court 
shall also sentence the defenr1ant to pay the costs of the prosecution and the costs incurred 
by the county at request of the defendant, and to be committed to the county jail until 
the fine and costs are paid or discharged; but the court shall limit the tIme of such im­
prisonment in each case, in addition to any other imprisonment, in its discretion, in no 
case, howeVel', to exceed six months; and the court may also issue an execution against the 
property of the defendant for said fine and costs. In all criminal cases when the costs 
cannot be collected from the defendant on his or he1' conviction or when the defendant 
shall be acquitted such costs shall be paid from the county treasury.

353.26 Oommon-law punishment. All punishments prescribed by the common law 
for any offense specified in the statutes of this state, and the punishment whereof is pre­
scribed therein, are prohibited. 

353.27 Penalty and place of imprisonment when none expressed. (1) PENALTY. 

Any person who shall be convicted of any offense the punishment of which is not pre­
scribed by any statute of this state shall be, punished only by imprisollment in the county 
jail not more than one year 01' by fine not exceeding $250. 

(2) PLACE OF IMPRISONMENT. vVhen a statute authorizes imprisonment for its viola­
tion but does not prescribe the place of imprisonment, (a) a sentence of less than one 
year shall be to the county jail, (b) a sentence of more than one year shall be to the 
state prison and the minimum under the indeterminate sentence law shall be one year, 
and (c) a sentence of one year may be to either the state prison 01' the county jail. But 
in any propel' case sentence and commitment may nevertheless be to the state refOl'111atory, 
the 'Wiscollsin home for women, the vVisconsin school for boys, the 'Wisconsin school for 
girls 01' any house of correction 01' other institution, as provided by law.

353.28 Part of crime punishable same as whole crime. Any person who commits an 
act or who omits to do an act which act 01' omission constitutes a part of a crime by the 
laws of this state shall be punished the same as if he had committed the whole of such crime 
within this state.

Whenever a person, with intent to commit a crime, does any act or omits to do 
any act within this state in execution or part execution of such intent, which culminates 
in the commission of a crime, either within 01' without this state. such person is punishable 
for such crime in this state in the same manner as if the same had been committed entirely 
within this sta teo 

353.30 Benefit of clergy; petit treason and murder. The plea of benefit of clergy 
and the distinction between murder and petit treason are abolished, and the last-named 
offense shall be prosecuted and punished as murder. 

353.31 Felony. Any offense punishable by imprisonment in the state prison is a 
felony.

353.32 Nighttime. The term" nighttime," when used in any statute, ordinance, in­
dictment or information shall be construed to mean the time between one hour after the 
setting of the sun on one day and one hour before the rising of the same on the following 
day; and the time of sunset and sunrise shall be ascertained according to the mean solar 
time of the ninetieth meridian wc;>t from Greenwich, comlllonly known as central time, as 
given in any published almanac. 

353.33 Married women liable. The common-law presumption of coercion when a 
married woman commits a criminal act in the presence of her husband is abolished. All 
married women shall be subject to prosecution and punishment for their criminal acts.
