Such assessment shall be paid within
15 days after bill has been mailed, by registered mail, to the several railroads, which bill
shall constitute notice of said assessment and demand of payment thereof. When paid
said assessment shall be credited to the appropriation made in subsection (4) of seection
20.51. The total amount which may be assessed to the railroads under authority of this
subsection, shall not exceed two-fifths of one per cent of the total gross operating revenues
of such railroads, during such calendar year, derived from intrastate operations.

SectioN 123. There is appropriated from the conservation fund to the general fund
$36,926.20 to reimburse the general fund for moneys advanced by the emergency board
from the general fund to the conservation fund during 1945-1946 and 1947-1948 for the
payment of bear and deer damage under section 20.20 (19).

SectioNn 124. There is appropriated from the state highway fund to the general
fund, $73,414.48 to reimburse the general fund for moneys advanced during 1946-1947,
1947-1948 and 1948-1949 by the emergency board from the general fund to appropria-
tions made from the state highway fund as follows:

20.20 (29), 20.201, 20.53, 20.535 and 20.725 of the statutes, respectively, shall take effect
on July 1, 1949.
